COURSE STRUCTURE
Name of the Program: MBA in Apparel Merchandising.

· Total Credit: Full-Time (63 credit hours program + Internship )

· Duration: Two Years (06 Semesters of 04 months each, i.e., Spring, Summer and Fall). May be reduced to a minimum of 48 credits for 4-year Bachelor degree holders (as per course waiver policy) and may also be reduced to 39 credits for 4-year BBA degree holders of BUFT only and equivalent Universities (as per course waiver policy); who may have to take all 12 concentration courses.

· Eligibility Criteria: As per UGC prescribed rules of admission to graduate studies.

· Number of Seats:  Depending on the physical and teaching facilities available, to be determined by the Faculty of Business Studies of BUFT from time to time.

· Grading Policy: As per UGC approved university grading policy.
· Passing Grade and Graduation Policy: Minimum passing grade for MBA degree will be CGPA of 2.50 in scale of 4.00. The degree requirement must be completed within 7 (Seven) years.
