Graduate Program Tuition

Tuition for Daniels College of Business graduate programs is based on a cost per credit hour set by the University of Denver. Tuition costs are the same for all students whether they are residents or nonresidents of Colorado.

· Full-time MBA, One Year MBA, IMBA, Master’s degrees, XRECM and certificate programs:  $1062 per credit hour

· Executive MBA: $77,160 payable in six installments. Includes textbooks, most fees, and travel expenses associated with the two required class trips.

· Professional MBA: $62,100 plus $1,062 per credit hour for required electives. Includes textbooks, most fees, and travel expenses associated with the two required class trips. Estimated total program cost is $79,092.
