XISS climbs rankings list

Ranchi’s XISS has risen three notches from last year to be ranked 33rd among top 40 Indian B-schools in Business Today’s September issue.

The capital’s premier management institute was ranked 36th by the business magazine last October.

The listings are however a mixed bag for Jharkhand, as Jamshedpur-based XLRI slumped to 10th position with a score of 81.8 after being placed 6th last year.

XISS scored 65.7.

Among the biggies, IIM-Bangalore came first in the survey with a perfect score of 100, followed closely by IIM-Calcutta with 99.4 and IIM-Ahmedabad with 99. 

But XISS campus cheered both its ranking and score. 

“We are happy our institute is improving its rank every year, securing its place among the country’s best B-schools. We expect even better in future,” said Sanjeev Bajaj, XISS chief placement co-ordinator.

Bajaj added they were asked to submit data on the institute in July across parameters such as placement, faculty strength, academic and non-academic activities, infrastructure and performance.

“As many as 70 firms came here this time. The highest package was Rs 10.82 lakh per annum,” Bajaj said.
