Higher Secondary Admission 2013-14 

Admission to Plus One course in Higher Secondary schools in the state is being 
conducted through Single Window System for last five years and the same has succeeded in 
making the plus one admission process simple, transparent and in ensuring social justice. It has 
been decided to conduct this year's admission process also in the Single Window method. 
Prospectus for the academic year 2013-14, which has been approved by the government, is 
published herewith. 
1. Eligibility for Admission 

Those candidates who have passed the 1 O'h standard examination conducted by the Board 
of Public Examinations, Kerala or CBSE or ICSE or THSLC or equivalent examination from 
other states or countries can apply for admission. The candidate should have got eligibility for 
higher studies by scoring a minimum of D+ grade or equivalent percentage of marks for each 
paper. The marks of candidates whose qualifying examination is not in grading system will be 
conve1ted to grades for calculating their WGPA. All the applicants should have secured the 
minimum marks prescribed by the concerned Board for passing each paper. CBSE has stipulated 
to take the CBSE Board level Public Examination in respect of those students who wished to 
move out of the CBSE Stream after class X in CBSE (Circular No. 39/2009 dated 20/9/2009 ). 
Hence those students who have declared successful in CBSE Board level public Examination 
alone will be considered in main allotment process of Single Window System of Admission. 
The parents/guardian of such students should submit an undertaking for the same in prescribed 
format as given in Appendix 8 in a stamp paper wmth Rs 501-.( However, CBSE students who 
have declared successful in School level Examination will be considered for admission to Plus 
One course against the vacant seats available after main phase of allotment process). 

The candidate must have attained 15 years of age and not be over 20 years on I" June 
2013. However there is no lower age limit for candidates who have passed the qualifying 
examination conducted by Board of Public Examinations, Kerala. The Director, Higher 
Secondary Education has the authority to sanction relaxation up to 6 months in both lower and 
upper age limits for candidates belonging to schemes other than Kerala State Board Syllabus. 
The upper age limit of candidates from Kerala State Board syllabus is relax able up to six 
months by the concerned Regional Deputy Director, Higher Secondary Education. SC/ST 
candidates are eligible for upper age relaxation up to 2 years and the upper age for applicants 
affected with visual impairment, hearing impairment and mental retardation/brain diseases is 
relaxable up to 5 years. 

2 Submission of application 
2.1. The cost of the application form is Rs 25. Application forms are available in all the 

government and aided higher secondary schools in the state. There are separate application forms 
and prospectus for each revenue district. And for the same reason, a candidate who seeks 
admission in the schools in a revenue district should obtain the application form and prospectus 
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from any of the schools in that revenue district and submit the filled in application in any of the 
Higher Secondary Schools in the same district. The prospectus obtained from one district will 
contain the school details of that district only. If a candidate seeks admission in more than one 
revenue district he/she should submit separate application for each district. Candidates should 
not submit more than one application in a district for Single Window System of Admission. 
After submission of the application form in the school the candidates should obtain the 
acknowledgement slip duly signed by the Principal and affixed with the school seal. The 
candidates should keep this acknowledgement slip with them till they get permanent 
admission. The slip is essential for all further enquiries in connection with the application. 

Self attested photo stat copies of SSLC and certificates in proof of eligibility for bonus 
points and other benefits, if claimed by the applicant, should be enclosed along with the 
application form. Those who passed SSLC in the year 2013 with Kerala State Syllabus are 
permitted to submit the internet copy of the mark list instead of the copy of the original 
ce1tificate. Applicants need not submit separate ce1tificates in proof of caste, religion, local body, 
Taluk etc. if these details are there in SSLC. However the candidates should submit self attested 
copies of relevant ce1tificates if they claim benefits the proof of which is not there in SSLC. 

2. 2 Application can be submitted through Online for those candidates who are out of 
State or out of districts at the time of submission of application (Please refer Appendix 6). After 
successful submission of application form, the applicants are required to take print out of the 
application form. The application form duly signed by the candidate and parent should be send 
through post for verification to the prescribed school of each District before the last date of 
submission of application form. The list of prescribed schools in each district is given as 
Appendix 7. Self attested photo stat copies of SSLC and certificates in proof of eligibility for 
bonus points and other benefits, if claimed by the applicant, should be enclosed along with the 
application form. A demand draft Rs 25/- drawn in favour of the Principal of the prescribed 
school is to be enclosed with the application. 

