IMPORTANT POINTS RELATED TO COMMON ENTRANCE TEST - 2014
AND ALLOTMENT OF SEATS

POINTS TO BE NOTED AND COMPLIED PRIOR TO ENTERANCE TEST

1. The application form is a combination of both ICR and OMR concept. Candidates are required to fill the
Application Form using blue or black ink ballpoint pen only.

2. All items given in the CET-2014 application form should be filled by the candidates invariably. No item should
be left blank as incomplete applications are liable to be rejected.

3. A candidate who had obtained a seat in any discipline through KEA (CET Cell) in any of the previous years will
not be eligible for allotment of a seat to the same discipline during 2014. However, he / she is eligible to appear for
CET-2014 for allotment of seats in any other discipline. Eg: If a candidate had selected Engineering seat during
previous year, he / she will not be considered for allotment of seats in the same discipline. However he / she is
eligible to appear for CET-2014 for selection of Medical / Dental / ISM&H / Architecture/B.Sc agriculture and
Farm science courses, B-Pharma, Pharma-D etc if he / she is eligible. Automatically the previous year selected
seat gets cancelled, upon selection of a seat in a different discipline during the year.

4. The information / particulars furnished by the candidates in their CET - 2014 application form will be deemed as
“Final” and be the basis for further process. No change in any information furnished will be entertained.
5. Before claiming eligibility for Government seats, make sure that you satisfy any one of the eligibility clauses

detailed in Item — 6 of Chapter — | of the brochure. The candidates who do not satisfy any of the eligibility clauses
will not be eligible for admission to Government seats.

6. If the information furnished by the candidates in the application form or any other documents submitted by the
candidates / parents are found to be false / incorrect, such candidate’s seat will be cancelled at any point of time
during her / his course of study and criminal proceedings as per rules will be initiated by the Government against
the candidate.

7. Applicants who are wards of Jammu & Kashmiri migrants are required to appear for the Common Entrance Test
for admission to professional courses for the seats earmarked for them by the Government. (Refer Item-7(5) of
Chapter — I of the brochure.)

8. The information furnished by the candidate in the CET-2014 application form with regard to Caste /
Category and Annual Income remains the same for the purpose of assignment of ranks / selection or
allotment of a seat and no change will be entertained in future for any reason.

9. Make sure that you have affixed your LEFT HAND THUMB IMPRESSION within the space provided on the
application form.

10.  Before submitting the filled application form to the college Principal / KEA, the candidates should take a photocopy
of the filled application form and should keep it with them for all future reference / correspondence. Copy of the
filled application form should be submitted compulsorily during the time of document verification along with
other documents.

11.  While submitting the filled application form, do not enclose any paper / certificate / marks card along with the
filled application form. There should be no enclosures attached to the application form.

12.  If you have studied TEN full academic years continuously from 1st to 10th standard in Kannada Medium, then
you are eligible to claim reservation under Kannada Medium quota.

13.  Candidates who have submitted their filled application form to the concerned schools / colleges within Karnataka
will get their Admission Tickets through the respective schools / colleges. The candidates who have submitted
their filled application forms through ‘Speed Post’ directly to KEA will get their Admission Tickets by ‘Speed
Post’ to the address furnished by them in their application form.

14.  If any candidate fails to receive the admission ticket within the stipulated time, then he / she has to contact the
respective Principals of the Institution / KEA office with a photocopy of the filled application form.

15.  As per GO No. MWD 03 MDC 2014, Bangalore dated 17-01-2014, candidates belonging to Minority group
(Muslim / Christian / Buddhist / Sikhs / Parsis / Jains) and whose parental annual income is below Rs. 4.5
Lakhs are eligible for “ARIVU” (Education Loan) scheme. If you are interested to avail the Educational Loan
facility, kindly make use of the separate application form which is placed in this brochure. The filled application
form may be sent only to, Managing Director, The Karnataka Minorities Development Corporation Limited,
“Vishveswarayya Centre”, 12th Floor, Main Tower, Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Veedi, Bangalore - 560 001.

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DURING THE ENTRANCE TEST

1. The Common Entrance Test will be held for TWO DAYS on four different sessions on 01-05-2014 and

02-05-2014.

2. The Kannada Language Test will be conducted only in Bangalore centres on 03-05-2014 in one session from
11.30 am to 12.30 pm for both Horanadu and Gadinadu Kannadiga Candidates.

3. Candidates applying under ‘Agriculturist Quota’ for Under Graduate Degree Programmes of Agriculture /

Horticulture / Veterinary Universities etc., will have to appear for Practical Examination scheduled on 20th May
2014 in the practical examination centre opted by the candidate in the application form.

4. The candidates must appear for Common Entrance Test in PCB subjects for admission to Medical / Dental /
Indian System of Medicine and Homeopathy courses,B.Sc. Agriculture, Forestry, Sericulture, Agri-Biotech,
Horticulture, B.H.Sc., Home Science, Bachelor of Veterinary Science and Animal Husbandry and PCM subjects
for admission to Engineering / Technology Courses, B.Tech ( Agriculture Engineering), PCMB for B.Tech.(Food
Technology, Dairy Technology,), B.F.Sc (Fisheries Science), B.Tech ( Food Science and Technology and B.Sc
(Agriculture & Marketing Co-operation) courses conducted by the Karnataka Examinations Authority. In case
of admission to B-Pharma Pharma-D, 2nd year B-Pharma Lateral Entry courses the candidate can take up
the Common Entrance Test in either PCM / PCB or PCMB subjects. But the marks obtained in PCM or PCB
(whichever is higher ) only will be considered . For admission to Architecture course candidates must appear
for NATA (National Aptitude Test in Architecture) conducted by the Council of Architecture and have to submit
CET-2014 application form duly filled. Visit KEA website for List of institutions conducting NATA (National
Aptitude Test in Architecture) in Karnataka. Last date to appear for NATA is 20-05-2014.

5. The candidates should read the instructions printed on the OMR answer sheets before answering. The candidates
have to mark the correct answers on the OMR answer sheets using BLUE OR BLACK INK BALL POINT PEN
ONLY.

6. After completion of each session of the test, the candidates must affix their LEFT HAND THUMB IMPRESSION
in the space provided on the bottom portion of OMR answer sheet before handing over the same to the room
invigilator of their CET Exam Centres.

7. After completion of each session of the test, the candidates will be allowed to carry replica of their OMR Answer
Sheet. Such replicas should be preserved for a period of one year.

8. THERE WILL BE NO NEGATIVE MARKING IN RESPECT OF WRONG ANSWERS BUT MARKS WILL
NOT BE AWARDED IN RESPECT OF MORE THAN ONE ANSWER INDICATED AGAINST A QUESTION
BY A CANDIDATE ON THE OMR ANSWER SHEETS.

9. The minimum passing marks for all Horanadu and Gadinadu Kannadiga candidates shall be 12 out of 50 marks
in Kannada Language Test conducted by KEA in order to be considered for assignment of ranks and to become
eligible for allotment of seats in CET-2014. (The Kannada Language Test paper will be of 4th Standard).

AFTER ENTRANCE TEST

1. The ANSWER KEY will be published within SEVEN days after the completion of the entrance test on the KEA
website. The candidates / parents / lecturers, can file their objections, if any, within FIVE days in respect of any
of the published answer key, along with all the supporting documents & justification. The objections may be sent
through mail to KEA mail address: keauthority-ka@nic.in. Objections received by KEA will be placed before the
Expert Committee, whose decision will be final in this regard.

2. The candidates who are claiming eligibility under special categories such as NCC, Sports, Anglo-Indian, CAPF,
Ex-CAPF, Defence and Ex-Defence must submit their special category documents to KEA office, Bangalore,
during office hours in person invariably on the dates notified against each Special category at Chapter — III of Item
1 (A) of the brochure. The candidates who do not submit the special category certificates on the notified dates will
not be considered for document verification and also for allotment of seats under the respective special categories.

3. The regular students (fresher) appearing for Karnataka 2nd PUC Annual 2014 and Repeater students of Karnataka
2nd PUC who have appeared during 2014, need not submit the qualifying examination marks card to KEA.
However Repeater students of Karnataka 2nd PUC who have already passed the examination before 2014 and the
students of CBSE, CISCE, 10+2, and other boards who are appearing 12th standard examination during 2014 and
passed the examination before 2014 must send a photocopy of their qualifying examination marks card (on which
the CET Number is boldly written) either in person or only through ‘Speed Post’ to the KEA, Bangalore after
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completion of CET - 2014 on or before 20-05-2014. However, the candidates who submit photocopy of their QE

marks cards after 20-05-2014 will get their ranks before the commencement of the allotment of seats or whenever
they submit the Q. E. marks card.

4. The rank list for Medical and Dental courses will be prepared and published only on the basis of marks obtained
by candidates in PCB subjects in the Common Entrance Test. The candidates who secure 50% (GM) of marks
in PCB subjects in the qualifying examination and also in the Common Entrance Test will only be eligible for
assignment of Medical / Dental ranks. However, the marks in PCB subjects in both Q. E. and CET will be 40% in
case of candidates belonging to SC, ST, CAT -1, 2A, 2B, 3A & 3B categories. Further, the candidates (GM) who
secure less than 50% of marks taken together in PCB subjects in the Common Entrance Test and less than 40% in
case of SC, ST, CAT - 1, 2A, 2B, 3A & 3B categories, will not be awarded any rank for admission to Medical /
Dental courses.

5. The rank list for Indian System of Medicine & Homeopathy courses will be published only in respect of candidates
(GM) who secure 50% of marks taken together in PCB subjects in the qualifying examination; (40% in case of
SC, ST, CAT -1, 2A, 2B, 3A & 3B category candidates) irrespective of marks secured in PCB subjects in the
Common Entrance Test.

6. Farm Science Courses:

a) Inthe case of B.Sc, in-Agriculture,Forestry, Sericulture, Agriculture Biotech, Horticulture and Bachelor of
Homescience courses, candidate who has passed the Q.E with Physics, Chemistry and Biology as optional
subject, merit will be determined based on the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and
Biology subjects in both Common Entrance Test and the Qualifying Examination, by taking the marks in equal
proportions, common rank list will be prepared and published for admission to B.Sc.(Agri), B.Sc.(Forestry),
B.H.Sc., B.Sc. (Sericulture), B.Sc. (Agri. Biotech), B.Sc.(Horticulture) courses. A separate Practical Rank
list will also be prepared and published for the eligible Agriculturist quota candidates, who have scored a
minimum of 50% marks in Agriculture Practical Examination.

b) in the case of Bachelor of Veterinary Science & Animal Husbandry (B.V.Sc & A.H) course candidate who
has passed the Q.E with an aggregate minimum of 50% marks in Physics, Chemistry, Biology and English
subjects (40% SC, ST, Cat-1, 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B category candidates) merit will be determined only on
the basis of marks obtained by candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects taken together in the
Common Entrance Test — 2014. Rank list will be prepared and published for admission to B.V.Sc. & A.H.
courses . A separate Practical Rank list will also be prepared and published for the eligible Agriculturist quota
candidates, who have scored a minimum of 50% marks in Agriculture Practical Examination.

c) Inthe case of Bachelor of Technology in Food Technology, Dairy Technology, Food Science and Technology,
Bachelor of Fishery Science, and Bachelor of Science in Agriculture Marketing and Co-operation courses
candidate who has passed the Q.E with Physic, Chemistry, Mathematics and Biology as optional subjects,
merit  will be determined on the basis of the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry,
Mathematics and Biology subjects in both Common Entrance Test 2014 and the Qualifying Examination,by
taking the marks in equal proportions, common rank list will be prepared and published for admission
to B.Tech. (Food Technology), B.Tech.(Dairy Tech.), B.F.Sc, B.Tech. (Food Science & Tech.) and B.Sc.
(Ag. Marketing and Co-operation) courses. A separate Practical Rank list will also be prepared and published
for the eligible Agriculturist quota candidates, who have scored a minimum of 50% marks in Agriculture
Practical Examination.

d) In the case of Bachelor of Technology in Agriculture Engineering course candidate who has passed the
Q.E with Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics as optional subjects, merit will be determined on the basis
of the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects in both Common
Entrance Test 2014 and the Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions, rank list will
be prepared and published for admission to B-Tech in Agriculture Engineering course. A separate Practical
Rank list will also be prepared and published for the eligible Agriculturist quota candidates, who have scored
a minimum of 50% marks in Agriculture Practical Examination.

7. B-Pharma courses :
For admission to B-Pharma : candidates should have passed 2nd PUC / 12th Std in PCB / PCM with minimum
45% marks in aggregate for GM candidates, (40% for SC/ST, Category-I, 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B candidates) or
passed Diploma in Pharmacy examination from an Institution approved by the Pharmacy Council of India under

section 12 of the Pharmacy Act and has secured a minimum of 45% of marks in final year Diploma in Pharmacy
for GM candidates (40% for SC/ST, Category-1, 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B candidates)
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In case of B-Pharma, merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry
and Biology subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects i.e, PCB or PCM marks whichever is

highest in Common Entrance Test 2014. Rank list will be prepared and published for admission to B-Pharma
course.

8. Pharma-D courses:

For admission to Pharma-D : Candidates should have completed a minimum of 17 years as on 31st December
2014 and should have passed in 2nd PUC / 12th Std with Physics, Chemistry and Biology or Physics, Chemistry
and Mathematics or passed in Diploma in Pharmacy examination from an Institution approved by the Pharmacy
Council of India under Section 12 of the Pharmacy Act.

In case of Pharma-D, merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry
and Biology subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects i.e, PCB or PCM marks whichever is
highest in the Common Entrance Test 2014. Rank list will be prepared and published for admission to Pharma-D
course

Candidates who have passed Diploma in Pharmacy course seeking admission to 1st year Pharma-D should
compulsorily submit their photocopy of D-Pharma (final year) Marks card on which CET number boldly written
to KEA on or before 20.05.2014 . Failing which Rank will not be assigned to the candidate.

9. 2nd Year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry) courses:

For admission to 2nd Year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry) : Candidates should have passed in Diploma in Pharmacy
examination from an Institution approved by the Pharmacy Council of India under section 12 of the Pharmacy
Act and has secured minimum of 45 % marks in final year Diploma in Pharmacy for General Merit ( 40% for
SC/ST Category-I, 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B candidates). Merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the
candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects i.e, PCB
or PCM marks whichever is highest in the Common Entrance Test 2014. Rank list will be prepared and published
for admission to 2nd Year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry).

Candidates who have passed Diploma in Pharmacy course seeking admission to 2nd year B-Pharma (Lateral
Entry) should compulsorily submit their photocopy of D-Pharma (final year) Marks card on which CET number
boldly written to KEA on or before 20.05.2014. Failing which Rank will not be assigned to the candidate.

10.  The rank list for Engineering & Technology courses will be published only in respect of candidates (GM) who
secure 45% of marks taken together in the optional subjects in the qualifying examination, (40% in case of SC, ST,
CAT -1, 2A, 2B, 3A & 3B category candidates) irrespective of marks secured in PCM subjects in the Common
Entrance Test.

