be made through an entrance test, if the number of applicants is more than the double of the

sanctioned seats in a particular course.

A minimum of 25% seats of admissions in the university shall be reserved for students of the

State of Haryana, out of which 10% seats shall be reserved for students belonging to

Scheduled Castes of the State of Haryana.

In case sufficient applications are not received in a course, the applicant will be given option

to change to any other course in the university, subject to the eligibility and merit or for the

refund of fee after deducting processing charges.

All requests for cancellation / withdrawal of admission must be made in writing well in time before the last date

of admission along with the original fee receipt quoting the course/ branch in which admission was granted, Entrance

test / AIEEE Roll No. & Rank, wherever applicable. Requests made verbally or by fax/ email or without the original fee

receipt shall not be entertained.

In case, a student withdraws his/ her admission before the last date of withdrawal, the fee deposited by him/

her shall be refunded after deducting processing fee/admission charges. The refund shall be made in the name of the

student by crossed account payee cheque only and shall be mailed by Registered post to the student .

2. Anti-ragging Drive/Zero Tolerance Policy

Ragging, its abetment, eve-teasing and / or any kind of mental or physical harassment, either directly or

indirectly, of any students by whatsoever name called may hurt the sensibilities or self esteem or student(s), inside or

outside the University and/or its hostel(s) / mess, cafeteria is strictly prohibited by law and as held by the Hon'ble

Supreme Court of India vide its order dated 08/05/2009 in the case titled” University of Kerala Vs Council, Principal's

College Kerala & others” bearing CA No. 887/2009. Disorderly conduct whether by words spoken or written or by an

act, which has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness any other student(s) or asking the students to do

any act or raise fear or apprehension thereof in is likely to cause annoyance, hardship or psychological harm or to raise

fear or apprehension thereof in fresher or junior students or asking the students to do any act or perform something ,

which such students will not do in the ordinary course and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of

shame or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of fresher or a junior student shall constitute

an act of ragging.

Association, active or passive, with any unlawful organization including holding and/ or participating in

demonstrations, inciting violence, displaying notices or circulating handbills in the University and/ or its hostel (s)/ mess

are strictly prohibited.

Smoking, consumption of alcohol, drugs or any other intoxicant by whatsoever name called within the University

premises and/ or its (s) is strictly prohibited law.

Any student carrying a fire arm or any dangerous weapon in and around the University premises and / or its hostels shall

be suspended forthwith and expelled from the University.

Bedsides police/ legal action, a student found indulging in any of the above activities shall be expelled from the

University. In case of expulsion from the University, under such circumstances, the student's tuition, development and

/ or any other fee paid by him/ her shall stand forfeited.

3. The students are required to observe the following rules during their stay on the Campus:-
a) Students should have to switch off their mobile phones before entering the class-room, library and labs. other wise

it will be confiscated.

b) Fees for Semester is to be deposited at the time of admission and subsequent in the period between 1st Jan. to 15th

Jan and 1st July to 15th July. Candidates failing to deposit dues within prescribed will have to deposit a fine of Rs.

100 per day upto a period of seven days and after it with Rs. 2500/- fine upto another seven days after which the

name will be automatically struck of from the class . However, re-admission may be allowed in special

circumstances by the competent authority on payment of Rs.1000/- as re-admission fees.

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c) All admissions are provisional subject to verification of documents and approvals by the competent authorities.

i) All students have to come in their proper prescribed uniform every day otherwise punishment will be given as per

instructions of Uniform Committee.

4. Students Discipline

5. Hostel Rules
a) Hostel door will be opened in morning at 5.00 AM and closed in night at 10.00 PM. Before and after this time,

permission will be taken from the Hostel Warden.

c) Use of alcohol and intoxicants of any nature are strictly prohibited. If any student is found guilty, strict disciplinary

action including fine or cancellation of admission will be taken.

parents, which will be checked on their arrival.
