MASTER OF PHILOSOPHY IN SOCIOLOGY
The M. Phil. Programme of the department is of two semesters in a session. There will be three papers in the first semester. There will be one optional paper out of four, a dissertation, and comprehensive viva voce in the second semester. If M. Phil. dissertation is not submitted in the second semester by the last date, the student may be provided at the most two more semesters for its submission, but the examination will be conducted in the end of the semester.   Every paper will be of 150 marks;100 marks for theory paper and 50 marks for internal assessment, the dissertation will be of 200 marks, and viva-voce will be of 100 marks. The total marks in the M. Phil.Programme will be 900 of which pass marks will be 40% separately in each paper, and 45% in all papers combined. One has to qualify in theory paper and internal assessment separately. In each paper the division of internal assessment would be as follows; 10 marks are for attendance, 10 marks for the term paper, 10 marks for quizzes,10 marks for the seminar presented by the candidateand 10 marks for internal viva. Each theory paper will consist of three sections; the first part will consist of 10 compulsory short questions to be answered in 50 words only; the second part will have four questions from four units each comprising two alternative questions andeach to be answered in 250 words only;and in the third part a long essay out of two is to be written in 1000 words only.
