You will find it useful to keep the following points in mind:

Do
not reproduce passages from the units.

2. Organisation: Be a little more selective and analltical before drawing up a rough outline of your answer. In
an essay-type question, give adequate attention to your introduction and conclusion. The introduction must
offer your briefinterpretation ofthe question and how you propose to develop it.
The conclusion must summarise your response to the question. In the course of your answer, you may like to
make reference to other texts or critics as this will add some depth to your analysis.

Make sure that your answer;
a) is logicai and coherent;
b) has clear connections between sentences and paragraphs;
c) is written correctly, given adequate consideration to your expression, style and presentation;
d) does not exceed the number of words indicated in your question.

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lndian women don't belive in donating
blood. According to the first ever data
bank on gender distribution of blood
donors, lndia has among the lowest
number of female blood donors in the
world. Compliled by the World Health
Organisation, the data bank says that of
the 4.6 million donations in 2008, only 6%
donations were by women. the rest 94%
were male donors.
There were only 13 countries including
lndia among the 100 countries which
reported low percentage-less than 10 -- of

women blood donors. ln this group of 13
countries, the percentage of female
donations ranged from as low as 0 in
Somalia to B B in Mali An analysis of the
WHO data reveals that 70% of all blood
donations globally are collected from male
donors. Just 25 countries collect more
than 40% of their blood supplies from
female donors. They inculde Australia,
Azerbaijan, Estonia, Georgia, Mongolia,
New Zealand, Portugal, RePu blic of
Moldova, Swaziland, Thailand, USA and
Zimbabwe.
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
