The Department of Business Management of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Open University started
the MBA programme in 1993. The programme is designed to provide management education
with specia emphasis on strategic knowledge, decision-making skill and expertise necessary to
handle day-to-day managerial tasks.

AIMSOF THE PROGRAMME
The aims of the MBA programme are:

° To prepare graduates to assume manageria positions in corporate sector, develop
entrepreneurs, and groom inservice candidates to discharge their duties more
effectively i.e., in business and non-business organisations.

° To prepare and equip graduates with specialized knowledge in management and
business issues,

° To help practisng managers to become more effective decison makers in their
fields by updating their knowledge and manageria skills; and

° To enable the managers to develop their skills of critical andysis, logica thinking,
creative imagination and independent judgement in the analysis and resolution of
complex manageria problems.



DURATION OF THE PROGRAMME

° The duration of the MBA Programme is three (3) academic years.
° The maximum period for completion of programme is nine (9) academic years.

The maximum period alowed to the candidate ceases with the supplementary / Second
spell examinations of the last year of the period i.e., at the end of the nine academic years. The
University, by any reason, does not conduct the supplementary / second spell examinations of
the lagt year, the maximum period allowed to the student ceases with the annual examination of
that year.

° They should take al the three courses in the specidization area opted, for as
stated in the course structure. They should also submit Project Report in the
specialization concerned and be present for the VivaV oce Examination.



° They should complete all the three courses plus Project Report and Viva-Voce
examination within three academic years from the date of enrolment for the same.

° They have to pay an amount of Rs. 5,500 towards tuition fee (subject to revision
from time to time).

IV. GOLD MEDAL

Gold Medd will be awarded to the student who secures First Division and scores the
highest aggregate marksin MBA Programme by passing all the subjectsin oneattempt
within theminimum period prescribed by the University for the completion of the programme.

V. ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

The University admits studentsto MBA programme on the basis of rank obtained in the
ICET (Integrated Common Entrance Test for MBA & MCA). Rank obtained inICET in
an academic year is vaid for admission to MBA programme in the respective academic year
only.

The MBA Programme is open to fresh graduates aswell asin-service candidates. 50%
of thetotal seats allotted to each study centre are reserved to fresh graduates and the rest 50%
for in-service candidates.

The MBA programmeisopento al citizens of Indiawho satisfy the following conditions:
FRESH GRADUATES

a)  Thecandidates should have passed recognized Bache ors Degree Examination of minimum
three yearsduration with at least 50% marks (45% marksin case of reserved categories)
in the qualifying examination.

VIIl. STUDENT SUPPORT SERVICES

Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Open University functions through a network of 216 study centres
located in 23 districts of the States of Telanganaand Andhra Pradesh including the twin cities of
Hyderabad and Secunderabad. The University offersMBA Programme at study centres|ocated
in Hyderabad/Secunderabad, Warangd, Vijayawada, Visakhapatnam, Ananthapur, Tirupathi,
Kadapa, Mahaboobnagar, Nalgonda, Nellore, Nizamabad, Rajahmundry, Kurnool and
Karimnagar.

Each Study-Centre is headed by a Deputy Director/Asst. Director/Co-ordinator who
arranges contact cum-counselling classes for the students admitted into the programme. The
services of the members of the teaching and non-teaching staff of local University/Collegesare
used on part-time basis for providing support to learners. The counselling classes are meant for
discussion of the study materials supplied to the students.

The University provides counsdlling services at al study centres where the admitted
student strength is 10 and above in the first year and counsalling is provided at these study
centres for the second and third year courses also. As far as the speciaization courses are
concerned, the contact-cum-counsalling classes will be organised in the study centres, only
when aminimum number of 5 students opt for that specidization in the third year. If no student
attends continuoudly for two contact-cum-counselling sessionsfor any course at a study centre,
the counselling facility at that study centre for that course will be discontinued.

PATTERN OF EXAMINATION
The evauation of students for M.B.A. Programme is based on two components i.e.

continuous evaluation and final examination.

a)

Continuous Evaluation isthe process of assessing the performance of studentsthrough
assignments or unit examinations which carry a weightage of 30%. There will be two
assignments in each course, which are compulsory. The students should submit both
the assignmentsin the cour se concerned in the same academic year as per the
deadlines fixed. The detailed guidelines to be followed while submitting the



assignments will be available in university website www.braou.ac.in. Students
can download the assignments from the website. A set of assignments will aso be
kept at Study Centre for reference for convenience of students.

b)  Terminal Examination
The Final Examination for al the courses will be for 70% of marks
The examinations are conducted two times in ayear.
The following components will comprise the terminal examinations:

a)  Andytica and conceptua comprehension through short answer and essay type
questions.

b)  Casesor problem solving exercises.

The duration of the Terminal Examination for each course is three hours. The maximum
marks for each course shall be 100 (Tota marks 30+70 = 100)

XI1l1. GENERAL INFORMATION
a) CHANGE/TRANSFER OF STUDY CENTRE
