Haryana LEET exam 

Haryana LEET exam is an online lateral entry test conducted by Haryana Government for the admission of eligible candidates for the second year B.Tech/ B.E and B.Pharm courses. The admission for various private and government institutes in Haryana are done on the basis of this test. It is an online test and the selection of the candidates is done on the basis of merit. LEET Exam is conducted mainly for the Engineering Diploma holders and B.Sc graduates who wish to do B.Tech after their Diploma course. 

Structure of the Haryana LEET Exam

The LEET Exam is an online test of 90 minutes. Separate Common Entrance Test is conducted for B.Tech courses and B.Pharm courses. The test includes 90 objective type questions from the branch of specialization of the candidate. The test is mainly to evaluate the candidates’ basic knowledge in the first year B.Tech topics. Those who clear the test are only eligible for the admission. Diploma holders have more priority for getting admission against the B.Sc graduates. There is no negative marking in this examination.

Qualification Criteria for Haryana LEET Exam

The candidates have to fulfil certain eligibility criteria for applying for the Haryana LEET Exam. The candidates who have a diploma in Engineering or Technology from any AICTE approved University with 50% marks are only eligible to apply for the LEET Exam. Those who have completed B.Sc graduation with mathematics subject with 50% marks can also apply for the test. The B.Sc candidates will be given consideration only after giving admission to the other degree holders.
The educational qualification required for the candidates to apply for the B.Pharm course is the diploma in 2yrs pharmacy course with 50% marks from Haryana Board of Technical Education.

Application Procedure of Haryana LEET Exam

The candidates have to register for attending the online LEET on the website www.onlinetesthry.nic.in. The registered candidates will be provided with a unique application number. After registration the candidate should keep the print out copy of the application form. An Entrance Fee Deposit Slip should be downloaded from the website and an entrance exam fee of Rs.500/- should be deposited in any branches of Axis or Punjab National Bank. The fee receipt and the duly signed application form should be forwarded to the concerned office.
