IIST Eligibility Criteria 2016

Before moving further, discussing the eligibility criteria seems valid because those who will not fulfill, even a single IIST admission eligibility criterion, given below, will not be considered to for seat allocation. The IIST 2016 eligibility criteria is as given below:

Nationality: Only Indian citizens will be granted admission in UG Degree courses, in IIST.

Age: General and OBC category candidates, seeking admission, must be born on or after 1 October 1991. However, candidates belonging to SC, ST and PwD category are entitled to the relaxation of 5 years, i.e. must be born on or after 1 October 1986.

Education Qualification: Qualifying exam should have been passed with an aggregate of, at least, 70% marks (60% for SC, ST, PwD) with Physics, Chemistry, and Mathematics as core subjects.

Entrance Examination: It is vital that candidate should have written JEE Main 2016 and JEE Advanced 2016. Apart from this, in JEE Advanced 2016 paper, candidates must have secure the minimum prescribed (category-wise) marks, as given below:

· For General Category: candidate must have secured, at least, 100 marks out of 504 (i.e. 20% marks out of the total), along 8 marks out of 168 in each subject (i.e 5% marks out of the total)

· For Other Backward Class (Non- Creamy Layer) Category: candidates must score minimum of 90 marks out of 504 (i.e. 18% marks out of total) and should also secure, at least, 7 marks out of 168 (i.e. 4.5% marks out of total) in all Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics

· For SC, ST and PwD Category: candidate must have secured, at least, 50 marks out of 504 (i.e. 10% marks out of the total), along 4 marks out of 168 in each subject (i.e 5% marks out of the total)

Important Notice: The marks of JEE Advanced will only be used to check the eligibility criteria and will not be used to finalize the rank list of the selected candidates. To know how the rank list is determined read the IIST 2016 Rank List section below. 

IIST 2016 Application Procedure
The application forms of IIST 2016 will be available in the month of June 2016, only on the official website. Candidates will not be able to submit it from any other source.

The registration fee will be around Rs. 600, for Male General and OBC category candidates, and is Rs 300 for Female, ST, SC and PD candidates. Candidates will be able to pay the fee after 24 hours from the online registration. The fee can only be paid at, any branches of, State Bank of India (SBI) or Union
Bank of India (UBI).

Notice for NRI Candidates: NRI candidates will also have to fill the form online. However, to remit the application fee they will have to generate a Demand Draft. It can be issued by any bank outside India, but the candidates must issue it in the favor of “The Registrar, IIST” payable at Thiruvananthapuram, India. IIST Admission Rank List 2016
The IIST rank list will be released in July 2016. In it, only those JEE Advanced 2016 qualifiers will be featured who will manage to surpass the IIST cutoff. However, the rank of these candidates will be based on JEE Main 2016 rank. 

Total five rank list will be prepared, category -wise (General Rank List, OBC-NCL-Rank List, SC Rank List, ST Rank List, PD Rank List). In it, the IIST Registration Number, Candidate’s Name, Category and Rank of the Candidates will be mentioned. 

IIST B.Tech 2016: Courses and Number of Seats and Reservation

IIST offers various courses in Bachelor of Technology (B.Tech), which are given below. Along, it is also given the number of seats available in each course. However, these number of seats are tentative and the actual one will be announced with the information brochure.

1. B.Tech. in Aerospace Engineering: 60 Seats
2. B.Tech. in Avionics Engineering: 60 Seats
3. Dual Degree (B.Tech. and M.S./M.Tech): 20 Seats

The Dual Degree Program was introduced last year only and it includes:

· B.Tech. Degree in Engineering Physics

· M.S. in Astronomy and Astrophysics

· M.S. in Earth System Science

· M.S. in Solid State Physics

· M.Tech. in Optical Engineering

These are a 5-year program, in which there will be 10 semesters.

Reservation of Seats in the Institute

The reservation norms of IIST 2016 admission is the same as that determined by the Government of India. Under it, out of the total, the below-given percentage of the seats will be reserved for the respective category.

· Schedule Caste (SC): 15%

· Schedule Tribe (ST): 7.5%

· Other Backward Class- Non Creamy Layer (ONC- NCL): 27%

· Person with Disability (PD): 3%

IIST Counselling 2016

The schedule of IIST counselling will be released in March. The counselling will be held in offline mode, in July 2016. Valid IIST rank holders will have to register online, to apply for the counselling. The facility to register and to download the counselling admit card will also be available in July, on the official website.