2.3. Candidates who are willing and have access to online facilities can also submit the 
application through Online. (Please refer Appendix 6). After final submission of application 
through on line, the application details cannot be changed. After successful submission of on line 
application form, the applicants are required to take print out of the application form. The 
application form duly signed by the candidate and parent should be submitted to the Principal of 
any one Higher Secondary School in the district before the last date of submission of application 
form for verification. The candidate should remit the prescribed application fee of Rs 25/- also at 
the time of submission of application form for verification. On submitting the application form in 
the school, the Principal will issue the acknowledgement slip duly signed and affixed with the 
school seal to the candidate. The school authorities will verify the details furnished by the 
candidates and only such verified applications alone will be considered for allotment 
process. 
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3 Management/Community Quota Seats 
School Managements are vested with the authority to conduct admission to the 

management quota seats in the aided schools. Candidates who possess the prescribed minimum 
educational qualifications for admission to Plus One course in the state can be given admission 
in Management/Community quota. Admission to community quota in aided schools run by 
managements belonging to minority/ backward communities will be given to students of the 
same community on merit basis. Directorate provides software "COMMUNITY RANK 
GENERA TOR" to prepare rank list and select list of candidates who applied for community 
quota admission. The details of rank list and select list will be displayed in the school notice 
board. The Director, Higher Secondary Education is vested with the authority to re-examine and 
cancel, if necessary, any admission conducted in school in violation of the norms. Those who 
seek admission in Management/ Community Quota in a particular school should purchase the 
form for this purpose from the same school and submit the filled in form also there. Application 
forms prescribed for Single Window Admission should not be used for management/ community 
quota admissions. 

4. Admission Committee 
There will be an admission committee for the conduct of the admission process in each 

school with the Principal of the school as convener. The admission committee will be comprised 
of 4 senior higher secondary teachers including a Computer Teacher/a teacher with Computer 
awareness. The effective functioning of the admission committee and the flawless conduct of 
the admission process are the responsibility of the Principal of the school. 

5. Help Desks 
A help desk consists of higher secondary teachers and PTA representatives will function 

at every school till the closure of admission. This help desk will advise students in matters like 
filling up of the application form, verification of application details etc. The Principal will 
supervise the activities of the help desk at school level. There will also be help desks at district, 
regional, and state levels for the guidance of both teachers and students in matters of admission 
process. The district, regional and state level help desks will function under the guidance of the 
District Co-Ordinator (Higher Secondary Education), Regional Deputy Director and Joint 
Director(Academic) respectively. 

6. Validations of Application Details 
Furnishing wrong details in the application will result in the cancellation of the allotment 

and ultimately will lead to the termination of the admission prospects of the applicant. For the 
same reason it is the responsibility of the applicants to ensure the correctness of their application 
details. All the applicants will be given an opportunity to check their application details in the 
admission website. Applicants can visit the admission portal www.hscap.kerala.gov.in and view 
their application by submitting the application number, date of birth. Applications can be viewed 
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in the website as soon as they are registered online from the schools. The school authorities will 
register the applications online as soon as they receive them from the applicants. All the 
applicants should validate the application details either by themselves or with the help of other 
reliable persons. If any correction is required, the request for the same in prescribed format with 
all relevant documents should be submitted to the Principal of the school where the original 
application is submitted within stipulated time and the applicants should see that such corrections 
are effected. The Principal will issue a receipt to the applicant for the request submitted by 
him/her. 

7 Trial Allotments 
There will be a trial allotment before finalizing the first allotment and the trial results will 

be published in the website. The aim of the trial allotment is to provide the applicants a last and 
final chance to validate and correct their application details. Even at this stage the applicants 
can request for any correction in their application including the modification of options. 
The Principal of the school will issue receipts for such requests. However no request for 
correction/modification will be accepted after the stipulated time. 

8 Allotment Process 
After the main phase compnsmg of 2 allotments, Supplementary allotments will be 

conducted for filling the vacant seats. With the completion of the main phase, all the students 
who retain provisional admission should compulsorily remit fees and get permanent admission. 
However students who didn't get their better options in the main phase can apply for such 
options by school/ combination transfer. Such School I Combination Transfer will be allowed 
according to the merit of the applicants and subject to the availability of vacancies. The details of 
vacancies available for School/ Combination Transfer will be published in the admission portal. 
The published vacancies and the vacancies resultant to transfer alone will be considered for 
transfer allotment. 

Subsequent vacancies will be filled through supplementary allotments. Supplementary 
allotments will be started only after carrying out the school/combination transfers of the students 
who got admission in the Main phase through Single window System. Vacancies will be 
published before inviting applications for supplementary allotments. Those who submitted 
application but didn't get allotment in the main phase needs to renew the existing application if 
they wish to be considered for the supplementaty allotment. Based on the new vacancies, the 
options also can be modified. However, applications which are not renewed will not be 
considered for allotment. Those who couldn't submit application during the first phase also can 
apply for the supplementary allotment. CBSE students who have declared successful in School 
level Examination and those who qualifY themselves for higher studies in the SSLC (SAY) 
Examination 2013 also will be considered at this stage. Students who secured permanent 
admission during the main phase will not be considered for the supplementary allotments. 
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One more school/combination transfer will be conducted after the supplementary allotments 
subject to the availability of applicants. 