11.  Therank list for Architecture course will be published only in respect of candidates who have studied Mathematics
as one of the optional subjects and secured an aggregate minimum of 50% marks (GM) in the Qualifying
examination (45% in case of SC, ST, CAT-1, 2A, 2B, 3A & 3B candidates, person with disability of mental
retardation or mental illness (including dyslexia) category candidates) and 40% marks in NATA (including SC,
ST, CAT - 1, 2A, 2B, 3A & 3B categories. Last date to appear for NATA is 20-05-2014. The candidate who
wants to select only Architecture seat need not to appear for Common Entrance Test, but they have to submit the
CET-2014 filled application form without fail within the specified time. NATA scorecard should be submitted to
this office along with a copy of the 2nd PU / 12th Std. examination marks card (on which the CET Number is
boldly written).

12. The candidates are requested to verify their qualifying examination marks printed on the result sheets
without fail, if there is any discrepancy with reference to qualifying examination marks, the same should be
brought to the notice of this office immediately for assignment of new ranks, if any.

13.  If the qualifying examination marks of the candidates get changed due to revaluation or re-totaling then
the candidates are required to submit a copy of the changed marks card to the KEA for assignment of
revised / new rank.

14.  All the candidates (GM, SC, ST Category — I, 2A, 2B, 3A & 3B category candidates) must compulsorily produce
the STUDY CERTIFICATE obtained from the head of the institution where the candidate has passed the 10th
standard / SSLC examination, by mentioning the Standards, Academic years, Mother Tongue as per the admission
register of the institution. (Refer Appendix — V for study certificate proforma).

15.  Candidates belonging to reserved categories should submit caste / income certificate as the case may be,
issued by the Concerned Tahasildar in Form ‘D’ for SC, ST, in Form ‘E’ for Category-l and in Form ‘F’
for 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B categories, without fail during the verification of original documents at the Helpline
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Centres. (No documents should be submitted along with the filled Application Form) Submission of any
documents will not be entertained once the verification is done.

16.  Please read the refund and forfeiture conditions detailed in this brochure carefully.

17.  KEA will publish on its website http://kea.kar.nic.in all the details of candidates such as candidate’s name,
father’s name, category under which seat allotted, annual income of the parent etc., who are allotted seats under
reserved category in Medical, Dental, ISM & H, Engineering, Architecture and Under Graduate courses offered
by Agriculture / Horticulture / Veterinary Science B-Pharma, Pharma-D, 2nd year B-Pharma ( lateral entry) after
the Casual Vacancy Round.

18. A candidate may have option to select Medical / Engineering etc seat in other boards like AICTE, AIIMS,
COMED-K and KEA etc. In case such candidate wishes to confirm the seat selected from other boards then
such candidate who has also been allotted a seat through KEA has to surrender the seat allotted by KEA before
commencement of Casual Vacancy Round seat allotment, failing which it may amount to blocking of seat and
Government may initiate both civil and criminal action against such candidates.

19.  According to the candidates final option entry, college and course will be allotted. Compulsory candidate has to
go and report to the final allotted course and College and candidate does not have the right to admit to the previous
college and course selected. Therefore, he / she is advised to enter their options carefully.

20.  If a candidate decides to surrender the seat, he / she has to surrender the seat only to KEA. Merely not
reporting to the selected college should not be presumed by the candidate that he / she has surrendered the
seat to KEA.

21.  The candidates who claim seat under rural category will have to obtain a rural study certificate from the respective
school / high school issued by the head of the institution which should be countersigned by concerned Block
Educational Officer (BEO).

22.  General merit candidates who claim seat in rural category should also submit a income certificate issued from the
concerned Tahasildar along with the rural study certificate, as per format shown at page 87.

23.  The candidates who have studied in the areas mentioned in Appendix — I11 are not eligible to claim rural category
seat. However, if the place where the candidate had studied from 1st to 10th standard had been declared as a rural
area at the time of his / her studies, he / she will be eligible under rural quota, even though the same place has been
declared as urban area later.

24.  No requests for Mutual Transfer of seats will be entertained by KEA at any point of time.

25.  All the admissions / allotments made to and by the colleges shall be subject to approval by the Government /
concerned University / Apex Bodies.

CAUTION! Submission of Certificates to claim different types of reservation

A candidate who desires to claim a seat reserved for Caste-Category groups viz., Cat-l, 2A,
2B, 3A, 3B, SC and ST should produce the “Income and Caste Certificate” issued by the
Tahasildar of the Concerned Taluk. If a candidate makes a claim in his CET application under
any of the Caste-Category groups, the KEA will not verify the claim at the initial stage.

However, when the candidate attends the document verification process on the prescribed
date, the candidate has to produce the required Income and Caste Certificate as claimed
in the application form failing which the candidate will not be allowed to verify their documents
under that particular caste category.

Any request for allowing the candidate to verify the documents under that particular Caste
Category with a permission to produce the Income and Caste Certificate subsequently will
not be entertained under any circumstances.

The candidates who claim Caste Category and other reservation benefits (Rural, Kannada
Medium etc) in CET application form are advised to attend document verification with the
relevant certificates / documents, if they want to claim reservation benefit.
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WHAT IS NEW THIS YEAR?

The eligibility details for Supernumerary Quota in all Engineering Colleges for the year 2014-15 and the documents
to be produced to become eligible under this quota will be published in the news papers and on the KEA website
separately for the information of the candidates as per the directions of the Government.

The eligibility details for 371 (j) i.e., Hyderabad-Karnataka reservation for admission to Professional colleges
and the documents to be produced by the candidates to become eligible will also be published in the news
papers and on the KEA website for the information of the candidates as per the directions of the Government.

B-Pharma and Pharma-D courses

From this year students taking up CET-2014 examination will also be eligible for admission to 1st year Degree to
B-Pharma and Pharma-D and 2nd year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry) Courses. The details of the eligibility criteria and
basis for generation of rank for these courses is as detailed in the brochure.

Hyderabad-Karnataka reservation will also be considered for allotment of seats. The eligibility for Hyderabad
Karnataka reservation will be published before the commencement of the document verification process.

The Government in its Order No. SWD 192 BCA 2013, Bangalore Dated 04-09-2013, has enhanced the annual
income limit from ~ 3.50 Lakhs to 4.5 Lakhs per annum for claiming reservation benefit. The candidate and his / her
father’s — mother’s whose Gross Annual Income is below ~ 4.50 Lakhs are eligible to claim benefit of reservation
under 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B categories. The said order is hosted on KEA website http://kea.kar.nic.in.
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CHANGE OF COMMON ENTRANCE TEST CELL (CET Cell) AS

“KARNATAKA EXAMINATIONS AUTHORITY”

The Government of Karnataka established Common Entrance Test Cell in the year 1994 for conducting of
Entrance Test and to determine the merit of the candidates for admission to Professional courses such as Medical,
Dental, Indian Systems of Medicine & Homoeopathy, Engineering / Technology & Architecture courses, Farm
science, B-Pharma, Pharma-D courses.

To expand the activities of the CET Cell, the Government by order No. ED. 212 TEC 2006 dated 20-12-2006 has
converted the Common Entrance Test Cell in to an autonomous body Registered under Societies Registration Act
1960 called “Karnataka Examinations Authority” (KEA).

In all your future correspondence with the KEA do not forget to mention either your CET number or the application
‘\serial number along with complete postal address and contact telephone / mobile number. f‘
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IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS

KEA will allot the seats ONLINE in the order of merit and based on the priority of options obtained from the candidates.
Candidates have to enter the options of their choice on the specified URL at KEA Website on their own arrangements.
Candidates will have the choice to enter as many numbers of options as they desire. Candidates may note that there
will be only three rounds for allotment of seats and therefore they should enter their options carefully by following the
prescribed procedures. Please read page 50 for more details.

Verification of documents will be done in all the 13 notified Helpline Centres across the State after declaration of
merit list. Candidates have to verify their documents in person in the nearest Helpline Centre as per the notified schedule.
Only upon verification of documents and issue of verification slip, candidate will be allowed to enter their options online.
The candidate also has a provision to take a print out in each round. Every candidate shall be given high security user ID
and Password which the candidate then has to login and change the password as per his / her choice. The details of centres
will be made available on the website http://kea.kar.nic.in.

The minimum passing marks for all Horanadu and Gadinadu Kannadiga candidates shall be 12 out of 50 marks in
Kannada Language Examination conducted by KEA in order to be considered for assignment of ranks and to become
eligible for allotment of seats in CET-2014. (The Kannada Language Test paper will be of 4th Standard)

The information furnished in the CET-2014 application form with regard to Caste / Category and Annual Income remains
the same for the purpose of assignment of ranks / selection of a seat and no change will be entertained in future for any
reason. Do not enclose any paper / certificate / marks card along with the filled application form.

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1. INTRODUCTION

The Karnataka Common Entrance Test 2014 is being conducted for the purpose of determining the eligibility / merit,
for admission of Karnataka candidates and the ward/s of Jammu & Kashmiri migrants to the First year or First semester
of full time courses for Government share of seats in Medical, Dental, Ayurveda, Homoeopathy, Unani, Naturopathy
& Yoga, Engineering, Technology, Architecture, Farm Science courses i.e, B.Sc. (Agriculture), B.Sc. (Sericulture),
B.Sc (Horticulture), B.Sc (Forestry), B.Sc. Agri Bio Tech, BHSc.(Home Science), B.Tech (Agri.Engg), B.Tech (Food
Technology), B.Tech (Dairy Tech), B.FSc (Fisheries), B.Tech (Food Science &Tech)., B.Sc. (Agri. Marketing &
Co-Op) , B.Pharma, Pharma-D and 2nd year B.Pharma Lateral Entry course, in Government / University / Private Aided
/ Private Un-Aided Professional Educational Institutions in the State of Karnataka for the academic year 2014-15.

Admission to Government seats shall be made in accordance with the Karnataka Selection of Candidates for Admission
to Government Seats in Professional Educational Institutions Rules, 2006 (in short Rules) as amended from time to
time and therefore the details and instructions contained in this Brochure are subject to the said Rules. In case of any
discrepancy, the Rules shall prevail.

2. MODE OF CONDUCTING THE TEST

In order to obtain admission to any of the professional courses through KEA, a candidate must appear for the Common
Entrance Test, which will be conducted by the Karnataka Examinations Authority, Bangalore (Herein after referred to
as KEA). The Common Entrance Test-2014 will be conducted at 52 places, spread over Karnataka (See Appendix - | for
details). Candidates who have studied the Qualifying Examination within Karnataka should write ‘CET-2014" in a test
centre assigned by the KEA within the district in which the candidate has studied 2nd PUC or 12th standard.

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* KANNADA LANGUAGE TEST: The candidates claiming eligibility for Government seats under Horanadu &
Gadinadu Kannadiga clauses and whose mother tongue is Kannada, Tulu or Kodava, will have to undergo a Kannada
language test, to establish their ability to speak, read and write Kannada. The Kannada Language test will be conducted
by KEA as per the above schedule only in Bangalore Centre; therefore such candidates will have to appear for the
‘Common Entrance Test - 2014 in a test centre located at BANGALORE Only. The relevant photocopy of the original

documents of the parents in support of their claim such as marks cards, study certificates, etc., along with the CET
admission ticket should be produced on the day of Kannada Language Test.

The minimum passing marks for all Horanadu and Gadinadu Kannadiga candidates shall be 12 out of 50 marks in
Kannada Language Test conducted by KEA in order to be considered for assignment of ranks and to become eligible for
allotment of seats in CET-2014. (The Kannada Language Test paper will be of 4th Standard).

However, the Horanadu and Gadinadu Kannadiga candidates who have studied TEN full academic years in Kannada
Medium from 1st standard to 10th standard in places outside the state of Karnataka need not appear for Kannada Language
Test conducted by KEA.

Based on the performance of the candidates in the Common Entrance Test and the Qualifying Examination, as the case
may be, the merit / rank list will be prepared and published. All the eligible candidates will be considered for allotment of
seats in the order of their merit / rank and based on the options and as per the seat matrix issued by the Government.

3. WHO CAN APPLY?

a) For Medical / Dental courses : A candidate who has passed the second year Pre-University or 12th standard
or equivalent examination (herein after referred to as the “Qualifying Examination” or “Q. E.” in short) with
Physics, Chemistry and Biology as optional subjects and English as one of the languages of study and obtained an
aggregate minimum of 50% marks in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in the Q. E. and who has secured
not less than 50% of marks taken together in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in the Common Entrance
Test (herein after referred to as “CET?”) is eligible for admission to Medical and Dental courses. 40% of marks in
both Q. E. and CET in case of SC, ST, Category-I and OBC Category candidates.

Based on the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in the Common Entrance
Test, the Medical / Dental rank list will be prepared and published for admission to Medical and Dental courses.

b) For Indian System of Medicine and Homoeopathy courses: A candidate who has passed the Q. E. with Physics,
Chemistry and Biology as optional subjects and English as one of the languages of study and obtained an aggregate
minimum of 50% marks in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in the Q. E. is eligible for admission to
Ayurveda / Homoeopathy / Unani / Naturopathy & Yoga courses. 40% of marks in Q. E. in case of SC, ST,
Category-I and OBC Category candidates.

Based on the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in both Common Entrance
Test and the Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions, the ISM&H rank list will be
prepared and published separately for admission to Ayurveda / Homoeopathy / Unani / Naturopathy/Yoga courses.

Further, the candidates seeking admission to Medical / Dental / Ayurveda /Homoeopathy / Unani / Naturopathy &
Yoga courses, should have completed the age of Seventeen Years as on 31st December of 2014.

c) For admission to Bachelor of Science in Agriculture, Forestry, Sericulture, Agriculture Biotech, Horticulture and
Bachelor of Homescience courses, candidate who has passed the Q. E. with Physics, Chemistry and Biology as
optional subjects.

Based on the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in both Common
Entrance Test and the Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions, common rank list will be
prepared and published separately for admission to B.Sc.(Agri), B.Sc.(Forestry), B.H.Sc., B.Sc.(Sericulture), B.Sc.
(Agri.Biotech), B.Sc.(Horticulture) courses.

d) For admission to Bachelor of Veterinary Science & Animal Husbandry course candidate who has obtained an
aggregate minimum of 50% marks in Physics, Chemistry, Biology and English subjects in Qualifying Examination.
(40% for SC, ST, Cat-1, 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B category candidates)

Based on the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in the Common Entrance
Test, the B.V.Sc & A.H. rank list will be prepared and published for admission to B.V.Sc. & A.H. courses.

e) For admission to Bachelor of Technology in Food Technology, Dairy Technology, Food Science and Technology,
Bachelor of Fishery Science, and Bachelor of Science in Agriculture Marketing and Co-operation courses
candidate who has passed the Q. E. with Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics and Biology as optional subjects.

Based on the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics and Biology subjects in both
Common Entrance Test and the Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions, common rank
list will be prepared and published separately for admission to B.Tech.(Food Technology), B.Tech.(Dairy Tech.),
B.F.Sc, B.Tech.(Food Science & Tech.) and B.Sc.(Ag. Marketing and Co-operation) courses.
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f) For admission to Bachelor of Technology in Agriculture Engineering course, candidate who has passed the Q. E.
with Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics as optional subjects.