9. Permanent Admissions, Provisional Admission 
Those who are allotted their first option should join the allotted school permanently by 

remitting fees within time. If fees is not remitted such seats are considered vacant. These 
candidates will not be considered for admission in further allotments. A candidate who is allotted 
in a lower option can prefer, if he/she wishes, provisional admission and retain his/her higher 

options. Such candidates should submit their qualifYing ce1tificates in original to the Principal 
for getting provisional admission. The candidates need not remit any fees for provisional 
admission. These candidates on getting a better option should report to the new school with the 
original certificates returned from the earlier school. A candidate can retain his provisional 
admission in this manner till the end of the first phase. If a candidate wishes to get permanent 

admission in a lower option he/she can cancel the higher options, remit the fees and get 
permanent admission. Such candidates should submit the request for cancellation of higher 

options to the principal on the day of admission. There is also provision for canceling options 
selectively. Those students who retain their higher options should shift to the new school if they 

are given allotments in the options of their choice. QualifYing ce1tificates in original should be 
submitted for both provisional and permanent admissions. Admission will not be granted if 
original certificates are not produced. Those who fail to report for admission within the time 
limit announced after each allotment will not be considered for further allotments. All the 
admissions and school transfers to the merit seats will be conducted exclusively through the 
Single Window System till the closure of admission. The list of students admitted in each school 
will be published in the website after each allotment. Both the students and parents can examine 

these lists. 
10. Submission of application in multiple districts 

If a candidate who submitted application for admission in more than one district gets 

allotment in all these districts he/she ought to select one of these allotments and allthe other 
allotments will be automatically cancelled. Such candidates, if they wish so, can opt provisional 

admission in the district they choose for admission and retain their higher options there. 
However if the candidate who applied in multiple districts gets allotment only in one district 
he/she can choose it for admission and shift to the other district on getting allotment there in 
succeeding allotments. In this case all the options of the candidate in the previous district will be 
automatically cancelled and he/she can retain the higher options, if any exists, in the new district.

Note I: The seats unavailed by the SC/ST students, if any, will go to the Other Eligible 
Community (OEC) candidates. The seats that remain still unavailed of will be converted to open 
merit in which Other Backward Communities like Ezhava, Muslim, Latin Catholic/SIUC, 
Backward Christian and Other Backward Hindu will be given seats as per the percentage of their 
reservation prevailing in Government schools and the remaining seats will go to the General 
category. The criteria for filling up the unavailed SC/ST seats in both the Govt. and the Aided 
schools are the same. 
Note 2: The special category of Differently A bled includes sub categories like I) physically 
challenged, 2) vision impaired, 3) hearing impaired, and 4) learning disabilities due to mental 
and brain diseases. The students who seek reservation in this category should have a minimum of 
40% disability as certified by a government authorized medical board. Students belonging to this 
category if they wish to opt course combinations with practical should obtain a certificate of 
eligibility from the district level committee constituted by the Education Department for this 
purpose. This committee will comprise a specialized doctor nominated by the District Medical 
Officer, a government higher secondary school principal and a government higher secondary 
teacher both belonging to science subjects, and an IEDC resource person. The venue and date of 
the counseling by the committee will be informed well in advance. All the students who seek 
admission in Differently Abled category should submit their original certificates before the 
above said committee for verification. The committee will issue a ce1tificate to the student after 
verification and the student should attach the copy of the same along with the application. The 
students should also note the reference number of this ce1tificate in the relevant column of the 
application form. One third of the seats reserved for Differently A bled will be given to students 
with visual impairment. In the absence of students with visual impairment the seats reserved for 
them will go to the other sub-categories in Differently Abled. All the eligible candidates in the 
Differently Abled category will be given their first option in the first allotment itself. 
Additional seats will be created, if necessary, (or accommodating all the applicants in this 
category. 
14. Admission in Sports Quota 

Admission to Sports quota will be made on line for making admission process simple, 
transparent and in ensuring social justice. This process will be conducted in two phases. In the 
first phase, the applicants who desire to get admission under Spmts quota should register his/her 
Sports achievements through an online registration facility provided by Spmts Council. After 
submitting the Sports achievement online, the applicant has to submit the certificates of merits of 
Spmts to concerned District Sports Council for verification. After verification a score card will 
be generated for each candidate. This online registration facility will be available from the first 
week of May to the first week of June. In the second phase, the applicant has to submit online 
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application for admission to Plus One course through the online facility provided by the Higher 
Secondary Directorate. The candidate can register the schools and combination of their choice. 
The last date for submission of application will be a date after the declaration of SAY 
Examination results. (The candidate can apply for sports quota till the first week of June). Two 
special allotments for Sports quota admission will be conducted before the last allotment of 
main phase of allotment under Single Window System of Admission. Spmts quota allotment 
and rank list will be published in the website. Details of Sports quota seats in each school will be 

published in the website of Higher Secondary Directorate and Sports Council. Details of Spmts 
quota admission will be uploaded by the schools to the Central Admission Registry before the 
last date prescribed for the same. 