Based on the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects in both Common
Entrance Test and the Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions, common rank list will be
prepared and published separately for admission to B.Tech. (Agri.Engg.) course

9) For admission to B-Pharma candidates should have passed 2nd PUC / 12t Std in PCB/PCM with minimum 45%
marks in aggregate for GM candidates, 40% for SC/ST, Category-l and OBC or passed Diploma in Pharmacy
examination from an Institution approved by the Pharmacy council of India under section 12 of the Pharmacy
act and has secured a minimum of 45% of marks for GM candidates (40% for SC/ST, Category-1 and OBC
candidates) .

Merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology
subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects i.e, PCB or PCM marks whichever is highest in
Common Entrance Test 2014. Common rank list will be prepared and published separately for admission to
B-Pharma.

Candidates who have passed Diploma in Pharmacy course seeking admission to B-Pharma should compulsorily
submit their photocopy of D-Pharma (final year) Marks card on which CET number boldly written to KEA on or
before 20.05.2014. Failing which Rank will not be assigned to the candidate.

h) For admission to Pharma-D : Candidates should have passed in 2nd PUC / 12th Std with Physics, Chemistry
and Biology or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics or passed in Diploma in Pharmacy examination from an
Institution approved by the Pharmacy Council of India under Section 12 of the Pharmacy Act.

Merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology
subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects i.e, PCB or PCM marks whichever is highest in
the Common Entrance Test 2014. Common rank list will be prepared and published separately for admission to
Pharma-D.

Candidates who have passed Diploma in Pharmacy course seeking admission to Pharma-D should compulsorily
submit their photocopy of D-Pharma (final year) Marks card on which CET number boldly written to KEA on or
before 20.05.2014. Failing which Rank will not be assigned to the candidate.

i) 2nd Year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry) : Passed in Diploma in Pharmacy examination from an Institution approved
by the Pharmacy Council of India undersection 12 of the Pharmacy Act and has secured minimum of 45 % marks
for General Merit ( 40% for SC/ST , Category-1 and OBC)

Merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology
subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects i.e, PCB or PCM marks whichever is highest in
the Common Entrance Test 2014. Common rank list will be prepared and published separately for admission to
2nd Year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry).

Candidates who have passed Diploma in Pharmacy course seeking admission to 2nd year B-Pharma
(Lateral Entry) should compulsorily submit their photocopy of D-Pharma (final year) Marks card on which
CET number boldly written to KEA on or before 20.05.2014. Failing which Rank will not be assigned to the
candidate.

1) For Engineering / Technology courses: A candidate who has passed the Q. E. with Physics and Mathematics
as compulsory subjects along with Chemistry / Bio-Technology / Biology / Electronics / Computer Science as
optional subjects with English as one of the languages of study and obtained an aggregate minimum of 45%
marks in the optional subjects in the Q. E. is eligible for Engineering / Technology courses. 40% of marks in
Q. E. in case of SC, ST, Category-I and OBC Category candidates. Provided that, the marks obtained by the
candidate in Bio-Technology / Biology / Electronics / Computer Science in the Q. E., will be considered in
place of Chemistry, in case the marks obtained in Chemistry is less for required aggregate percentage, only for
the purpose of determination of eligibility and not for the purpose of determination of rank, in respect of
Engineering / Technology courses.

Based on the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects in both Common
Entrance Test and the Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions, the Engineering rank list
will be prepared and published.

k) For Architecture course : A candidate who has passed the Q. E. with Mathematics as one of the optional subjects
and secured a minimum of 50% marks in aggregate in all subjects in Q. E is eligible for admission to Architecture
course. 45% of marks in the case of SC, ST, Category-I, OBC candidates, and person with disability of mental
retardation or mental illness (including dyslexia).

Provided that, a candidate should also appear and secure a minimum of 40% marks in NATA (including SC,
ST, Category-l and OBC category candidates as per THE COUNCIL OF ARCHITECTURE IN ITS LETTER

—_—
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NO. CA/ 5/ACADEMIC-NATA/DATED 20-03-2008) conducted by the Council of Architecture. The last date to
appear for NATA is 20-05-2014. The candidates should submit the photocopy of the NATA SCORE CARD along

with 12th std. marks card by mentioning the CET number on or before 20-05-2014 to KEA either in person or
through ‘Speed Post’.

Based on the performance of the candidates in both Qualifying Examination and NATA, by taking the marks in
equal proportions the Architecture rank list will be prepared and published.

NOTE : Candidates who do not pass in all the subjects in the qualifying examination and candidates who do not
possess the academic eligibility detailed above for various professional courses, will not be eligible to be considered
for allotment of seats in the respective courses.

A candidate who passes in all the subjects in the qualifying examination and later withdraws one or more subject
for reappearing in the qualifying examination for bettering his performance will also not be considered for
allotment of seats in the regular round and will be treated as a supplementary candidate.

WHAT IS NATA? )

‘National Aptitude Test in Architecture’ or NATA is an All India level entrance examination conducted by the Council of
Architecture for 200 marks, for admission of candidates to First year of five-year full time B. Arch. Degree course.

The Architecture seats in Government, Aided and Un-aided institutions of the State are offered ONLY to the candidates who
have appeared for NATA and who have obtained the prescribed minimum marks in both Qualifying Examination and NATA.
Therefore, all the candidates who want to be considered for allotment of Architecture seats, should compulsorily appear for
NATA, and should obtain a minimum of 40% marks including SC, ST, Category-l and OBC category candidates in NATA
(In other words one has to secure a minimum of 80 MARKS OUT OF 200). Visit website for LIST OF INSTITUTIONS
CONDUCTING NATA (NATIONAL APTITUDE TEST IN ARCHITECTURE) IN KARNATAKA. The interested candidates
can appear for the NATA, any day before 20-05-2014. Such candidates should obtain and submit their NATA scores along with
the copy of the 2nd PU / 12 Std. Marks Card (by boldly writing their CET Number on the NATA score card) to the KEA either
in person or only through ‘Speed Post’ on or before 22-05-2014.

e The SC/ ST/Category-I / OBC eligibility criteria is applicable to persons of Karnataka origin who are claiming
eligibility for Government seats under clauses (a), (b), (f), (h), (j), (k) (I) and (0) and the same is not applicable to
clauses (c), (d), (e), (9), (i), (m) and (n) of Item - 6 of Chapter —I.

e Not only a candidate who has passed the qualifying examination with requisite marks but also a candidate who is
appearing for the Q.E. and expecting the results is eligible to apply for the Common Entrance Test — 2014.

e  Students appearing for Karnataka 2nd PUC Annual 2014 need not submit their Q. E. marks card to the KEA, as it
will be obtained directly from the Department of PUE. However, all other students who have passed 12th standard
examination such as CBSE, CISCE, 10+2, from other boards (including J & K) before 2014 and who are appearing
for 2014 annual exam must COMPULSORILY send a photocopy of their 12th standard marks card by mentioning
their CET Number to KEA. Repeater students of Karnataka 2nd PU also should submit their photocopy of the
marks card on or before 20-05-2014. Otherwise, the results of such candidates will be withheld for want of Q. E.
Marks. Intermediary ranks / Spot ranks will be assigned in respect of with-held candidates only after submission of
photocopy of the Q. E. marks card. See box at Page 40 about intermediary ranks / Spot ranks / ranks ending with
G55, etc.

e  After the publication of the CET - 2014 results, the candidates whose Q.E. marks are changed due to revaluation /
retotalling, should immediately produce the revised marks card / statement of marks obtained from the Department
of PUE/ Other boards in person only, to the KEA for getting the new ranks, if any.

NOTE:

1. The candidates are requested to verify their qualifying examination marks printed on the result sheets without fail,
if there is any discrepancy with reference to qualifying examination marks the same should be brought to the notice
of this office immediately for assignment of fresh ranks.

2. The moment a new rank is assigned to candidates due to variation in Q. E. marks (whether increase or decrease),
the previous rank of such candidates will stand cancelled and the candidates will not have any claim either on the
previous rank or on the seat selected on the basis of previous rank, if any. Such candidates should select seats only
as per their new ranks from among the seats available at that moment.
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NOTE ON ADMISSION TO UNDER GRADUATE DEGREE PROGRAMMES IN
AGRICULTURE / HORTICULTURE / VETERINARY / FARM UNIVERSITIES

Under Graduate Degree Programmes in Farm Universities includes Agriculture, Horticulture and Veterinary, Animal

& Fisheries sciences for creating and developing human resources in the fields necessary for overall development of
the country, in general, and state, in particular. Teaching activities are carried out through 6 Universities under their
constituent colleges. Undergraduate (UG) degree programmes are offered in different disciplines under semester system.

Duration :

The minimum duration of all UG degree programmes is 4 academic years (8 semesters) except B.V.Sc. & A.H. degree
programme offered in Karnataka Veterinary & Fisheries Sciences, University Bidar, for which the minimum duration is
5 years (10 semesters).

RESERVATION OF SEATS

Admission to the Farm Universities is made subject to reservation of seats for:

| Agriculturists or children of Agriculturists — (23.8% Shall be revived based on the anticipated Govt Order):
“Agriculturist” for this purpose means a person who, as owner or tenant, holds land and whose main source of
income is from personal cultivation of the land and including any person whose principal means of livelihood
is from manual labour in Agricultural / Animal Husbandry / Fisheries activities, the seats of which will be filled
through Practical Test conducted by the Universities.

Il The remaining seats (76.2%) are treated as General seats. For both Agriculturist and general quota vertical
reservation is given as per the existing reservation policy of Government of Karnataka i.e. reservation shall be
made in favour of candidates belonging to Schedule caste, Schedule tribes and other Backward Communities
(OBC) as notified by the Government of Karnataka under categories: Category-1, 2A, 2B 3A, 3B in accordance
with the Government order No. SWL 251 BCA 94 Bangalore dated 31-1-1995 and as amended from time to time,
the seats of which will be filled through WEB counseling.

Note: Candidates claiming reservation under Agriculturist quota i.e., Agriculturist or children of Agriculturist including
Agricultural labourer, should furnish the Certificate duly certified by the Revenue Tahasildar of the area affixing
the signature, seal and date in the application format itself. In case of candidates whose parents draw salary, they
are required to produce a Salary Certificate. In case of candidates whose parents have income from sources other
than Agriculture and salary they are required to produce an Affidavit.

However, if the land is not divided to the name of the parent but is in the name of the candidates’ grand parent, the
candidate shall produce additional certificate from the Tahasildar / PDO of the concerned Gram Panchayat indicating
that the candidate belongs to a undivided family and that the parents of the candidate are not drawing salary from any
source and depend solely on agriculture for their livelihood.

All relevant certificates mentioned above shall be obtained prior to the last date of application. Agriculture quota seat
reservation is applicable only to clause code (a), (b), (f), (h), (j),(k),(I) and (o).

For the seats reserved for Agriculturists or Children/ward of Agriculturists, mode of admission shall be as under:

The merit list will be prepared based on 25% marks each, secured in concerned combinations in Il year PUC science &

CET and 50% marks secured in the Practical Test. In case of B.V.Sc & AH merit will be prepared based on 50% of Marks

secured in CET (Physics, Chemistry and Biology) and 50% of marks scored in the practical test. The Practical Test shall

be conducted for 200 marks in the Universities on the specified date. The Agriculture Practical Examination will be

held on 20.05.2014 at the following Practical Examination Centres:

KVAFSU, Bidar / UHS Bagalkot / UAS Dharwad / UHAS Shimoga / UAS Bangalore / UAS Raichur.

The Practical Examination shall consist of any or all of the following:
a) Ploughing over a short length, b) Yoking of Bullocks, ¢) How to approach Cattle for milking, d) How to hold a lamb
or sheep, e) Identification of Agricultural Implements, f) Identification of Grains, g) Identification of Agricultural
Fertilizers / Manures, h) Identification of Fruits / Vegetables, i) Identification of Agricultural Crops, j) Identification
of Agricultural / Veterinary / Fishing, Equipments, k) Identification of Forest Species, 1) Identification of Fodder
Crops, m) Identification of Farm Animals, n) Transplanting of Paddy, o) Harrowing over a short length, p) Seeds
sowing, q) Weeding, r) Harvesting

The candidates who fail to appear for practical test will be considered as ‘Not eligible’. Those candidates who attend

the Practical Test and score less than 100 marks will also be considered as ‘Not eligible’ for claiming seats under this quota.

The seats will be allotted based on the merit and roster as prescribed by the Govt. of Karnataka from time to time.

(9)  Reservation for ANGLO-INDIAN Special category:- Candidates from Anglo-Indian Community should produce
a certificate on 07-05-2014 or 08-05-2014 issued by the Registered Association of the Anglo Indian Community
in the State of Karnataka countersigned by the Anglo-Indian MLA Nominated by the Government, failing which
they will not be allowed for the later allotment of seats under Anglo-Indian. The candidates claiming under
Anglo Indian Special category quota should submit their documents only at KEA Office in BANGALORE.

(h)  Reservation for CENTRAL ARMED POLICE FORCE:- Candidates claiming eligibility under Clause (0) of
Item — 6 of Chapter I of this brochure should produce a certificate from the Record Office of the CAPF Unit in
the prescribed format as given in Appendix-V indicating that the parent had declared a place in Karnataka as his
hometown at the time of joining the service. The candidate should produce the relevant certificates to KEA Office,
Bangalore on 07-05-2014 or 08-05-2014.

(i) Reservation for EX-CENTRAL ARMED POLICE FORCE:- Candidates claiming eligibility under Clause (o) of
Item — 6 of Chapter I of this brochure should produce a certificate from the Record Office of the CAPF Unit in
the prescribed format as given in Appendix-V indicating that the parent had declared a place in Karnataka as his
hometown at the time of joining the service. The candidate should produce the relevant certificates to KEA Office,
Bangalore on 07-05-2014 or 08-05-2014.
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NOTE:

1. Candidates belonging to Scouts & Guides, Defence, Ex-defence and Anglo-Indian, CAPF, EX-CAPF i. e.,
sub-clauses (c), (d), (e).(g), (h) and (i) above, will be considered for allotment of seats in the respective special
category seats as per their merit order ONLY in the general Admission Round of allotment of seats along with the
other general merit and reserved category candidates.

2. Achievements made by the NCC / Sports special category candidates in the events / games, till the date of
CET — 2014 will be considered for allotment of seats in the respective categories.

(2) RESERVATION FOR RESERVED CATEGORY CANDIDATES
Reservation is made in favour of candidates belonging to the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other

Backward Classes of citizens under categories 1, 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B in accordance with Government Order No.
SWL 251 BCA 94 dated 31st January 1995, as amended from time to time.

Production of a “Caste Certificate / Caste Income Certificate” issued by the concerned Jurisdictional Tahasildar
in accordance with the Government order No. Sa Ka E 225 BCA 2002 dated 30th March 2002 and No. Sa Ka E
104 BCA 2011 dated 06-02-2012 and SWD 192 BCA 2013 dated 04-09-2013 as amended from time to time, in
Form ‘D’ in case of Scheduled Castes & Scheduled Tribes; in Form ‘E’ in case of Category-I; in Form “F’ in case
of Other Backward Classes like 2A, 2B, 3A and 3B in support of the claim is mandatory for selecting a seat under
reserved category.