After the last date of admission in Sports Quota the unavailed seats in this category will 
be conve1ted into General Quota and filled in via Single Window System. The unavailed Sports 
Quota seats will not be filled in at school level. Based on the request of the State Sports Council 

the sports quota seats in a few schools where hostel facilities exist are enhanced and such 
enhancement will be adjusted by deducting the Sports Quota seats in nearby schools. The details 
of schools where spmts quota seats are enhanced are shown in Appendix 2. The candidates who 
seek admission in Sports Quota can, if they wish so, submit application for merit seats in Single 
Window Admission . 

15 Central Admission Registry 
A Central Admission Registry will be prepared and published after collecting the details 

of students in Sports Quota, Management! Community Quota, and Unaided batches etc and 
combining the same with the Single Window database. Thereafter this Central Registry will be 

used for all departmental needs including the preparation of nominal roll for examination. The 
schools will upload the details mentioned above within the time limit announced by the 
directorate. The total number of candidate details which can be uploaded to the Central Registry 

is limited to the permitted intake of each school. Candidates who are not included in the Central 
Registry will not be permitted to attend the examination. Therefore all the students should 
examine the Central Registry as soon as it is published and submit the requests for 
corrections, if any, to the Principal of the school. 

16. Criteria for Selection: Calculation ofWGPA 
The eligibility for admission is determined by calculating the WGPA(Weighted Grade Point 
Average). The method of calculation ofWGPA is shown below: 
• First of all, grade points are given to the grades obtained by the applicant for each subject in the 
qualifYing examination as indicated below: 

• Total Grade Point (TGP) is calculated by adding the grade points obtained for each subject(Eg: 
the TGP of a candidate who has been awarded A+ grade for all the 10 subjects is 90). 

• The candidates are eligible for weightage points for some subjects in the qualifYing 
examination depending on the course combination they are opting. 
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Weightage is given to the subjects in lOth Standard which are the same or allied with the subjects 
in the course combination opted by the candidate. The list of the 45 subject combinations 
available for plus one admission and the details of the I Oth standard subjects which will be 
reckoned for weightage are shown in Para 18. 

The total grade points of weightage subjects is calculated separately. It is indicated by the 
abbreviation GSW(total Grade value of Subjects for which Weightage is given). 

• Bonus points (BP) as detailed in Para II, if applicable, are calculated. Minus Points(MP),if 
any, are also reckoned. 
• WGPA is calculated using the formula given below limiting the sum total to seven decimal 

points. 
WGPA =TGP + GSW + BP - MP

TGP: Total Grade Point 
GSW: Total Grade value of Subjects for which Weightage is given 
BP: Bonus Point

In the case of a tie in WGPA for a number of candidates it will be broken in the order of 
preference as demonstrated below: 

I. Preference marked by the candidate for the option for which tie exists 
2. Higher TGP of the subjects considered for weightage 
3. Higher grade point in English 
4. Higher grade point for First Language 
5. Residential Tie (Same school, same local body, local body having neither Govt. nor 

Aided schools, Same Taluk, Same district will be considered in the order of 
preference) 

6. If the tie still remains achievements in NTSE, Arts and Sports, State level Work 
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experience will also be reckoned in the following order of preference. 

Achievements during the span oflOth Standard alone (except in the case ofNTSE) 
will be considered.

Youth Festival. Points will be given in proportion to the total number of First places). 

• Those having B Grade in District level Youth Festival(Points will be given in propmtion to the 
total number ofB grades). 

• Those having Second Place in District level Sports Meet(Points will be given in proportion to 
the total number of Second places). 
• Those having C Grade in District level Youth Festival(Points will be given in proportion to the 

total number of C grades). 

• Those having Third Place in District level Sports Meet(Points will be given in propmtion to the 
total number of Third places). 
• Participants in District level School Youth Festival 
• Participants in District level Spmts Meet 

• Participation in Scout & Guide(Those who are NOT awarded Rashtrapati Puraskar or 
Rajyapuraskar) 

If the tie is not broken with the above method, eligibility will be determined after considering the 
achievements ofthe candidates in the following co-curricular components.