Provided that candidates belonging to SC, ST & Category - I should produce an Income certificate issued by
Jurisdictional Tahasildar in the prescribed format given at Appendix —V. (This is for the purpose of processing
eligibility of candidates to claim Government of India scholarship).

Provided further that only candidates of Karnataka origin and who are claiming eligibility for Government seats in
accordance with the eligibility clause (a), (b), (f), (h), (j), (k), (I) and (o) of Item - 6 of Chapter — I shall be eligible
to claim the benefit of reservation under this sub-rule. The candidates claiming eligibility for Government seats
under eligibility clauses (c), (d), (e), (9), (i), (m), (n) are not eligible to claim the benefit of reservation.

(3) RESERVATION FOR RURAL CANDIDATES

15% of the Government seats will be reserved horizontally in favour of rural candidates who have studied for
10 full academic years from 1st Standard to 10th Standard in educational institutions situated in places in the
State of Karnataka other than larger urban area, smaller urban area or transitional area as mentioned in Karnataka
Municipalities Act, 1964 or Karnataka Municipal Corporations Act, 1976 in accordance with the Government
Order No. ED 01 TEC 2002, Bangalore, dated 01-02-2002 as amended from time to time and the eligibility
criteria shall be as defined in the Karnataka Reservation of Appointments of Posts in the Civil services of the State
for Rural Candidates Act, 2000 (Karnataka Act 1 of 2001). The candidates whose parents do not come under the
creamy layer and the candidates who have studied TEN full academic years from 1st Standard to 10th Standard
in places other than the places mentioned in Appendix — III will be eligible for claiming the benefit of Rural
reservations. However, if the candidates have studied in these places from 1st to 10th standard before the date of
notification as urban area, such candidates are eligible to claim rural reservation benefit.

4 RESERVATION FOR KANNADA MEDIUM CANDIDATES
5% of the Government seats will be reserved horizontally in favour of the Kannada medium candidates who have
studied TEN full academic years in Kannada medium from 1st Standard to 10th Standard, in accordance with the
Government Order No. ED 118 UEC 2000, Bangalore dated 04-06-2000 and as amended vide Government Order
No. ED 02 UEC 2002, Bangalore dated 14-10-2005.

(5) RESERVATION FOR WARD OF JAMMU & KASHMIRI MIGRANTS
Reservation is made in favour of the son / daughter of Jammu & Kashmiri migrants, who satisfy the eligibility
condition for Government seats in accordance with clause (m) of Item — 6 of Chapter — | of the brochure i.e.,
One seat each in all the Government Medical and Dental Colleges of the state AND One seat each in Engineering
colleges, irrespective of course.

The interse merit determined under Rule - 7 (Please see Item - 4 of Chapter - II) will remain the same for the
purpose of eligibility and benefit of reservation under Item - 8 of Chapter - I. If any seat reserved in favour
of candidates belonging to any of the categories referred to from (1) to (4) above is not filled up due to non-
availability of eligible candidates belonging to such categories, the reservation to that extent will stand reduced
and will be transferred to the General Merit category during Casual Vacancy Round allotment of seats.

(6) RESERVATION FOR HYDERABAD KARNATAKA REGION CANDIDATE: 371(J)
Reservation will be made as per the direction of the Government for Hyderabad Karnataka Region Candidates
371(J). Details regarding this reservation and the documents / certificates to be submitted by the candidates to
become eligible under Hyderabad Karnataka Region Quota will be informed in the newspaper under on the KEA
Website. The reservation for Hyderabad-Karnataka Region (Article 371-J) is applicable to all the seats both in
Government / Aided and Private Professional colleges as per Government order.

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CHAPTER -11 MORE ABOUT THE WRITTEN TEST

1. SYLLABUS

The question papers of the Common Entrance Test will be mostly based on the First and Second PUC syllabi prescribed
by the Department of Pre-University Education of Karnataka State.

2. DURATION, QUESTION PAPER AND OMR ANSWER SHEETS

The Common Entrance Test will be held in TWO days in FOUR different sessions for four subjects. On the first day, test
will be conducted for Biology and Mathematics subjects in two sessions and on the next day test will be conducted for
Physics and Chemistry subjects in two sessions as per the date and time given at page 15 . Each paper will be conducted
for 60 marks each with 80 minutes duration.

Each question paper will be of (Objective) Multiple Choice type. The question paper in each subject will be in 16
different versions and each question will have four different options. Each question will carry ONE mark. The candidate
is expected to attempt all the questions, in order to obtain maximum marks. In other words, there is no choice among
questions. THERE WILL BE NO NEGATIVE EVALUATION WITH REGARD TO WRONG ANSWERS BUT MARKS
WILL NOT BE AWARDED IN RESPECT OF MULTIPLE ANSWERS. The version code of the question paper will be
boldly printed on facing sheet of the question paper. The version codes used in each paper will be from A-1to A - 4,
B-1toB-4,C-1toC-4andD-1toD - 4. The version code of the question papers given to a student may be different
OR may be the same for different sessions.

COMPULSORY: In all the four sessions, initial TEN minutes will be given for the candidates to write / shade the
particulars such as Name, CET Number, Version Code and Serial number of the question booklet on the OMR answer
sheets in the boxes provided. The candidates who do not write / shade the correct CET Number and Version Code on the
OMR answer sheets, such candidates OMR answer sheets will not be scanned and will not be assigned any rank.

The candidates will have to mark correct options on the Optical Mark Reader (OMR) answer sheet, which will be supplied
at the beginning of each session of the test. Among the answers provided against a question, only one answer will be
correct. The candidate should mark the correct answer by completely shading only one circle against a question number,
using BLUE or BLACK ink ball point pen. More details about precautions to be taken while filling the particulars on
OMR answer sheets is given at Page 37. The OMR answer sheet comprises of two sheets. The top sheet will be used
for the purpose of marking correct answers and later scanning & evaluation and the bottom sheet will be returned to the
candidates after completion of each session of the test. The bottom sheet is coated with a special kind of chemical which
acts as Carbon. When the candidate fills the circles on the top sheet, the pressure on the bottom sheet will automatically
create a replica of the top sheet.

The candidates are required to COMPULSORILY AFFIX THEIR LEFT HAND THUMB IMPRESSION in the space
provided on the bottom portion of the OMR answer sheet (top sheet) with the ink-pad provided by the room Invigilator,
after completion of each session of the test. However, they need not affix their thumb impression on the replica (bottom
sheet) of the OMR answer sheet. Thereafter, the invigilators will detach the bottom sheet from the top sheet at the
perforations and hand over the bottom sheet replica to the candidates and candidates are allowed to carry the same with
them. The top sheet will be retained by the invigilator for returning the same to the Deputy Chief Superintendent of the
examination center and in turn to KEA.

NOTE: The OMR answer sheets in respect of all the candidates who have affixed their left hand thumb impression will
only be scanned and the results in respect of such candidates will be published. The OMR answer sheets in respect of
candidates who have not affixed their left hand thumb impression, for any reason, will not be scanned. Also, the results
in respect of such candidates will not be published.

Optical Mark Reader sheets as Answer Sheets

A model of the Optical Mark Reader (OMR) sheets that will be used for marking the answers by the candidates is hosted
on the KEA Website. The need for the replica has compelled us to design OMR sheet in such a way that all the information
and the answers are marked only on one side. The top portion of the sheet is meant for furnishing the particulars about the
candidates such as the Name, CET Number, Version code and serial number of the question booklet. The bottom portion
is meant for marking the answers, affixing the signature of the room Invigilator & candidates and also for affixing the
Left Hand Thumb Impression of the candidate. The space meant for the subject would have been pre-marked. The square
blocks in each item should be filled by the candidate in capital letters and numbers. The circles corresponding to the
letters or numbers are meant to be completely shaded using blue or black ink ballpoint pen only.



Why Ball Point Pen?

Remember, we are allowing the candidates to carry replica or facsimile af

the OMR answer sheet and the OMR answer paper comes in a set of two sheels
When you shade the top sheet, the pressure will create a dark mark on the
bottom sheet on the corresponding circle. If a pen with a nib is used, the
pressure on the top sheet will not be sufficient to activate the chemical on
the bottom sheet. On the other hand, a ballpoint pen exerts sufficient
pressure to convert the bottom sheet chemical into a dark spot. That is
why we want you to use a blue / black ink ballpoint pen only.

3. SPECIMEN OF THE OMR ANSWER SHEET

By using blue or black ink ballpoint, candidates can practice with the OMR answer sheet with regard to filling and
shading of the required items. Please study the specimen OMR answer sheet and familiarize yourself. Take four to five
photocopies of the specimen OMR sheet and practice on them at home. By doing so, you will be very accurate in writing
and shading the particulars such as Name, CET Number, Question booklet version code, etc., in the required manner on
the Original OMR answer sheets, during actual conduct of the test.

Important precautions to be taken while writing / shading top portion of OMR answer sheet the initial TEN minutes
will be given to a candidate, for writing / shading the particulars on the top portion of the OMR answer sheet, wherein
the candidates are required to write their Name within the boxes, write their CET Number in the boxes and shade the
respective circles, write the Question booklet version code in the boxes and shade the respective circle in the required
manner. The candidates are also required to write the Question booklet serial number within the boxes in case if the
candidate is appearing for Annual examinations during 2014. Of the five items, entries pertaining to ‘Name’, ‘CET
Number’ and ‘Question booklet \Version code’ are very crucial ones. Therefore, candidates are advised to take extra
precaution while writing and shading these three items accurately on the top portion of the OMR answer sheet.

Important precautions to be taken while shading answers on bottom portion of OMR Answer sheet

After the initial TEN minutes 70 minutes will be given to a candidate for shading the answers on the bottom portion of the
OMR answer sheet. On the bottom portion, there will be 60 rows corresponding to 60 questions. Against each question
number, four circles will be provided corresponding to four options of the question paper. The candidates are required to
shade only one circle corresponding to the correct answer.

The scanner is so sensitive to black and blue ink shades that even a slight residual ink mark or an unintended
ink dot within a circle on the OMR answer sheet will be taken by it, as filled / shaded, at the time of scanning.
Consequently, the candidate may lose marks. Therefore, please do not make any stray pen marks on the OMR answer
sheets. As the scoring done by the scanner and the computer in tandem is final, a plea for erasing or neglecting the ink
mark on a circle cannot be entertained. Therefore, candidates are advised to take extra precaution while shading the
circles on the bottom portion.



THINK BEFORE YOU INK ! CORRECT METHOD OF SHADING
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The candidates should invariably preserve their ‘CET 2014’ OMR answer sheet replicas of all
the subjects for a minimum period of one year from the date of obtaining the admission order.

4. DETERMINATION OF MERIT AND PUBLICATION OF MERIT LISTS

(A) DETERMINATION OF MERIT:
The merit of the candidates who appear for the Common Entrance Test—2014 will be determined are detailed below:

(1) Inthe case of Medical and Dental Courses, the merit will be determined only on the basis of marks obtained by
candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects taken together in the Common Entrance Test — 2014.

(2) In the case of Indian System of Medicine and Homeopathy Courses, the merit will be determined on the
basis of marks obtained by candidates in Physics, Chemistry & Biology subjects in Common Entrance Test
— 2014 and the marks obtained by candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in the Qualifying
Examination, taken in equal proportions.

(3) Inthe case of Engineering and Technology courses, the merit will be determined on the basis of marks obtained
by candidates in Physics, Chemistry & Mathematics subjects in Common Entrance Test-2014 and the marks
obtained by candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects in the Qualifying Examination, taken
in equal proportions.

(4) Inthe case of Architecture Course, the merit will be determined on the basis of marks obtained by candidates
in the qualifying examination in all subjects and the (valid NATA score) taken in equal proportions.

Provided that where the merit of two or more candidates is same, the interse merit shall be determined with
reference to the marks obtained in NATA, where marks obtained in NATA are equal, then the interse merit
shall be determined on the basis of marks obtained in Mathematics in the qualifying examination and where
marks obtained in Mathematics are equal, the interse merit shall be determined on the basis of the age of the
candidate, wherein the elder candidate will be considered before the younger.

(5) Farm Science Courses :

a) In the case of Bachelor of Science in Agriculture B.Sc., Forestry, Sericulture, Agriculture Biotech,
Horticulture and Bachelor of Homescience courses, merit will be determined based on the performance
of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in both Common Entrance Test and the
Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions, common rank list will be prepared
and published separately for admission to B.Sc.(Agri), B.Sc.(Forestry), B.H.Sc., B.Sc. (Sericulture),
B.Sc.(Agri.Biotech), B.Sc.(Horticulture) courses.

b) in the case of Bachelor of Veterinary Science & Animal Husbandry (B.V.Sc & A.H) course merit will be
determined only on the basis of marks obtained by candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects
taken together in the Common Entrance Test — 2014. The B.V.Sc & A.H. rank list will be prepared and
published for admission to B.V.Sc. & A.H. courses.
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c) In the case of Bachelor of Technology in Food Technology, Dairy Technology, Food Science and
Technology, Bachelor of Fishery Science, and Bachelor of Science in Agriculture Marketing and
Co-operation courses merit will be determined on the basis of the performance of the candidates in
Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics and Biology subjects in both Common Entrance Test 2014 and the
Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions, common rank list will be prepared and
published separately for admission to B.Tech. (Food Technology), B.Tech. (Dairy Tech.), B.F.Sc, B.Tech.
(Food Science & Tech.) and B.Sc.(Ag. Marketing and Co-operation) courses.

d) In case of Bachelor of Technology in Agriculture Engineering course, merit will be determined on the
basis of the performance of the candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects in both
Common Entrance Test 2014 and the Qualifying Examination by taking the marks in equal proportions.
Common rank list will be prepared and published separately for admission to B-Tech in Agriculture
Engineering.

(6) B-Pharma:

In case of B-Pharma merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the candidates in Physics,
Chemistry and Biology subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects i.e, PCB or PCM marks
whichever is highest in Common Entrance Test 2014. Common rank list will be prepared and published
separately for admission to B-Pharma.

(7) Pharma-D:

In case of Pharma-D merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the candidates in Physics,
Chemistry and Biology subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects i.e, PCB or PCM marks
whichever is highest in the Common Entrance Test 2014. Common rank list will be prepared and published
separately for admission to Pharma-D.

(8) 2nd Year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry) :

In case of 2nd Year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry), merit will be determined on the basis of performance of the
candidates in Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects or Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics subjects
i.e, PCB or PCM marks whichever is highest in the Common Entrance Test 2014. Common rank list will be
prepared and published separately for admission to 2nd Year B-Pharma (Lateral Entry).

Provided that where the merit of two or more candidates is the same, the interse merit shall be determined
with reference to the marks obtained in the Common Entrance Test in Biology in the case of Medical / Dental
/ Indian Systems of Medicine and Homeopathy courses and in Mathematics in the case of Engineering /
Technology courses and where the marks obtained in such cases are equal then the interse merit shall be
determined on the basis of the marks obtained in Chemistry in the case of Medical / Dental / Indian Systems of
Medicine and Homeopathy courses and in Physics in the case of Engineering / Technology courses and where
the marks obtained are equal again the interse merit shall be determined on the basis of the marks obtained in
the respective subjects in the Qualifying examination as stipulated above and where marks obtained are equal
again, the interse merit shall be determined on the basis of the age of the candidate, wherein the elder candidate
will be considered before the younger.

NOTE:

If everything as specified in the provisions to sub-clauses referred to above from (1), (2), (3) ,(4),(5), (6) ,(7) and (8)
are equal, then the interse merit will be determined by draw of lots.

The determination of interse merit as detailed above for selection of Government seats will be the basis for the
merit list of candidates claiming benefit of reservation under Admission Rules i. e., Item 8 of Chapter — I of the
brochure.

(B) PUBLICATION OF MERIT LISTS:

After the completion of the entrance test, the ANSWER KEY will be published on 07-05-2014 in the KEA
Website: http://kea.kar.nic.in The candidates / parents / lecturers can file their objections, if any, addressed to the
“Executive Director, Karnataka Examinations Authority, Bangalore” on or before 11-05-2014 either in person or
only through SPEED POST / email: keauthority-ka@nic.in, with regard to any of the published answer Key, along
with all supporting documents / justification. The objections received by the KEA will be placed before an Expert
Committee, whose decision will be final for determination of the right answer key. The answer key approved by
the Expert Committee will be applied during evaluation for determination of merit order.
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As per the merit determined by the KEA, the Medical / Dental, ISM & H, Engineering, Architecture, Farm Science,
B-Pharma and Pharma-D ranks will be assigned to the eligible candidates. Separate result sheets showing the
Medical / Dental, ISM & H, Engineering, Architecture, Farm science, B-Pharma and Pharma-D ranks will be
published on 27-05-2014 on KEA Website http://kea.kar.nic.in. Separate merit lists in respect of the wards
of Jammu & Kashmiri migrants for the respective courses will also be prepared and published on the KEA
Website. The correct answer key and the list of candidates whose results have been withheld and the reasons for
withholding the results will also be published along with the results. The candidates whose results are with-held
for want of 2nd PUC / 12th std. Marks and date of birth such candidates / parents need not to be worried because,
ranks will be assigned as and when they submit the required documents on the specified dates during office hours.

Result sheets will not be displayed in the KEA premises.

Candidates who have any objections in respect of any of the entries or problems in the result sheets, such as
discrepancy / changes in the Q. E. marks, version code, NATA scores etc., except the marks secured in the
Common Entrance Test, can submit their objections within three days from the date of publication of the
CET - 2014 result and thereafter result will be published for such candidates. (See box item given below for
details about intermediary ranks / Spot ranks i.e., ranks ending with G55, G44, G33 etc.)

NOTE:

1. The candidates are requested to verify their qualifying examination marks printed on the result sheets without
fail, if there is any discrepancy with reference to qualifying examination marks the same should be brought to
the notice of this office immediately for fresh assignment of ranks, if any.

2. Candidates whose results will be withheld for want of qualifying examination marks should submit a photocopy
of their Q. E. marks card either in person or through ‘Speed Post’ to the KEA and the ranks in respect of such
candidates will be published subsequently.

Request for re-totaling or revaluation of the OMR answer sheets will not be entertained, as the valuation
and the subsequent scoring will be error free.

a What does ‘G 55’ mean? h

After the declaration of the results, the candidates may not get ranks assigned mainly for the following reasons :

1) For want of Q. E. marks, a candidate might have missed the rank. 2) A candidate might have marked the
version code wrongly. 3) Q. E. marks may get varied due to revaluation or otherwise, when corrected, a fresh
ranking becomes necessary.

The KEA computers are programmed to assign new ranks or fresh ranks to the candidates falling within the above
said categories without disturbing the rank numbers assigned to the candidates whose results were declared earlier.

The computer program is such that it can assign ranks in between two integers without altering the previous rank
numbers. Undoubtedly, you were assigned a rank after the declaration of the results. When a rank was assigned
to you, rank 1234 and 1235 had been assigned to two other candidates. When it came to assigning a rank to you,
the computer found that in the normal course, your rank would have been after the candidate with rank 1234 and
before the candidate with rank 1235. Therefore, the computer had to place you between 1234 and 1235.

As already said, the computer is programmed to generate large number of ranks between two integers by dividing
the space alphabetically from A to Z. Then each alphabet is subdivided from 1 to 99. Now, if a new rank is
required to be assigned between two integer ranks, in the first instance, the computer assigns a division number
as ‘G 55’ before the previous rank. If one more rank needs to be assigned between the rank 1234 and 1234 G 55,
the computer assigns a rank as 1234 G 44. If one more rank is to be assigned between 1234 G 55 and 1235, then
it assigns a rank as 1234 G 66.
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CHAPTER - 111

1. DOCUMENTS TO BE PRODUCED FOR VERIFICATION

The original documents to be produced for verification have been detailed separately in respect of Government seats in
Item — 6 of Chapter — I below each of the Eligibility Clauses. Similarly, the original documents to be produced in respect
of Special category seats are also detailed in Item — 6(1) of Chapter — | against each of the Special Categories.

(A) Special category seats: Candidates claiming the benefit under various Special categories should produce the rele-
vant original Special category certificates along with TWO sets of photocopies COMPULSORILY on the dates noti-
fied below, to the KEA, BANGALORE IN PERSON ONLY DURING OFFICE HOURS. They should also produce
three photocopies of their ‘CET 2014’ Admission Ticket. Candidates should not send their original special category
documents / certificates through Post OR any other private arrangement. An acknowledgment slip will be issued
for having received the special category certificates.

(B) Government seats: Candidates who seek admission to Government seats should compulsorily produce the required
documents in ORIGINAL with ONE set of attested photocopies of all the original documents and two passport size
photographs, for verification at the KEA at the time of registration for allotment of seats. After verification, only
ONE set of attested photocopies of all the documents will be retained by the KEA and all original documents will be
returned to the candidates. The documents to be produced for claiming Government seats are detailed clause wise,
below the respective CLAUSES in Item - 6 of Chapter - | of this brochure.

Explanation for some of the prominent documents is as follows:

NOTE: CBSE, CISCE, J & K candidates should produce the study certificate obtained from the Principal of their
respective schools. Further, countersignature of BEO or DDPI is not required for them.

All candidates including General Merit candidates are eligible for Supernumerary quota seats.

quota seats only) The candidates who claim seat under “Supernumerary Quota” will have to obtain an income
certificate from the concerned Tahasildar.

Certificate General merit candidates who claims seat in rural category should also submit an income certificate
issued from the concerned Tahasildar along with the rural study certificate as per format shown at
page 87.

NOTE: The candidates whose parents come under creamy layer are not eligible to claim the benefit of rural reservation.

Caste / Caste 192 BCA 2013 dated 04-09-2013 as amended from time to time. Annexure-11 to this rule is
Income Certificate reproduced at Appendix-VII for the information of the candidates and parents. Further, Income
Certificate will be valid for Five Year from the date of issue of Income Certificate (SWD 155 BCA
2012 dated 22-02-2012).

The candidates belonging to SC, ST and Category -1 of the Other backward classes should also
produce a separate Income Certificate as per the prescribed format given at Page 88 (This is for the
purpose of processing eligibility of candidates to claim Government of India scholarship).

IMPORTANT: The candidates claiming reserved category benefits should COMPULSORILY produce the Study
Certificate indicating the Standards, Academic Years, Caste and Mother Tongue obtained from the head of the institution
where the candidate has passed 10th standard / SSLC examination, as per the Admission Register of institution, in the
proforma prescribed at Appendix - V.

The school study certificates of the candidates should be got countersigned invariably by the BEO / DDPI along with
full Address, Seal & Telephone Number of the concerned office. HOWEVER, COUNTER SIGNATURE FOR PUC/
11TH & 12TH STANDARD STUDY CERTIFICATE IS NOT REQUIRED.

NOTE:

1. Where the eligibility of the candidate is based on the study, employment, etc., of the parent, relevant documents
to establish the relationship of candidate with the parent has to be produced.

2. The contents of the documents submitted by the candidates should be either in Kannada or English languages
only. If the documents are in any other language, the same should be got translated to Kannada or English
language through the concerned authorities with signature and seal and should be produced during
vertification of documents. Otherwise the KEA reserves the right to reject the same.

2. ADMISSION FEE AND PERCENTAGE OF SEATS (GOVERNMENT SHARE)

Seat Matrix and fee structure will be announced by Government later for the year 2014-15.
The Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes candidates need not to pay any fees.
The Fee Structure and mode of payment of fees will be hosted on the KEA Website for the information of the candidates.

3. GOVERNMENT SEATS (SEAT MATRIX)

The KEA will receive the seat matrix from the Government before the commencement of allotment of seats in the
Admission Round. Hence, an accurate number of seats to be offered for allotment as Government seats, college wise,
category wise and course wise, cannot be made known at this stage. The seat matrix (Government seats) in respect
of Medical, Dental, Indian System of Medicine & Homeopathy, Engineering, Technology and Architecture courses,
Farm science, B-Pharma, Pharma-D as notified by the Government will be published on the KEA Website
http://kea.kar.nic.in before the commencement of allotment of seats to the respective disciplines. For the benefit of
candidates, full postal addressand telephone / fax numbers of Professional colleges and the total number of Government share
of seats offered by the KEA in these colleges for the academic year 2013-14 are given in Appendix — V1. This is only for the
information of the candidates and no inference shall be drawn either for number of seats or to the college for the academic year
2014-15

4. VERIFICATION OF DOCUMENTS AND ENTRY OF OPTIONS

FORALLOTMENT OF GOVERNMENT SEATS-
VERIFICATION OF DOCUMENTS FOR PHYSICALLY DISABLED, NCC, SPORTS SPECIAL CATEGORIES.

In the first instance, the document verification pertaining to Physically Disabled, NCC and Sports Special category
candidates will be conducted.
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(a) FOR PHYSICALLY DISABLED CANDIDATES (Only in Bangalore Centre)

The candidates claiming a seat under the persons with disability category should COMPULSORILY appear before
the Medical Board comprising of the Executive Director and three specialists. The Medical Board shall examine
the candidate on 01-06-2014 at 11.00 am and certify regarding the percentage of disability and the decision of the
Medical Board will be final. The candidates with less than 40% of disability and those who fail to appear before the
Committee on the notified date and time will not be eligible to be considered for allotment of a seat under the persons
with disability category. The list of eligible physically disabled candidates prepared by the Medical Board will be
final for the purpose of allotment of seats.

(b) FOR NCC CANDIDATES (only in Bangalore Centre)

NOTE: The candidates who have only ‘B’ certificate need not attend this NCC Special category verification of
documents on 01-06-2014 but they should have submitted the original NCC certificate on 07-05-2014 / 08-05-2014
without fail.

The candidates who have submitted their NCC certificates on 07-05-2014 / 08-05-2014 as notified in Item — 1 of Chapter
111 of this brochure will ONLY be allowed to appear before the Committee comprising of the Executive Director and
the Director of NCC or his authorized nominee, on 01-06-2014 at 11.00 a.m. for verification of NCC certificates. The
candidates who do not submit their NCC certificates on 07-05-2014 / 08-05-2014 will not be allowed for verification
of certificates and such candidates will not be considered for allotment of seats under NCC. After verification of NCC
certificates, the Director of NCC or his authorized nominee will prepare a preferential list among the eligible NCC
candidates in the following order:

The candidates possessing ‘B’ certificate and adjudged overall All India Best Cadet with Gold / Silver / Bronze medal
in the Republic Day Camp held at New Delhi will be considered FIRST. Candidates possessing ‘B’ certificate and
adjudged overall All India Best Cadet with Gold / Silver / Bronze medal in camps All India TSC (Boys) / TSC (Girls) /
NSC / VSC and cadets who have been finally selected as part of DG NCC team to participate in All India Movalankar
shooting championship at national level will be considered SECOND. Candidates possessing ‘B’ certificate and who have
participated in the Youth Exchange Programmes and Foreign Naval Cruise organized by DG NCC will be considered
THIRD. Candidates who have participated from Karnataka in the R D Camp will be considered FOURTH. Candidates
possessing ‘B’ certificate and who have participated from Karnataka in the All India TSC (Boys) / TSC (Girls) / NSC /
VSC and cadets participated in All India Movalankar shooting championship as part of KAR and GOA Directorate team
will be considered FIFTH. Candidates possessing ‘B’ certificate and who have participated in Mountaineering, Sailing,
Motor Cycle, Cycling Expeditions organized by DG NCC / NCC Directorate of KAR and GOA considered SIXTH.
Candidates possessing ‘B’ certificate and who have participated in NIC, Trekking, Mountaineering, BLC, ALC, RCTC,
and Army, Navy, Air Force and Hospital attachment camps will be considered SEVENTH. Candidates who possess only
‘B’ certificate will be considered EIGHTH. For all the above said categories, possession of ‘B’ Certificate is compulsory.
While considering the medal status for First and Second preferences, priority will be Gold to Silver and Silver to Bronze.

The list of eligible NCC candidates prepared by the Director of NCC or his authorized nominee will be final for the
purpose of allotment of seats under NCC. Thereafter, the list of eligible candidates will be prepared on the basis of CET
ranking within the preferences mentioned above and the candidates will be considered for allotment of seats accordingly.

(c) EOR SPORTS CANDIDATES (only in Bangalore Centre)

NOTE: The candidates who have only National Participant certificate need not attend this Sports Special
category verification of documents on 02-06-2014 but they should have submitted the original Sports certificate on
10-05-2014/12-05-2014 without fail.

The candidates who have submitted their SPORTS certificates on 10-05-2014/12-05-2014 as notified in Item — 1 of
Chapter 111 of this brochure will ONLY be allowed to appear before the Committee comprising of the Executive Director,
KEA and the Commissioner for Youth Services & Sports or his authorized nominee, on 02-06-2014 at 11.00 a.m.
for verification of SPORTS certificates. The candidates who do not submit their SPORTS certificates on
10-05-2014/12-05-2014 will not be allowed for verification of certificates and also they will not be considered for
allotment of seats under SPORTS. After verification of SPORTS certificates, the Commissioner for Youth Services &
Sports or his authorized nominee will prepare a preferential list among the eligible SPORTS candidates in the following
order:

The candidates who have won Gold, Silver and Bronze medals in SUPER — A GAMES will be considered FIRST. Medal
winners in A — GAMES will be considered SECOND. Medal winners in B — GAMES and participant in SUPER — A
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or A - GAMES will be considered THIRD. Candidates who have won Gold, Silver and Bronze medals in B - GAMES
will be considered FOURTH. Among the Sports candidates in each group, the Medals won by the candidates in the
events OR games of Sports will also be considered. Priority will be Gold to Silver and Silver to Bronze, irrespective of
number of medals. The list of eligible Sports candidates prepared by the Commissioner for Youth Services & Sports or
his authorized nominee will be final for the purpose of allotment of seats under Sports. Thereafter, the list of eligible
candidates will be prepared on the basis of CET ranking within the preferences mentioned above and the candidates will
be allowed to select the seat accordingly.

IMPORTANT: There will be no separate document verification schedule for Defence, Ex-Defence, Scouts & Guides,
CAPF, Ex-CAPF and Anglo-Indian Special categories. However, the eligible Defence, Ex-Defence, Scouts & Guides,
CAPF, Ex-CAPF and Anglo-Indian Special category candidates should attend document verification process only at
Bangalore as per their CET Rankings.

(1) REGISTRATION OF ACANDIDATE

Every candidate who is assigned rank in CET-2014 will have to report to the nearest Helpline Centres / or the most
convenient Helpline Centres as per the schedule for Registration of Candidate and Verification of Documents. There
are 13 notified Helpline Centres, details are at page 47. The time schedule along with the venue for Registration of
Candidate and for Verification of Documents is given at page 46. The candidates are required to register their CET
number in the computer system.

(2) VERIFICATION OF DOCUMENTS:

Verification of documents will be done as per the schedule given in the page 46. The candidate should confirm
the rank ranges, date and time of verification before coming to the Helpline Center. No individual intimation will
be sent to the eligible rank holders regarding the date and time of verification process. The original documents
to be produced during verification have been detailed separately in respect of Government seats in Item — 6 of
Chapter — | below each of the Eligibility Clauses. Similarly, the original documents to be produced in respect of
Special category seats are also detailed in Item — 6(1) of Chapter — I against each of the Special Categories. Candidates
who seek admission to Government seats should compulsorily produce the required documents in ORIGINAL with
ONE set of attested photocopies of all the original documents and two passport size photographs.

After Registration, the candidates are sent to the Verification Counter where the entries of original documents
are checked against the computer data that would have been furnished by them in their application forms. After
verification, the original documents will be returned to the candidate and KEA will retain one set of the
attested photocopies of all the documents. Before leaving the verification counter, an acknowledgment card and
a verification slip will be issued to the candidates. Thereafter, the candidates will be sent to the interactive session,
where in the candidates will be briefed about the procedure to be followed by the candidate in exercising options,
allotment of seats, payment of fees and reporting to the college. This will be like a training class to the candidates
to familiarize themselves on entry of options and procedure to be followed for such entry of options till their
admissions to the college.

Before coming for Helpline Centres, all eligible rank holders should make sure that they have kept the required
original documents with one set of attested photocopies of all the documents.

Verification of documents will be done at once for all the disciplines to which the candidate is eligible. Once the
documents are verified, simultaneously candidate’s eligibility in other discipline will also be verified on the same
day. Hence, the candidates need not be attended for verification of documents separately to all the disciplines to
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which he is eligible. If the candidate is eligible for multiple disciplines i.e., for both Medical and Engineering, or
eligible for Engineering and Architecture, the candidate should bring all the relevant documents in original and
one set of attested photocopies of the same when he / she attends the verification process. Verification slip will
be issued to all the eligible candidates by mentioning the details of the candidates, documents verified, caste
category and merit / rank to which discipline he is eligible etc. will also be printed on the slip. The candidate
has to verify all the details printed on the verification slip and changes if any according to the documents he
submitted, should be brought to the notice of the verification officer immediately.

The candidate should compulsorily bring all necessary original documents in support of their claim when
they come for verification without fail. If any candidate fails to produce any of the documents / certificates
/ marks card on the day of verification, such candidate’s documents will not be verified and they will not
complete their registration process and subsequently will not be considered for eligibility to exercise their
options.

NOTE: No changes / claims will be accepted once the documents are verified and verification slip is issued
to the candidate for any reason. The candidates are informed to verify the entries printed on the verification
slip and the acknowledgment card before leaving the verification counter. If there is any mistake, report
to Verification Officer for correction. The candidate who becomes eligible after verification will only be
considered for entry of options and for allotment of seats. All the details printed on the verification slip will be
considered for allotment of seats. Eligibility of candidate for consideration of seat allotment totally depends
on the production of all supporting documents at the time of verification which inter leads to correctness
of data of candidates. Therefore the candidate is also jointly responsible for ensuring the correctness of the
data. No request for alteration of data will be considered under any circumstances at any point of time.

IMPORTANT: IF the qualifying marks changes due to any reason after verification of documents, it is the
responsibility of candidate to inform the KEA authority for fresh assignment of merit order / rank. As per his /
her new merit order and as per the eligibility, the seat allotted based on the previous marks gets cancelled at any
stage. Further, the seat allotment made by KEA or by the College shall be subject to approval by the concerned
University.

8.  KEAwill publish the details of eligible candidates on the website http://kea.kar.nic.in at the end of every day after
verification.

N.B.: No individual intimation will be sent to the eligible rank holders regarding the date and time of verification process.
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SECRET KEY: The candidate who becomes eligible after verification of documents will be given high security secret
key, the candidate has to use this secret key to register and create a password as per his/her choice for login at online
option entry portal. For any reason secret key and Password should not be made known or revealed to others as it
might enable modification / tampering options. The Candidate will solely be responsible for maintaining secrecy of the
Password and secret key. KEA will not take any responsibility in this regard. Password is important and shall be held
confidentially. It is as important as the PIN of ATM card. Password is essential for candidate’s login, entry of options,
change of options, saving and deletion of options and for printing of allotment details.

Interaction Session: After verification of documents an Interaction Session will be conducted at all Helpline Centres. In
the Interaction session candidate will be briefed with regard to entry of options, procedure involved in allotment of seats,
payment of fee etc. Video presentation will also be organized at the interactive session with practical classes.

(3) Entry of Options by Candidates.- (i) Entry of options by the candidates will begin only after the receipt of seat
matrix from the Government. The details of the College wise, Course wise and Category wise seats available for allotment
will be published on the KEA website http://kea.kar.nic.in which can be downloaded and printed.

(ii) The candidate who becomes eligible after verification will only be considered for entry of options. The candidate may
enter the course / college of his choice from among the seats available which is displayed at the time of entry of options
i.e., college wise, category wise and course wise, discipline wise. The candidate will have the choice to enter all the
options in the discipline to which he/she is eligible. Candidate can enter the options for all the discipline at once. If
the candidate is eligible for multiple disciplines i.e., both for Medical / Dental and Engineering or for Medical / Dental /
Farm Science courses / B.Pharma, options can be exercised for all the discipline in the same entry form. Upon entry of
preliminary information by the candidate on the internet at the specified URL, the option entry form will be displayed.
(Candidate has to enter his secret key and valid Password.) The candidate has to first select the Discipline in the option
entry form. Upon selection of a discipline, the entry form display the list of colleges in case of Medical, Dental, Farm
Science courses, B.-Pharma, Pharma-D and for Architecture courses. In case of Engineering discipline the entry form
display the list of colleges with their engineering courses. The candidate has to enter the priority number in front of the
displayed college / course to which they are eligible and interested.

That means, first option may be Medical, second option may also be Medical, third option may be Engineering, fourth
one may be again Medical, fifth option can be Architecture, the sixth may be Farm Science etc and so on.

Please refer pages from 89 to 112 for details about college information i.e., College Code and Course Codes. Entering
the priority numbers means you are interested to join that particular college and courses.

There is no limit for entry of options. A Candidate can enter any number of options as he / she wishes to exercise on
his / her own priority. Candidates are advised to enter more number of options to avoid the disappointment of not securing
a seat. Any candidate has to enter the option in the priority as he / she desires. Candidates are advised to do thorough
home assignment regarding the choices which they want to exercise, the college which they prefer, the course which
they are interested to join etc. It is better to write the order of options on a sheet of white paper and discuss the same with
your parents / guardians / mentors etc before actually entering same in the system. Your interest in the discipline, college
infrastructure, course, distance from your place, availability of hostel etc may be some of the issues to guide your choices
of options and advice of your parents. As it will save your time and minimize your chance of making mistake in option
entry on the online option entry form. A candidate can enter any number of options through Online (Internet) of
his choice of College / Colleges and courses in the order of the choice he / she desires to enter either in the Helpline
Centres or on his / her own arrangement. Entry of options invited as per the schedule notified by KEA in all
newspapers and on the website http://kea.kar.nic.in The allotment will not proceed to the next rank candidate till the
list of your options is completely searched for availability of a seat. The candidate may change the options as many times
as he / she desires before the last date and time notified for entry of options. After entry of options candidate has to select
the button submit and logout.

Options recorded in the server on the last day and time of the notified schedule in each round will be frozen and
only the frozen options will be considered for allotment of seats. The candidates are advised to take a print out of
the option entered by them after the last date and time for entry of options is over.

(iii) Please enter URL or Website address http://kea.kar.nic.in or as indicated in the notification. Upon entry of URL you
will find link like “UGCET-2014-OPTION ENTRY” and select the links regarding the information on many items.




NOTE: Candidates are advised not to start entering the options directly on the online option form on the internet without

preparatory work at home on choice of options, as it leads to commission of mistakes / wrong entries / wrong order of
preferences.

Preparatory work at home:

Allotment of seats depends entirely on the priority of options given by the candidates as per the merit / rank. Hence it is
of utmost importance to familiarize oneself with the operation of the computer, the locking of seats so that the correct
choice and options are entered. Practice of entering of options has to be undertaken as even an expert in computers would
require a minimum of one hour for entry of about 500 options. Familiarity with the computer, prior knowledge of the
college, course is essential to fill up options. Even a small mistake in entering the options may deprive a valuable seat in
the desired college / course even though he / she is eligible for that seat as per his / her rank. Therefore, KEA suggests that
the student should familiarize themselves in entering the options in the online option entry form. A home work of about
an hour everyday is necessary for the students to familiarize themselves with the allotment. The following steps may be
taken by the candidates before entering their options in the online option entry form.

e The candidate should note the name of the college, the course offered in a separate sheet of paper.

e The cut off rank for that particular college and course may be seen so that the candidate will know where he stands
vis-a-vis his ranking.

e Preparatory work should be commenced only after asserting their merit / rank order.

e The priority of options among the colleges selected should be noted down.

e KEA will provide training at the Helpline Centres to the candidates to familiarize them with the entry of options as
per their choice.

e A mock allotment on real time data given by the candidates will also be done before the actual commencement of the
First Round, so that the candidate can know the college and course allotted as per his options. The candidate can also
change his options after seeing the mock allotment. This will help him to find out his standing as per his merit and as
per options. The mock test is only to help the candidates familiarize and show them the course and college allotted
to them and it should be in no way presumed that the same seat and college will be allotted to them in the actual
allotment of seats. Because, the candidates have the option of changing the priority of the options entered by them
after the mock allotment.

e The verification slip issued to the candidates indicates the category which he / she belongs, rank number for each
discipline to which he / she eligible, special category if any etc. It will help in choosing the college or course or place
of the college.

e |tis better to write the order of options on a white paper and discuss the same with your parents / guardians / mentors
etc before actually entering in the system.

CUT OFF RANK: The cutoff ranks for 2013-14 and for earlier years for all discipline college wise, course wise and
category wise is hosted on the KEA website http://kea.kar.nic.in. The cut off rank shows the name of the college, course,
category and the last rank in the particular college for a particular course during 2013-14. The cutoff rank is only for
the information of the students and no inference shall be drawn on the availability of seats college wise and course
wise for the year 2014-15. KEA does not take any responsibility whatsoever in this regard. The cutoff ranks give
a fair idea about the last rank under each category admitted to a particular college / course during the previous year.
Do not exercise your options based on cut-off ranks. The options should be exercised purely based on the candidate
interest for college/course because cut-off ranks will not be same every year. And the candidate should make sure that
he/she has not missed out any college/course he/she wishes to take admission and the same is ordered according to the
priority.

The entire process of allotment is controlled by sophisticated software and high end computers which examine minutely
the options given by the candidates for allotment of the best possible seat to the candidate as per the rank and options
given. Therefore, it is very important that the candidate should be very clear about the choice of the course, discipline
which he is interested in. For example if a candidate is interested only in Medical seats then he can give all the
options in all the colleges for allotment of Medical seats only. If there are 38 Medical colleges and the candidates can
give 38 options. The computer will decide the best seat available for allotment as per the rank and order of options of
the candidate. Similarly a candidate may be interested only in Engineering and he may opt for a particular course in a
particular college as per his choice. For example suppose a candidate is interested in Electronic branch only, then he can
give his preference for Electronic course only in all the colleges. If there are 190 colleges and he can give 190 options.



The computer will pick up the best options available as per merit and order of options. In other words the candidate is free

to give as many options in as many courses in as many colleges as he deems fit. The more number of options the better
it is for the candidate to secure a seat of his choice.

If a candidate is eligible for both Medical and Engineering discipline and his first desire is the Medical Stream then
in such case he has to give as much options as possible for Medical. The order of preference for Medical should be
more than other disciplines. The computer in such case will find the best options as per the rank and allot a seat to the
candidate.

Likewise if a candidate is interested only in Engineering he may skip the option of giving choice for Medical and
concentrate only on Engineering courses. Even in Engineering stream if the candidate is particular about a particular
course then he has to give more options for that particular course in his options.

The candidates are advised to gather information about the colleges, the courses offered, infrastructure available, teaching
faculty, laboratory facilities, hostel facilities and any other information which would help him / her in narrowing his
options. The distance from his / her house, the mode of transport, the hostel facilities and the environment etc are also
prime factors in deciding priority of options.

Instructions and guidelines to be followed by candidates for online allotment of seats

1. Karnataka Examinations Authority is conducting online seat allotment by obtaining the options from CET Rank
holders for admission to Medical, Dental, Ayurveda, Homoeopathy, Unani, Naturopathy & Yoga, Engineering /
Technology, Architecture, Farm Science, B-Pharma and Pharma-D courses. Seats will be allotted based on the merit
and priority of options entered by the candidates.

e For the online seat allotment process, NIC, Karnataka along with KEA has worked out a simple user friendly
software to make your experience of choosing a professional college and course as simple and convenient as
possible. This helps you to navigate through the entire process of accessing the seat allotment, keying in your
options in order of priority, securing an allotment of seat, and finally joining the college of your choice. We
advise you to read this thoroughly. As always we are there with you, and you can communicate with us on email:
keauthority-ka@nic.in, KEA Facebook page (www.facebook.com/keauthority), Website: http://kea.kar.nic.in

e All candidates are advised to read the following instructions carefully and understand the process clearly before
keying in options.

e Candidates are required to make the right choices thereby ensuring that the seat allotment process is completed
successfully. KEAwill bring out important and relevant information from time to time for smooth implementation
of online counseling.

e All such information that is periodically updated would be available on KEA website http://kea.kar.nic.in,
Helpline Centres and through newspaper notifications.

e Every candidate and parent is expected to read through and understand their roles and responsibilities fully.
Karnataka Examinations Authority will not be responsible for any consequences arriving due to parents /
candidates not reading the brochure carefully and not fulfilling their role and responsibility as indicated in the
brochure and following the schedule issued through Press Notifications, Website Notifications and Helpline
Centres from time to time.

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When Can a Candidate Key in their Preferred Options?

The date and time for beginning Option Entry will be notified in the Newspapers, KEA Website and in all Helpline
Centres. Candidates are required to pay attention to the same and should key in their Options before time and last date for
option entry. KEA will not be responsible if any candidate claims ignorance of the schedule for Option Entry and fails to
key in options within the specified time and date period. Candidates are advised not to wait till the last time and date but
should key in their options well within the last date and time specified. KEA will not be responsible if a candidate fails
to key in his / her options due to any reasons.

NOTE ON MOCK ALLOTMENT

After the entry of options are completed, based on the options entered mock allotment will be carried out and the
allotment status will be hosted on the KEA website for the information of the candidates. Two days time will be given
to the candidates to verify their mock allotment. Here, the candidate after ascertaining college and course allotted, if
he / she wants to change / modify his / her options can do so within the stipulated date and time. Then based on the
modified entry of options the real allotment will be carried out.

WHY DO WE CONDUCT MOCK ALLOTMENT?

Based on the Mock Allotment a candidate can get an indicative allotment as per his / her priority of options. This
gives a clear view to the candidate to change or retain the entered options. Candidate can come to know that the
other candidate with lower merit has got seat which he was eligible but for his not entering that option. Therefore,
candidates will be given one more choice to change the priority of options, deletion of or addition of options.

Due to change in the options by candidates after Mock Allotment, one may not get the same seat in the real allotment
as was allotted in the mock allotment.

Candidate’s Options Entry
(Your Priority Number (or your ranking for your seat option))

Candidates have to enter priority which is given in Numbers. Your priority number starts from 1 and ends with total
number of colleges / courses against each discipline / specific course stream. The priority number is unique number
for each course of all Streams. There will not be any separate priority number for each discipline i.e., Medical, Dental,
Engineering, Architecture, ISM&H, Farm Science, B-Pharma, Pharma-D. The Priority number is common for all the
disciplines.

For instance, if you are giving priority number 1(one) for Medical then that number should not given to any other courses
of the other discipline such as Architecture, Engineering & ISM&H. While selecting course in another stream the priority
number should be given 2 (two), 3 (Three), 4 (Four)..... as per your ranking preference.

The above table is only indicative for the information of the candidate and no inference shall be drawn in this regard.
There is no limit for entry of options and a candidate can enter any number of options as he / she wishes to exercise on
his / her own priority. Candidates are advised to enter more number of options to avoid the disappointment of not securing
a seat. Any candidate has to enter the option in the priority as he / she desires. Candidates are advised to do thorough
home assignment regarding the choices which they want to exercise, the college which they prefer, the course which
they are interested to join etc. It is better to download the option entry sheet and discuss the same with your parents /
guardians / mentors etc before actually entering same in the system. Your interest in the discipline, college infrastructure,
course, distance from your place, availability of hostel etc may be some of the issues to guide your choices of options
and advice of your parents. As it will save your time and minimize your chance of making mistake in option entry on
the online option entry form. The allotment will not proceed to the next rank candidate till the list of your options is
completely searched for availability of a seat. The candidate may change the options as many times as he / she desires
before the last date and time notified for entry of options.

Options recorded in the server on the last day and time of the notified schedule in each round will be frozen and
only the frozen options will be considered for allotment of seats.

NOTE: Candidates are advised not to start entering the options directly on the online option form on the internet without
preparatory work at home on choice of options, as it leads to commission of mistakes / wrong entries / wrong order
of preferences. In order to avoid last minute rush candidates are advised not wait till the last day and KEA will not be
responsible for any network related problems.

NOTE:

1. Candidate can enter options for more than one discipline Medical / Dental and Engineering or for Engineering and
Architecture or for Engineering, ISM & H Farm Science, B-Pharma and Pharma-D disciplines to which he / she is
eligible.

2. Candidate can enter for all the disciplines, if he / she is eligible for all the disciplines.

FAQ’s on OPTION ENTRY

How to save Options entered?

Just below the option entry panel a button called “SAVE” is available on the website. Every time a candidate enters the
options and wishes to exit the website he has to click the button “SAVE” and then he can logout from the website without
any loss of information.

Does a candidate have to enter all the options at once?

No, a candidate can enter and alter the entries as many times as he wants, but before the last date and time prescribed for
option entry. But each time candidate has to SAVE his options by clicking on the SAVE button.

How to make changes in Options saved and entered?

After completion of process of options entry is over, and if a candidate wants to change the options he can do so by
changing the preference order in the “Modify Selected Option” panel. Then save the options. He can see the changed
order of preference in the “Selected Option View” which shows all the saved options. But this can be done only before
the last date and time for option entry is over.

Is it essential that a candidate key in all his / her Options in one sitting in front of the computer?

No, a candidate can enter as many times as he wants 24 X 7 at any number of sittings, but before the last date and time
prescribed for option entry. But each time candidate has to SAVE his options by clicking the SAVE button.

Till what time can a candidate make changes in the Option Entry Form?
Before the last date and time prescribed for Option Entry.

How to Change Order of Priority?

Once the option entry is completed, the computer will display all such entered options in a separate panel “Modify
Selected Option”. The candidate by viewing this can rearrange the options. The 54th option may be changed to 30th in
the following method. Scroll down to the 54th option number, place the curser in front of it and enter as 30. Now this
modified option will be placed at the position at 30, this can be viewed at the separate panel “Saved Options”. Like this
a candidate can change the order of options and he can delete the entered options by entering zero in the order number.

Therefore, it is better to enter the options after you have written it down in the option entry sheet to avoid confusion.
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Modifying Order of Options

If you want to change the order of options of the college and courses

Step 1: Go to “Modify Selected Option” window.
Step 2:  Change the Numbers / Type the new numbers in the option field for new priority.

(Note: Take care that there should not two same number in the options entry since Priority number against each
course is unigque)

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Can | take a printout of My Options Entry sheet? If so at what stage?

Provision is made to take the print out of options at every interval. Candidate has to SAVE his options whenever he
changes his options. For the purpose of allotment of seats the computer will consider the last saved options. So it is
advised that the candidate take print out of the final options at the end, that is, if you have done your final option entry
and you will not change your options further, then you can take the print out of the entered and saved options for your
reference.

Options Entry Example

By a Click on the hyper link “Option Entry Example”, a new tab sheet will be loaded by the browser. The tab sheet will
have the details of instruction how a candidate can register options for the courses.

If a candidate has one or more ranks in following streams such as Architecture, Engineering, ISM&H, Medical, Farm
Science, B-Pharma and Pharma-D they might apply for one or more courses respectively.

How does a candidate know his/her account is not accessed by others?

It is very clearly informed to all the candidates that the USER ID, Secret Key and PASSWORD should not be revealed
to anybody. Further, KEA is sending SMS alerts and  e-mails each time when a candidate logs in and logs out of the
website. For this the candidate has to enter his mobile number correctly and the e-mail will be sent from are registered
valid e-mail ID only. Based on the Keyword provided by KEA the candidate has to generate his own password. It is the
duty of the candidate to safeguards the credentials of unique Keyword, login and password provided by KEA. Therefore,

other than the candidate it is not possible to access / edit the candidate accounts by others or even by KEA.
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ILLUSTRATION FORALLOTMENT OF SEAT

After the verification of documents and excising options by the candidate the seats will be allotted as in previous years
in three rounds i.e., (1) First Round (2) Second Round (3) Second Extended Round

The following system will be followed for allotment of seats. Here is a sample illustration of choice of options by a

candidate:

The computer starts Medical Round allotment with Rank 1. Then after completing allotment till rank 261, it reaches rank
262. Uma’s Medical rank is 262 and hence option number 1 is not available. Similarly option number 2 is not available as
the candidate above her rank has already been allotted and no vacancy exists. The next option is 3 and the college code
is MOO3ME and that option is available. Hence the computer will allot option number 3 to the candidate. The candidate
can now download her allotted details and join the college and report her joining status to KEA through the Option Entry
Portal, if she is satisfied with the allotment otherwise she has to exercise her options and exercise fresh options in the next
round after verifying the availability of seats. The option exercised is now number 3 and the college allotted is number

All candidates who have a Medical rank will be considered and their
options will be noted by the computer. In the instance case her Medical option is 3 hence, the first two options which are
Engineering options will not be considered during Medical allotment stage.

CASE I:

At Stage | : - During Medical seats allotment the candidate is picked as per her Medical rank. All her Medical options
are considered i.e., 3, 6 in the order of priority. If the candidate gets her seat for the option of priority no.6 (Dental, 102,
DE) then the seat will be allotted. The choice list for further stages like Engineering, ISMH, Architecture etc., will be
reduced to priority from 1 to 5.

At Stage II: - During ISMH seats allotment the candidate is picked as per his/her ISMH rank. All his ISMH options are

considered i.e., 4, 5 in the order of priority. The candidate does not get any ISMH seats for that rank, so her Medical seat
is retained. The choice list from (1 to 5) for further stages will remain unchanged.

At Stage I11:- During Engineering seats allotment the candidate is picked as per her Engineering rank. All his Engineering
options above 6 (i.e., from 1 to 5) are considered. i.e., , 2 in the order of priority. If the candidate gets his/her seat for
the options of priority no.2 (E005CS) then that seat will be allotted and the previously allotted seat (MOO3ME) will be
returned to the seat matrix. The choice list for further stages like Architecture will be eliminated.

CASE No. 11

At Stage I:- During Medical seat allotment the candidate is picked as per his/her Medical rank. All his Medical options
are considered i.e., option no.3, 6 in the order of rank and priority. However, both these seats have been allotted to
candidates higher in the merit order claiming seat in this round. The candidate is not getting any Medical seat. The choice
list for further stages like Engineering, ISMH, Architecture Farm Science, B-Pharma, Pharma-D will remain unchanged.

At Stage II:- During ISMH seat allotment the candidate is picked as per his/her ISMH rank. All his ISMH options are
considered i.e., 4, 5 in the order of priority. The seat at option 4 is available. The candidate is allotted the ISMH seat at
priority no.4 (1 702, AY). Hence, the choice list for further stage like Architecture etc., will be reduced to priority 1 to 3.

At Stage Ill:- During Engineering seat allotment the candidate is picked as per his/her Engineering rank. All his
Engineering options above priority 6 (from 1 to 5) are considered i.e., 1, 2 in the order of priority. If the candidate gets
his/her seat for the option of priority no.1 (EO03EC) then the seat will be allotted. The choice list for further stages like
Architecture etc., will be eliminated.

CASE No. 111

At Stage I:- During Medical seat allotment the candidate is picked as per his/her Medical rank. All his Medical options
are considered i.e., 3, 6 in the order of priority. If the candidate gets his/her seat for the options of priority no.6 (D102DE)
then the seat will be allotted. The choice list for further stages like Engineering, ISMH, Architecture .....will be reduced
to priority from 1 to 5.

At Stage 11:- During ISMH allotment the candidate is picked as per his/her ISMH rank. All his ISMH options are consid-
ered i.e., 4, 5 in the order of priority. The candidate does not get any ISMH rank. The choice list for further stages will
remain unchanged (1 to 5).

At Stage IlI:- During Engineering seat allotment the candidate is picked as per his/her Engineering rank. All his
Engineering options above priority 6 (1 to 5) are considered i.e., 1, 2 in the order of priority. The candidate is not getting
any Engineering seats. The choice list for further stages will remain unchanged.

At Stage IV:- During Architecture seat allotment the candidate is picked as per his/her Architecture rank. His Architecture
rank is not considered since the priority (7) is greater than 5. System assumes that his higher option is satisfied.

The same procedure is followed for all the stages and each stage is known as one iteration. Therefore there may be many
iterations in each Phase. The iteration will stop when the seats are exhausted or the choice of the candidate is over. By
this method the candidate gets the best of the best seat as per his choice and options and as per his rank. The candidate
can track the allotment of seats. The different phase of iteration are detailed in the brochure.

PROCESS OF ALLOTMENT OF SEATS AND ADMISSION

The seat matrix issued by the Government for each discipline will be adopted for allotment seats. College wise, course
wise and category wise seat matrix issued by Government will be hosted on the KEA website for the information of the
candidates and parents.

The allotment of seats will be conducted in the following three rounds and each round consists of three phases and each
phase consists of humber of iterations.

1. First Round.
2. Second Round.
3. Second Extended Round.
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1. EIRST ROUND SEAT ALOTMENT

(i)  After the last date and time fixed for entering the options is over and as per the seat matrix issued by the
Government, action will be taken to allot the seats in the order of merit based on the priority of the options
entered by the candidates and by following the reservation policy of the Government.

(i) The computer begins allotment with the Special Category seat for Physically Disabled, NCC and Sports
Category.

a. The computer starts the allotment with the Physically Disabled persons as per their rank and options.
As per the Act, 3 % of the seats in all Government, Aided and Unaided private colleges in Medical /
Engineering / Architecture / ISMH / Farm Science /B-Pharma / Pharma-D courses are reserved and
candidates belonging to the Physically Disabled Category can give options as per the seat matrix in these
colleges.

b. After allotment to Physically Disabled candidates, seat allotment to NCC candidates holding preference
1 to 8 will be allotted under in NCC quota as per their preference and if the preference is the same
the interse merit among the candidates will be considered. Likewise candidates in Sports category in
Preference 1 to 5 will be allotted in Sports quota and where the preferences are equal the interse merit will
be considered. For Engineering seats all candidates will be considered first against Supernumerary Quota
seats if they are eligible. (The eligibility will be published before the commencement of the document
verification process).

c. General Merit category candidates will be considered only in the General Merit quota. The rank list will
be invariably followed for allotment of seats. All Reserved category candidates will first be considered
for allotment in General Merit as per their merit and rank and as per the options given by them. After the
General Merit seats are exhausted the candidate belonging to the respective categories will be allotted the
seats in their respective category as per their rank and as per the options given by them.

d. Reserved Kannada Medium and Rural Category candidates will be first allotted in General Merit Category,
then in the Rural and Kannada Medium of General Merit category and respective general of the reserved
category and finally in the Kannada Medium and Rural of the respective category subject to availability
of seats.

e. Hyderabad-Karnataka reservation will also be considered for allotment of seats. The eligibility for
Hyderabad Karnataka reservation will be published before the commencement of the document
verification process.

f.  While allotting to Special Category candidates namely, Defence, Ex-Defence, Scouts & Guides, CAPF,
Ex-CAPF, first allotment will be made under General Merit category as per their ranks, if the seat is not
available in GM, then it will be allotted in the respective reserved category if seats are available and then
finally the seats will be allotted under Special Category if seats are available in the order of merit.

g. *While allotting to Reserved Categories and Special Category candidates in Engineering, first allotment
will be considered under Supernumerary Quota if eligible, then under General Merit category, if the seat
is not available in GM, then it will be allotted in the respective reserved category if seats are available and
then finally the seats will be allotted under Special Category if seats are available in the order of merit.

h. If the candidate has been allotted an engineering seat other than Supernumerary Quota, then if the same
seat is available under Supernumerary Quota in any of the prescribed rounds, then such candidate will be
allotted under Supernumerary quota.

Based on the merit and priority of options the first phase of allotment begins. The computer will first allot the seats in the
above mentioned order and continues in the same order. While allotting the seats in the 1st Phase at any stage, the seat
allotted if any, will automatically get cancelled upon allotment of a seat in the subsequent discipline and such cancelled
seat will be considered for allotment of a seat in the next iteration.

Therefore, multiple iterations may take place in the 1st Phase. The computer will stop the allotment only if the last seat
is allotted or when it reaches the last rank in each discipline. That means the candidates will always be climbing upwards
both in options and in roster. The order of allotment as shown above will get repeated in the 1st phase until there is no
change in the allotment of any candidate.

2ND PHASE OF ALLOTMENT OF SEATS:

After allotment of seats in the first phase, action will be taken to allot the seats for the 2nd phase allotment of seats. After
completion of the 1st Phase of allotment of seats, the seats that remain unfilled under all the Rural and Kannada medium
quota of the reserved categories will be converted to General of the respective reserved categories (SCR & SCK to SCG,
STR & STK to STG, 1R & 1K t0 1G, 2AR & 2AK to 2AG, 2BR & 2BK to 2BG, 3AR & 3AK to 3AG, 3BR & 3BK to
3BG) before the commencement of 2nd Phase and offered ONLY to the reserved category candidates including GMR &
GMK category candidates. Consequential vacancies which arise during this allotment of seats will remain in the same
category and will be offered to the same reserved category candidates.

Inthis phase only reserved category candidates will be considered for allotment and GM candidates will not be considered.
Further, GM and SNQ seats will also be not considered for allotment of seats.

IMPORTANT:

This procedure for conversion of seats will be adopted before the commencement of 2nd Phase of allotment. Further, if the
reserved category candidates are allotted with a General Merit / respective reserved category seat during the 2nd phase of
allotment, then a reserved category seat becomes vacant. Such seats are treated as ‘CONSEQUENTIAL VACANCIES’.
These consequential reserved category vacancies that arise during the 2nd phase of allotment will remain under the same
categories and will be offered only to the candidates belonging to the same reserved categories.

NOTE: All GM consequential vacancies which arise in this phase will be considered for allotment in the 3rd Phase of
allotment.

In this phase also, the order of seat allotment remains same which is as follows:

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Based on the merit and priority of options the second phase of allotment begins. The computer will first allot the seats in
the above mentioned order and continues in the same order.

seat will be considered for allotment of a seat in the next iteration.

Therefore, many iterations may take place in the 2nd Phase also. The computer will stop the allotment only if the last seat
is allotted or when it reaches the last rank in each discipline.

3RD PHASE OF ALLOTMENT OF SEATS:

After the allotment of seats in the second phase of allotment, the seats that remain unfilled under various reserved General
categories such as SCG, STG, 1G, 2AG, 2BG, 3AG, 3BG, GMR and GMK, along with unfilled special category seats, if
any, will be converted to the General Merit category and offered to GM candidates along with all other reserved category
candidates in the 3rd Phase of allotment. However, the consequential Rural and Kannada medium reserved category
seats that arise during the 3rd Phase of allotment and if remains un-allotted then the same seat will be converted to the
General of the respective reserved categories only if there are no seats in the respective general category and will be made
available for allotment only to the respective reserved category candidates during 3rd Phase of allotment.

All the candidates will be considered for allotment of seats in this iteration. Before commencement of 3rd phase the
computer will display the number of seats that got allotted in each discipline, total number of candidates allotted and the
number of seats remained unfilled and number of candidates unalloted.

While allotting the seats in the 3rd Phase at any stage, the seat allotted if any, will be automatically released upon
allotment of a seat in subsequent stage and such released seat will be considered for allotment of a seat in the next
iteration.

Based on the merit and priority of options the third phase of allotment begins. The computer will first allot the seats in the
above mentioned order and continues in the same order. While allotting the seats in the 3rd Phase at any stage, the seat
allotted if any, will be released automatically upon allotment of a seat in the subsequent discipline and such released seat
will be considered for allotment of a seat in the next iteration.

Therefore, many iterations may take place in the 3rd Phase also. The computer will stop the allotment only if the last seat
is allotted or when it reaches the last rank in each discipline. That means the candidate will always be climbing upwards
both in options and roster. The order of allotment as shown above will get repeated in the 3rd Phase until there is no
change in the allotment of any candidate.

Speciality of 3rd Phase of allotment is, after completion of last stage of allotment of seats, the seats remained unallotted
if any, in any reserved category will be converted to GM automatically and will be offered to all the eligible candidates
from 1st to last rank based on the priority of options entered. That means repetition of phase 3 allotment process will take
place. Phase 3 allotment stops only when there is no seat in reserved category and no change in the allotment.
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SUMMARY:

This illustrates that at each phase, the options are getting shrunk before moving to the next stage, if seats are allotted. If
seats are not allotted, the options list remains unchanged.

The seats which are returned back to seat matrix in the process of allotment stages will be allotted to the next candidate
as per rank and options. This way there will be a number of iterations till the candidate gets the best seat of his choice
governed by rank. This means, the system halts allotment when no seats are available for a candidate as per his options.

All the steps taken together as detailed above will form one round and the stages mentioned above, are known as
iteration phase. The iteration stage in each round will go on as long as the choice of the candidate is not fulfilled or the
availability seat is not exhausted. In this way each candidate may get either a Medical seat or an Engineering seat or
ISMH seat are Sarm Science Courses are B.Pharma Courses as per his/her rank and priority in the respective disciplines.
However it is possible that if all seats are exhausted then a candidate might not be allotted a seat at all. Therefore it is
very important to candidates to give their options very carefully and after considerable thought and after discussing with
their parents and elders. If by chance the options given by the candidate is not well thought he may lose a seat in a good
college as he may not have given option for that particular college or would have given lower options. For example a
candidate is interested in college A, but by mistake or by oversight he has given a lower preference for that college and
has given higher preference for some other college. The computer then will allot a seat as per his rank and as per his
higher priorities. In this way he may tend to lose a seat in the college of his choice merely because he has not given a
correct priority of options.

The iteration stage starts with Medical/Dental seats, and goes on till the Medical seats is exhausted or choice of candidate
is exhausted. Similarly in the 2nd iteration stage the choice of the candidates in ISMH discipline is considered and in
the 3rd iteration stage the choice of candidates in Engineering is considered and finally the 4th iteration stage the choice
of the candidate for Architecture discipline is considered. If the candidate has given his first choice as Engineering and
2nd choice as Medical then in the 1st stage of iteration the Medical seat at option no.2 will be considered and a Medical
seat will be allotted to him as per his priority and rank if seats are available. So in the 1st iteration the candidate will get
a Medical seat and immediately in the Engineering iteration stage the candidate will be allotted the Engineering seat as
per his rank and priority by cancelling the Medical seat as the first priority is engineering. The Medical seat so cancelled
will be added to seat matrix of the same college and category and allotted to the next candidate as per his/her rank and
priority. Therefore the candidate ultimately gets the seats of his choice/priority. In the final analysis the candidate gets
the best of the best seats of his choice.

After the entire iteration of all the discipline in all the three phase is complete the final list will be announced on the
website and this is known as the First Round. Therefore, many iterations may take place in one round as per the choice
of the candidate and as per the availability of seats. The candidate can track down the movement of seats in the different
iteration stages to satisfy himself that the best of the choices is allotted to him. Virtual tracking of the process of allotment
by the computer can be viewed by the candidate after allotment. This ensures transparency in the entire allotment stage
and KEA is known for its motto Trust Through Total Transparency. The final list of the First Round will be hosted
on the website, in the Helpline Centres and individual allotment will be sent by SMS, e-mail and the candidates are
requested to note the allotment of seats to them in the First Round. The candidate here has 4 choices. The choices are: -

“Non-interactive online seat allotment process”

Option Entry : Candidates can enter the options of multiple disciplines like Medical, Engineering, ISM&H and
Architecture together in the order of priority as per their eligibility.

Allotment Procedure : The allotment of a seat for a particular student is based on his/her rank, entered options and
availability of seat as per his/her option entered. The detail procedure adopted in the software is given below.

Round : once the document verification is over students are asked to make entry of options. Each option entry has a start
date and closing date this is followed by an allotment. The students are asked to entry fresh options multiple times if they
are not satisfied of allotment. Each fresh option schedule defines a new round.

Iteration : in each round there is an internal process called iteration. Iteration means trying all the options of the students
repeatedly more than once for each stream viz Medical, ISM&H, Engineering and Architecture. During the iterations
system tries to allot best option to students without asking fresh options. The iteration cycle is as follows.

a) Medical, b) ISM & H, ¢) Engineering, d) Architecture

One cycle of allotment from ‘a’ to “‘d” mentioned above constitutes one iteration.

- The system is designed to execute the allotment module in multiple rounds and iterations to ensure no seat / option is
left out.

- During each round one or more iteration will be executed.

- During the iterations of one round there is a scope of improving the already allotted seat in the earlier iteration in
terms of options priority and roster priority as explained below.

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A NOTE ON REFUND AND FORFEITURE OF FEE

1. If a candidate who has been allotted a seat in any discipline in the First Round / Second Round and who has reported
to the college, wishes to surrenders / cancel the seat before the last date notified for entry of options for the Second
Extended Round, the Executive Director, shall deduct Rs. 5,000/- as processing fee and refund the remaining fee paid.

2. If a candidate who has been allotted a seat in any discipline in the First Round / Second Round and who has reported
to the college or not, surrenders the seat after the completion of Second Extended Round, the Executive Director, shall
forfeit the entire fee paid.

3. The candidate who surrenders the seat allotted in the Second Extended Round, the Executive Director, shall forfeit the
entire fee paid.

4. No surrender or cancellation of seat shall be accepted, unless the candidate surrenders the original Admission Order
issued by the KEA, original Bank Challan, original Green Card and original Verification Slip along with the requisition
letter by the Candidate.

5. If a candidate does not surrender / cancel / fails to join the allotted college even after the completion of the Second
Extended Round the Executive Director, Karnataka Examinations Authority shall forfeit the entire fee amount paid by
the candidates.

6. If a candidate reports to the college and later on leaves the college he / she has to necessarily surrender the seat back to
KEA only. It is the endeavor of KEA to see that subsidized Government Quota seats are accessible and available to all
meritorious students. Hence failing to surrender the seat back to KEA will be viewed as a breach of contract and severe
lack of social responsibility.

FAQ’s on ONLINE SEAT ALLOTMENT

1. If I opt for allotment of seats what should | do?
A gap of 5 days will be given to the candidates from the date of hosting the allotment details on the website in the
Admission Round to exercise their choice of willingness or unwillingness.

If you are satisfied with the allotment of seat, you have to enter the choice as ‘1’ in the website. Then you have to
make the fee payment, collect the admission order and join the college before the last date printed on the admission
order and immediately through your Log-In-Id report back to KEA (on the Option Entry Website) that you have
joined the college. If you do not report back to KEA through your Log-In Account on the Option Entry Portal, your
allotted seat will be cancelled even though you might have physically reported to the college. So do not forget to
report through your account to us.

2. Once | opt for allotment of seats, can | come back for the Second Round as | came to know that there are
number of seats get added?
No you cannot. The only exception is if additional seat matrix is issued by the Government.

3. Once I opt for Choice -1 and take my allotted seat, and | see that many top rankers above my rank have not
reported to the allotted college and therefore many seats are vacant, can | opt for that seat?
No, Choice-1 means that a candidate is satisfied with allotted seat and those who have selected Choice-1 as their
option will not be considered for further allotment. Candidates are advised to take an educated decision so that such
decision should not create any dilemma for them later.

4. I have cancelled / surrendered my allotted seats, Whether | am eligible to participate in the Casual Vacancy Round?
No, a candidate who has received the admission order and cancelled the allotted seat will have no further
consideration in exercising the options for a fresh allotment of seats.

5. When and where | have to pay the fees?
If you are satisfied with the allotment of seat, you have enter the Choice as ‘1’ in the website. Then you have to
make the fee payment by following the procedure hosted on the KEA website.

6. | have already joined the college during last year and presently I am studying in the college, what are the
documents | have to produce to get my seat allotment order?
The Transfer Certificate from the Institution where the candidate is studying needs to be compulsorily got if the
candidate is to be issued the Admission Order. The same holds good for candidates who are CET repeaters also.
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7.  What is Super Numerary Quota (SNQ)?
The Supernumerary Quota has been introduced in all Engineering Colleges for the year 2014-15. 5% of the seats
in each college and in each course will be reserved as Supernumerary Quota. This quota is over and above the seat
matrix issued by the Government. For Example, if there are 120 seats in Computer Science in a particular college,
the Supernumerary quota for Computer Science in that particular college will be 6 seats. Therefore the total intake in
that college for computer science will be 126. The tuition fee prescribed by the Government in that particular college
will be waived off. The candidate has to pay the other fees only. This Supernumerary quota is not available for
Architecture Course. All candidates including General Merit are eligible for allotment of seats under Supernumerary
quota. Eligibility conditions for claiming the SNQ seats will be notified later in KEA website.

How do | become eligible to give an option under Supernumerary Quota?

If the parental annual income is less than income prescribed by the Government for Supernumerary quota seats,
then such candidate has to produce the Income Certificate issued by the jurisdictional Tahasildar which should be
submitted at the time of verification of documents in order to become eligible for allotment of Supernumerary Quota
seats. These seats will be allotted in the order of merit and options entered by the candidate.

8.  Can | give option for both regular and Supernumerary Quota Seats?
There is no need to give separate options for Supernumerary quota seats. While allotting the seats the software will
consider Supernumerary quota seats first for allotment if seats are available and if the candidate is eligible for it.

9.  How is Supernumerary Quota seat allotted?
Seats up to maximum of 5% of sanctioned intake per course in each college approved by Competent Authority will
be offered as Supernumerary seats. The software is designed in such a manner that while considering the options
entered by the candidate for allotment, the priority in engineering options will be considered first against the
Supernumerary Quota seats if seats are available in the order of merit as per candidate’s eligibility.

NEW COMPREHENSIVE CREAMY LAYER

Under Article 15(4) and 16(4) of the Constitution of India, the following persons shall not be eligible for reservation of
seats of posts categorized under 1A, 11B, I1IA and I11B.

NOTE:

1. This rule will not apply to direct recruitments to posts-which insist on a prescribed period of service in a lower post
or experience in a post, profession or occupation as a qualification or eligibility.

2. This rule applies to son(s) or daughter(s) of the persons specified below:

1 (@) President of India

(b) Vice President of India

(c) All functionaries holding Cabinet rank in Government of India or Government of any State or Union Territory.
(d) Chairmen of Council of States and the State Legislative Councils.

(e) Governor of States.

(f) Speakers of Lok Sabha and Legislative Assemblies.

(9) Judges of Supreme Court and High Courts.

(h) Chairmen of Public Service Commission.

(i) Attorney General of India.

(1) Advocate General.

(k) Chief Election Commissioner.

(I) Comptroller and Auditor General of India.

(m) Members of Parliament atleast for a period of five years — during the period of their office.

(n) Members of State Legislature atleast for a period of five years — during the period of their office.

2 The Candidate and either of whose parents / guardian is a Group —A or Group — B officer in the services of the
Government or holds an equivalent post in public sector undertakings or an employee of a private industry / institution
and draws a salary which is not Less than that of a Group B officer (Pay scale Rs. 6000-11200)

3 The Candidate and his / her father’s mother’s / Guardian Gross Annual income exceeds Rs. 4.50 lakhs as per
Government Order No. SWD 192 BCA 2013 dated 04-09-2013.

4 The candidate and his / her father, mother / guardian holding 10 units of Agricultural Land as Specified in the
Karnataka Land Reforms Act 1961, and such of those holding more than 20 acres of plantation land.
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
