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Foreword

University of Calicut established in 1968  is the second oldest
and largest University in the state of Kerala with an area of
jurisdiction covering 5 northern districts of Kerala, 427 affiliated
colleges and serving the higher education ambition of over 3
lakh students every year.

Centralised Admission Process through online, introduced
from 2013-14 academic year, to ease the admission procedures
to various courses offered by the affiliated colleges and University
departments. The students need only to submit a single
application, following quick and simple steps from anywhere,
for admission to PG/UG/M.Phil courses facilitating wide options
of colleges and courses to pursue on. This also ensured
transparency in admission process.

In this background, University decided to publish a
comprehensive “Hand Book on Admission Rules”, incorporating
the various rules for admission, reservation, allotment of seats
and various orders in this regard so that it will serve as a
reference material for the students, parents, staff and to all those
related to admission procedure.

I congratulate the entire team of Directorate of Admissions
for the efforts taken to publish this book and wish this book will
be handy to student community.

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RULES FOR ADMISSION THROUGH
CENTRALISED ADMISSION PROCESS (CAP)

I. IMPORTANT :Orders regarding amendments, modifications,
additions, deletions, etc., issued by the University from time
to time, are to be timely incorporated to these Rules.

1. General
1.1. Students shall be admitted to the various programmes of

study in affiliated colleges on the basis of the rules prescribed
by the University and communicated to the college from time
to time.

1.2. All candidates seeking admission to the programmes falling
under the purview of CAP should compulsorily complete
online registration.

1.3. Each applicant for admission to UG/PG programmes without
entrance, can opt for as much programmes or colleges as
notified in each admission notification.

2. Schedule and Notification
2.1. The University will notify every year a uniform Schedule of

Admission of students for the different programmes of study
in the affiliated colleges/Departments/Centres.

2.2. The Schedule will contain the dates for commencement of
online registration, closing of registration, allotments,
admissions and commencement of classes.

2.3. The last date for admission for the respective programmes
will be announced in the admission notification.

2.4. Application for late registration, i.e., after the last date of
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issuance and receipt of application for admission to various
programmes shall not generally be entertained without prior
permission from the University. Such applications shall be
considered only after the applications received on time have
exhausted.

2.5. Commencement of classes will be notified in admission
notification for each Programme.

3.Admissions
3.1. Admission to Senior Degree Classes:- The admissions to

senior degree classes  are done through,

1. College transfer in 3rd and 5th semester for UG and only
in Third semester for PG.

2. Re Admissions

3. Repeat Semester

        For the above  admissions  candidates shall apply within two
weeks from the commencement of the respective semester.

3.2. Re-admission to PG semester programmes for discontinued
candidates shall be made within one week after the
commencement of each semester class. (U.O. No:GAI/J1/
5760/2003 dated 16.03.2004).

3.3. The Principals can re-admit such candidates within the
sanctioned strength including marginal increase, if any, within
the stipulated time. (Circular No.GAI/B1/3946/2002 dated
12.07.2002).

3.4. Admissions to the new colleges or new programmes in
existing colleges for which the affiliation orders are received
after the commencement of online registration will be
conducted in non-CAP mode. But the admissions shall be
done only from among the registered candidates. Such
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colleges should not admit any candidate without obtaining
guidelines from the Directorate of Admissions.

3.5. The modalities of allotment, its confirmation and admission
will be published in the respective prospectus in every
academic year.

3.6. Final list of candidates admitted to each category in various
programmes shall be entered in the website without fail.

3.7. The Principal shall fill up all the seats lying vacant as on the
closing date, from the candidates in the rank list already
published in the website. If vacancies still exist even after
the closing date of the admissions, the Principal has the
option to fill up such vacancies by candidates seeking college
transfer in the form of combination of attendance with
permission from the University in this regard. No candidate
shall be admitted at any cost after the closing date of
admissions without obtaining specific orders from the
University.

3.8. Admission to any course of study shall not exceed sanctioned
strength in anticipation of the approval by the University.

3.9. The rules regarding reservation of seats for Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Communities
including OEC should be strictly followed.

3.10. A list showing the number of applications received for
various programmes from the Scheduled Caste/ Scheduled
Tribe students and the number of candidates admitted to
each programme should be published on the notice board
of each college in each academic year (GA I /A2/7899/1997
dated 29.02.2000). A copy of the same should be sent by
Registered Post to the Registrar.

3.11. No fees other than those prescribed by the University/
Government shall be levied from the students.
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3.12. Admissions conducted directly by the colleges
(Management, Community and Sports Quota).

3.12.(a). For every subject for which admission is to be made,
there shall be an Admission Committee in every college
consisting of the Principal as Chairman, the Head of the
Department of the subject concerned for Degree and Post-
Graduate courses and one member nominated by the
Management.

3.12.(b). The Admission Committee shall prepare the selection
list for each subject from the applications received on time.

3.12.(b).(i). For community quota the admission committee shall
prepare a rank list  from among the candidates included in
the list issued from the University and reporting on the date
schedule for admission.

3.12.(c). All the applications received in the college shall be kept
ready for verification by the candidates or by their guardians,
if needed.

3.12.(d). An Application Register shall be maintained by each
college, containing the following details of all applications
received.

1. CAP ID/Online Registration ID

2. Serial Number

3. Application Number (application issued by the College)

4. Name and address of the applicant

5. Date of receipt of application

6. Caste with community (Specify OBC/OEC/SC/ST etc.)

7. Marks secured at the qualifying examination with name
of qualifying examination  (Specifying the authority issuing
the certificate).
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8. Ranking marks: 1st, 2nd and 3rd choices

9. Date of issuance of interview card, if eligible for admission

10. Date of interview.

11. Whether selected and admitted to the programme of
study

12. Remarks

3.13. The interview cards shall be posted ”Under Certificate of
Posting”, if cards are returned undelivered, the fact should
be noted in the remarks column of the register against the
name of the applicant concerned.

3.14. Admission Register

All affiliated colleges, University Teaching Departments/
Centres should invariably maintain an Admission Register.

The Admission Register should contain the following details,

2. Admission Number

3. Name

4. Name of Parent/Guardian and the relationship with the
candidate

5. Occupation of parent or Guardian and his residence

6. School/College previously attended and the periods
spend in each standard (dates to be specified)

7. Date of Admission

8. Date of Birth (Day/Month/Year)

9. Religion

10. Caste
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11. Standard on Admission (class to which student is
admitted)

12. Standard of Leaving (from which class student is leaving)
13. Date of Leaving

14. No. and date of transfer certificate produced on
admission

15. No. and date of TC granted on leaving the institution

16. Reason for leaving

17. Date of vaccination

18. Remarks

4.Allotments
There will be four allotments for all category of students

and two special allotments for SC/ST/BPL in forward caste.
The number of allotments in an academic year may change
according to the decisions made by the Government/
University from time to time.

4.1. Trial Allotment

A trial allotment will be published to give the applicants
an idea about the chances of getting allotment to a
programme and college based on the options, merit and
reservation rules.

4.2. First Allotment

4.2.1. After the trial allotment and the period for rearranging
options, the first allotment list will be published on the date
as per the schedule.

4.2.2. On receiving allotment to a particular option, all other
lower options will be automatically cancelled and only the
higher options will prevail until deletion or modification by
the candidate. 
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4.2.3. The candidates who receive allotment will be intimated
through SMS/e-mail.

4.2.4.Subsequent to the first allotment there will be more
allotments and the number of allotments in an academic year
may change according to the decisions made by the
Government/University from time to time.

5.Marginal Increase
5.1. The selection of candidates for the marginal increase in seats

sanctioned shall be made according to the rules prescribed
by the University for filling the original seats. 

5.2. The total intake including marginal increase and additional
seats should not in any way exceed the Statutory maximum
limit.

5.2.1. Additional Seats

1. Lakshadweep students

2. Sports quota

3. Persons With Disabilities

4. Mentally Challenged Students

5. Students from Jammu and Kashmir

6. Inmates of Juvenile Justice Homes

7. Ethnic natives of Andaman and Nicobar Islands

5.3. In case the sanctioned strength and statutory limit are the
same, admissions to the additional seats can be conducted
over and above the statutory maximum limit to the extent
of extra admissions granted by the University.

6.Eligibility
6.1.1. Candidates who have passed the qualifying examinations

at an annual/semester examinations or in the preceding
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supplementary examinations held by the examination
authorities alone are eligible to seek admission to any course
of study under the University.

6.1.2. Candidates are not eligible to seek admission to a
programme in a particular academic year if they have passed
the qualifying examination in the Supplementary/ September
examination in the same academic year to which they seek
admission.

6.1.3. The interval between the date of passing the qualifying
examinations and the examinations for which admission is
sought should not be less than the normal period prescribed
for the programmes of study.

6.1.4. Candidates who have passed the HSE and VHSE of
Government of Kerala under ‘Save a Year’ scheme and
compartmental Examination of CBSE are eligible for
admission to first year degree/semester programme in the
same academic year itself.

6.1.5. Such admissions can be conducted to the existing
vacancies, if any, without re-opening the admissions already
finalized or disturbing the list already prepared. (Circular No.
GA1/A2/ 5753 /2000 dated 29.8.2001, 20.6.2003 and U.O.
No. GAI /A2/ 5753/ 2000 dated 14.05.2004).

6.2. Candidates who discontinued their studies in the first year/
semester of the programme with or without Transfer
Certificate also should seek admission again to the first year/
semester just as fresh candidates seeking admission after
passing the qualifying examination.

6.3 Children of service persons who are awarded gallantry
decorations in the Vir Chakra service either in person or
posthumously and also “Non-Decorated Service
Personnel” who are killed in action will be exempted from
the requirement of minimum marks prescribed for admission
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to B.Com, M.A/ M.Com/ M.Sc courses. (GA/G2/28074/1984
dated 01.12.1986).

7. Equivalency / Recognition
7.1. Equivalency / Recognition of the qualifying examinations

taken from other Universities/ Institutions should be
confirmed strictly before making admission of students,
except in the case of HSE / VHSE of the Kerala State Board
and all regular Higher Secondary Examinations conducted by
other State Boards, AISSCE (XII std.) of CBSE, ISCE and all
Universities in Kerala.

7.2. The equivalency certificates and recognition certificates
issued from this University are of a general nature, without
verifying originals of the qualifying certificate and other
records of the candidates. Therefore the admitting authorities
have to verify properly and ensure the genuineness of the
claims of the candidates regarding the qualifications, mode
of study, duration of the course 10+2+3 (pattern) etc. before
granting admission.

8. Fine
8.1. If the Principals of any college/Admitting Authority make

any irregular admission, a fine of Rs.10,000/-per admission
will be imposed as per the Syndicate decision dated
07.01.2006 vide U.O. No. GAI/A2/4394/2004 dated
04.02.2006.

8.1.(a) Irregular admissions

In addition to the irregular admissions envisaged in the
University order mentioned in the para 8.1, the 8.1.(a).(i)
and 8.1.(a).(ii) will also be treated as irregular admission.

i. Admitting candidates without CAP registration to a
Programme to any category of seats.
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ii. Uploading the details of the students admitted after
the closing date.

8.2. The colleges applying for disaffiliation of a Programme or
the college itself after allotment will be levied a fine of
Rs.50,000/- (Rupees Fifty thousand only). (U.O.No.2183/
2017/Admn Dated:15.02.2017 ).

8.3 The colleges failing to ensure that all the candidates admitted
(except Lakshadweep Students) have remitted the mandatory
fees within the time limit prescribed will be liable to pay a
fine of Rs.5000/- (Rupees Five thousand only). (U.O.No. 2182/
2017/Admn Dated:15.02.2017 ).

9. Concessions to Backward Communities:-
9.1. Scheduled Caste/ Scheduled Tribe candidates who have

secured pass minimum in the qualifying examination are
eligible for admission to higher programmes in the affiliated
colleges and University teaching departments. (U.O. No. GA
I/ BI/36/1992 dated 08.10.92)

9.2. Other Backward Communities will be allowed a concession
of 5% in the minimum marks required for admission to all
Degree and PG programmes (U.O.No.GAI/A2/9091/1994 Vol.
II, dated 26.07.2003).

9.3. Other Eligible Communities are also eligible for relaxation
of 5% in the minimum marks for admission to various
programmes of study in the affiliated colleges and University
Teaching Departments. (GA/ G2/2566/1986 dated
16.03.1987).

10. N+1 Admission:- Degree and P.G. students who have excelled
in sports/games by participating in the Inter Collegiate/Inter
University Tournaments can be permitted by the Principals
of the respective colleges to continue one more year, as per
the AIU Rules, in the same college where they had completed
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the course with the same set of optional subjects /
languages so as to enable them to complete the
Programme of studies successfully. The applications of
such candidates for examinations shall be forwarded to
the Controller of Examinations, in time, with the details of
their admission. (U.O. No. GA1/A2/9812/2001 dated
27.08.2005).

II SELECTION OF STUDENTS & COMMUNITY
RESERVATION
1. Subject to any rules of reservation that the University may

make for the purpose, the selection shall be on the basis of
merit generally governed by the conditions of agreement
relating to the direct payment. For colleges which do not
come under the direct payment, the rules of reservation
prescribed by Government from time to time may be
followed.

2. Government Colleges : The selection of students shall be
governed by the Rules prescribed by the Government from
time to time in respect of such admissions.

3. Aided Colleges: The selection of students for admission in the
Colleges under the Direct Payment System will be on the
following basis.

3.1). SC/ST : 20% of the seats shall be reserved for Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes to be filled up on merit basis
from among the students of Scheduled Caste (15%) and
Scheduled Tribe (5%) with interchangeability in the
absence of either communities.

3.2). In the University Teaching Departments, 15% of the seats
are reserved for SC candidates and 7.5 % of the seats are
reserved for ST candidates, which is inclusive of seats
reserved for Lakshadweep candidates. The instructions
issued in the University letter No.GAI/-A2/5220/1997
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dated 23.06.98 shall be followed strictly in this regard.

3.3). The Provisions stipulated in the Government
Order No.GO(P)53/2000/SCSTDD dated 03.07.2000 and
implemented vide University Order No.GAI/A2/3312/1997
dated 26.08.2000 shall be followed scrupulously to fill the
vacant reserved seats of SC/ST Communities, by admitting
applicants belonging to Other Eligible Communities (OEC).

3.4). Out of the 5% reserved for Scheduled Tribes, one percent
(1%) or five seats, whichever is higher, are reserved for
Primitive Tribes in the districts of Thrissur, Palakkad,
Malappuram, Kozhikode, Wayanad. In the absence of
enough Primitive Tribal applicants the special reserved
seats shall be given to other Scheduled Tribes
(circular No.GAI/A2/2667/1994. Dated 19.09.94).

3.5). Management Quota : 20% of the seats for admission
will be reserved as management quota.

3.6). Community quota : 10% of the seats will be reserved
for the community to which the college belongs (this will
be 20% in the case of colleges belonging to Backward
Communities). These seats shall be filled upon merit basis
from among students of the said community.

3.7). Open Merit : 50% of the seats will be reserved for
admission on open merit. (40% in the case of colleges
belonging to backward communities).

4. Unaided Colleges, Unaided programmes in Aided Colleges and
in IHRD : 50% of the seats will be filled on merit in accordance
with the guidelines issued by the University.

4.1.The normal rules of reservation for Backward Classes and
Scheduled Castes and Tribes (10% of the Government
merit seats are reserved for students from SC/ST
communities, with effect from 2004-05 admission –
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 GO.(MS) No.14/2005/SC/ST Dev.Department dated
05.04.2005) will apply to these seats.

4.2. The educational agency will have the freedom to
choose the other 50% from the merit list prepared from
among the registered candidates , provided that they
satisfy the eligibility conditions prescribed by the
University. (GAI/A2/2533/1996 dated 18.05.1996).

5. Additional weightage given for Scheduled Tribe students
of Palakkad and Wayanad districts for admission to UG
programmes without entrance in Government, Aided, Un-
aided Colleges and Un-aided Courses in Aided colleges.

5.1. Additional weightage will be awarded to the Scheduled
Tribe Students hailing from the tribal belt of Palakkad and
Wayanad district for admission to UG programmes
without entrance. The tribal belt in Palakkad and Wayanad
will be published in the website before commencement
of online registration. While registering, the ST candidates
will have options to submit the name of the residential
area. If the residential area submitted belongs to tribal
belt, such students will be awarded 20 marks of additional
weightage. The ST students claiming the additional
weightage should provide residential certificate at the
time of admission.

III RESERVATION OF SEATS / ADDITIONAL
SEATS
1. Physically Handicapped : Three percent (3%) of the seats

for Degree programmes (except Geology) should be
additionally created and reserved over and above the
sanctioned strength, but within the Statutory maximum
limit for the Physically Handicapped candidates. In
programmes where the sanctioned strength and the
Statutory limit are the same, the additional seats can be
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created above the Statutory limit, exclusively for the
admission of the above candidates.(U.O. No. 2391/2015
dated : 10.03.2015).

1.1. Out of the 3%, 1% is reserved for the blind, 1% for the
deaf and 1% for orthopaedically handicapped with a
provision for interchange of seats, if candidates are not
available in a particular category in a year.

1.2.The blind and deaf are not eligible for reservation in
Science subjects involving practical. (U.O.No.GA/G2/4053/
1985 dated, 05.01.1987 and letter No.GAI/A2/819/2000
Vol. II dated 14.02.2003).(U.O.No.2391/2015/Admn
Dated:10.03.2015).

1.3. For PG Courses, the reservation shall be given 3% in
aggregate – Faculty wise in University Teaching
Departments and college wise in affiliated colleges after
scrutinizing the suitability. The candidates having
minimum 40% disability certified by the Medical Board
be considered for admission to the reserved seats
earmarked for the Physically Handicapped students.

1.4. Such eligible candidates shall be ranked on the basis of
the marks secured in the qualifying examination. (GAI/
A2/9091/1994 Vol. II dated 28.05.2003 & GAI/A2/5752/
1998 dated 04.05.2004)

2. Sports Quota: Two seats in each Under Graduate (Non-
Professional) course and one seat in each Post Graduate
course should be additionally created and reserved over and
above the sanctioned strength, but within the Statutory
maximum limit for candidates with outstanding records in
sports and games. In programmes where the sanctioned
strength and the Statutory limit are the same, the additional
seat can be created above the Statutory limit for candidates
with outstanding records in sports and games, exclusively for
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the admission of the above candidates. Only those
candidates who have satisfied the norms prescribed below
are eligible for admission under sports quota. [U.O.
No. 2391/2015 dated : 10.03.2015(UG), U O No 9697/2015/
Admn dated 14.09.2015(PG)

For UG courses
1. Representing the country in International competitions

2.Winning the I/II/III in the Senior National Championships

3. Representing Senior State National Championships

4. Representing the Senior district and participating in the
State Championships

16.Representing State in the ISCE/CBSE/Navodaya Vidyalaya
and participating in the National Championships.

17.Representing State in the Rural National/Women Festival.

18.Representing Educational District and participating in the
State Championships.

For PG programmes
1. Representing the Country in International Competitions

2. Winning the I / II / III in the Senior National Championships

3. Representing Senior State in National Championships

4. Winning I / II / III in the All India Inter University Championships

5. Representing the University. (U.O.No. GA I/A2/2454 / 1998
dated 01.10.1999 & 01.07.2003 and GA I/A2/5990 /
2003 dated 06.04.2004).

6. Member of the University Team

7. First/Second position in the Senior State Championship

8. First position in the Inter Collegiate Championship
(1st preference to be given to University of Calicut, then MG
University, then University of Kerala and then Kannur
University). (Norms 6, 7, 8 are added as per U O No.6494/
2014/Admn dated. 07.07.2014)

9. Medal winners in Junior National Championship.

10. Persons representing the State in Junior National
Championships.
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11. I/II/III position holders in the lnter Collegiate lnter Zone
Tournaments. (Norms 9,10,11 are added as per UO
No.13627/2016/Admn dated 21/11/2016)

3. Lakshadweep Candidates :
3.1. One seat each in a UG and PG Programme in the affiliated

Arts and Science Colleges is additionally created and reserved
over and above the sanctioned strength, but within the
Statutory maximum limit for the native students of the Union
Territory of Lakshadweep, recommended by the Director of
Education, Union Territory of Lakshadweep. In programmes
where the sanctioned strength and the Statutory limit are
the same, the additional seat can be created above the
Statutory limit, exclusively for the admission of the above
candidates. (U.O. No.GAI/A2/6135/1994 Vol.II dated
25.09.2006 and 01.08.2007). These candidates need not be
insisted to obtain permission from the University for late
registration up to the closing of admission to the respective
programmes of study (Lr.Dtd.24.09.1997). In Government
Colleges where the Government have earmarked seats, the
seats reserved for the Ethnic Natives of Lakshadweep will be
in addition to the seats sanctioned by the Government.

3.2. If there is no claimant from among the Ethnic Native
Scheduled Tribe Candidates from the Union Territory for the
seat reserved for them for degree programmes, the seats thus
falling vacant due to their absence, will be allotted to the
children of the employees belonging to Kerala State who have
undergone Plus Two education in the Union Territory of
Lakshadweep. (GA/A2/6135/94 dated 16.3.1998) The
admission shall be made only after obtaining prior permission
from the University. (GA I/A2/6135/ 1994 (1) dated 29-08-
2000 & GAI/A2/3897/2003 dated 05.06.2003).

4. Candidates of Andaman & Nicobar Islands: 
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      For UG/PG programmes in the affiliated colleges and
University teaching departments, additional seats can be
created over and above the sanctioned strength, but within
the statutory maximum limit for the native students of
Andaman & Nicobar islands, as recommended by the
Directorate of Education, Andaman & Nicobar Islands. For
programmes where the sanctioned strength and the statutory
maximum limit are the same, the additional seats can be
created over and above the statutory limit, exclusively for
the admission of the above candidates. (U O No. 1508/2016/
Admn dated 11-02-2016).

5. Kashmir Students: Two supernumerary seats, are reserved in
all the affliated Institutions either for UG or PG Programme,
for the candidates recommended by the Ministry of Human
Resources Department as a part of the Special Scholarship
Scheme. The seats are common for UG and PG programmes,
therefore, admissions shall be made as per the scholarship
orders.(U.O. No. 52/2015 dated: 05.01.2015).

6. Mentally Challenged Students: One seat in each UG
programme shall be additionally created and reserved over
and above the sanctioned strength, but within the Statutory
maximum limit exclusively for Mentally Challenged Students
without interchangeability. In programmes where the
sanctioned strength and the statutory limit are the same, the
additional seat can be created above the statutory limit,
exclusively for the admission of this category without
interchangeability.(U.O. No. 2392/2015 dated : 10.03.2015).

7. Inmates in Juvenile Justice Centres (Only for UG programmes)

7.1 One seat in a college is reserved for the inmates of Children’s
Home and firms functioning under the Juvenile Justice
Act. (U.O.No.501/2017/Admn Dated:12.01.2017).

7.2 The Higher Education Department issues orders based on
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the recommendations of such firms and on receipt of the
orders, candidates shall be admitted by the college. The
Principals should ensure that the candidates possess CAP
registration.

8. First and Second Rank holders of Pattern II degree
programme conducted by the University can be considered
for admission to the I MA/M.Sc programme in the respective
disciplines by providing additional seats up to a maximum of
two, provided that the statutory maximum strength shall not
be exceeded by such admission. (U.O. No.GA I/B1/774/1992
dated 26.07.1994).

9. Islamic History Degree Holders : One seat in MA History course
shall be additionally created and reserved over and above
the sanctioned strength but within the statutory maximum
limit in the affiliated colleges to Islamic History (Pattern I)
degree holders. (GAI/B1/383/2000 dated 24.08.2001 &
18.10.2002).

10. Outstanding Sports Stars:

a. U.G. programmes: Additional seats can be created over and
above the sanctioned strength but within the statutory
maximum for each U.G. programme for the admission of
outstanding sports stars, based on the recommendations
of the Director, Department of Physical Education (U.O.
No.GAI/A2/5274/1995 dated 11.08.1995).

b.In the case of colleges where the sanctioned strength and
the statutory maximum are the same and creation of
additional seats is not possible (for U.G programmes), the
candidates will be allotted to colleges where such seats
can be created, taking the choice of the candidate into
account, as far as possible.

c. PG programmes: One seat for all the M.Sc programmes,
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one seat for MSW programme and one seat for the MA
and M.Com programmes together (altogether three seats)
will be additionally created and reserved over and above
the sanctioned strength but within the statutory
maximum in the affiliated colleges for admission of
outstanding sportsmen/women. In the case of colleges
where the statutory maximum limit doesn’t permit the
sanctioning of such additional seats, the candidates will
be allotted to colleges where such seats can be
created (U.O.No.GA/A2/2454/1998 dated 01.10.
1999). The candidates who have satisfied the norms
prescribed 1 to 5 below only are eligible for admission
under the additional seats. The merit list will be prepared
by the Dept.of Physical Education, University of Calicut.

1. Representing the Country in International Competitions

2. Winning the I / II / III in the Senior National Championships

3. Representing Senior State in National Championships

4. Winning I / II / III in the All India Inter University
Championships

5. Representing the University. (U.O.No. GA I/A2/2454 / 1998

01.07.2003 and GA I/A2/5990 / 2003 dated 06.04.2004).

IV ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS AT THE TIME OF
ADMISSION
The candidates shall produce the following documents (in

original) at the time of admission to a programme of study in
the affiliated colleges/University Teaching Departments.

1. The print out of the application finally submitted.( For all kinds
of admissions, the CAP registration application form/ online
registration form print out is compulsory)

9. Non-Creamy layer Certificate/Income Certificate / Nativity
Certificate /Community Certificate/BPL certificate as directed
by the admitting authorities

11. Candidates who claim bonus/weightage marks shall produce
relevant certificates.

V. SPECIAL RULES FOR UNIVERSITY TEACHING
DEPARTMENTS
1.  In the University Teaching Departments 15% of the seats

are reserved for Scheduled Caste candidates, 7.5% for
Scheduled Tribe candidates and 10% for Other Backward
Class candidates. Ethnic Native candidates from the Union
Territory of Lakshadweep are considered as Scheduled
Tribe candidates for the purpose of admission to the
programmes offered by the University in the Teaching
Departments.

2.  One seat each in a Post-Graduate Programme is additionally
created within the statutory maximum limit and reserved for
the admission of Ethnic Native Lakshadweep Candidates,
sponsored by the Director of Education, Union Territory of
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Lakshadweep (U.O. No.GA1/A3/5260/1993 dated
16.10.1993).

3.  Two seats (One in Science Departments taken together
and one in other Departments taken together except the
programme having Entrance Test for admission) are created
and reserved, over and above the sanctioned strength but
within the statutory maximum limit, for admission of Sports
Candidates with outstanding achievements, selected by
the Department of Physical Education, University of Calicut.
The candidates shall produce certificates issued by the
competent authorities to prove their achievements in
Sports.

4. One seat in MA History programme shall be additionally
created and reserved over and above the sanctioned strength
but within the statutory maximum limit in the Department
of History to Islamic History degree holders (GA I/B1 /383/
2000 dated 24-8-2001 and 18-10-2002).

5. Three percent (3%) seats of PG programmes shall be reserved
for the admission of persons with disabilities. The reservation
shall be given 3% in aggregate - Faculty wise, after scrutinizing
the suitability. The candidates having minimum 40% disability
certified by the Medical Board shall be considered for
admission to the reserved seats and such eligible candidates
shall be ranked on the basis of the marks secured in the
qualifying examination (U.O.No. GAI/A2/5752/1998 dated
04.05.2004).

VI. ASSESSMENT OF MERIT - FOR DEGREE/
POST GRADUATE ADMISSION
1.  The merit of the candidate shall be assessed for ranking on

the basis of marks obtained by him / her in the qualifying
examination for admission to the particular programme,
subject to such criteria as may be prescribed by the University.
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For admission to Degree programmes, the marks obtained
in the Plus Two examination conducted by the Kerala State
Board of Higher Secondary Examination is taken as the
standard.

2.  For admission to PG programmes, the merit of the candidate
shall be assessed for ranking on the basis of marks/CGPA
obtained by him / her in the qualifying examination for
admission to the particular Programme, subject to such
criteria as may be prescribed by the University from time
to time.

3.   In the case of candidates passing their qualifying
examination other than Degree Examination of University
of Calicut, for the purpose of calculating index and ranking
for admission to PG programmes, the marks/grade
obtained at the qualifying examination shall be brought
to the corresponding marks/grade of the Degree
Examination of University of Calicut.

VII. BONUS /WEIGHTAGE MARKS
1. Bonus / weightage marks will be added to the total marks

obtained in the qualifying examination to calculate the index
marks and for ranking in the selection list in the case of
candidates who already possess the required minimum marks
prescribed.

2. 5% of the selection index should be added as grace marks/
points arrived at for preparing the merit list for admission to
Post-Graduate programmes for candidates who passed their
qualifying examinations from Calicut University except in the
case of admission to P G programmes for which Entrance
Examination is conducted. (UO. GA1/B1/774/92 dated
26.7.1994).

3. A weightage of 15 marks shall be added to the total shall be
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given in the case of ex-serviceman, widows and children
of Jawan and ex-servicemen, and to the widows and
children of B.S.F. Personnel killed or disabled in action, for
admission to BA /BSc / B.Com programmes

4. Degree Admission: Students who have worked in the
Illiteracy Eradication Programme on voluntary basis for at
least one year will be allowed 15 marks as bonus/
weightage for the purpose of ranking for UG admission .

5. Post Graduate Admission: Students who have worked in
the Illiteracy Eradication Programme on voluntary basis in
any capacity for at least one year will be allowed 5 bonus
marks/points for PG admission.(Circular- GA I/A2/4990/1988
dated 06.06.1994).

6. 15 (Fifteen ) marks for UG admissions and 5 (Five) marks/
points for PG admissions shall be awarded as bonus marks
to N.S.S / N.C.C cadets subject to the fulfillment of the
following conditions, for the purpose of ranking.

a. In respect of NCC applicants the bonus marks will be awarded
on the basis of NCC certificates signed by the Director and
issued by the Directorate of NCC to the candidates who have
secured at least 75% of attendance after having participated
in its activities during the course of the study preceding the
programme for which admission is sought. (U.O No.685/
2017/Admn Dated:17.01.2017).

b. The basis for awarding bonus marks to NSS participants will
be NSS certificate signed by the Director and issued by the
Directorate of NSS for UG programmes.For awarding bonus
marks/points to NSS participants for PG admission the basis
will be N.S.S. certificates signed by the Vice-Chancellor and
issued by the University to volunteers who have completed
240 hours of work within a period of two years in the
programme of study immediately preceding the programmes
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for which admission is sought.

c. The benefit of bonus marks for the purpose of admission
can be availed of by the candidates only under any one
category, either N.S.S or N.C.C.

d. Cadets holding A,B,C certificates are eligible for an
additional weightage of 3,5,10 marks respectively for
admission to Degree/Post Graduate programmes, limited
to a maximum of 10 points only, in any case.

e. The bonus points or additional weightage marks will be
given to those cases of NCC Certificates even if grace marks
have already been awarded. (U.O No.685/2017/Admn
Dated:17.01.2017).

7. A weightage of 10 marks/grace points (to be added to the
aggregate index marks/points) may be made to those
candidates who have successfully undergone the CSS
Programme of this University for admission to PG
programmes.

8. For UG admission,a bonus / weightage of (10marks) will be
given to those who got First place / A grade in the Kerala
State Higher Secondary / Vocational Higher Secondary Arts
Festivals for UG admissions.

9. For candidate taking multiple chances for passing,10 marks
shall be deducted for every successive attempt after first
attempt out of the ranking points to those who have taken
two or more chances to complete the qualifying examination,
subject to a maximum of 25 marks. The number of chances
means the number of chances taken for passing any part or
parts of the qualifying examination. Betterment/
Improvement and SAY examination will not be considered as
a chance.
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VIII. CATEGORY OF SEATS AND RESERVATION
RULES

1. CLASSIFICATION/CATEGORIZATION OF SEATS
Seats available in University Departments &  Centres,

Government/Aided/Self Financing  affiliated colleges and Self
Financing programmes in Aided Colleges are mainly classified
as Merit seats,Reservation seats, Community seats
(applicable only in aided colleges) and Management seats.

a). Types of Reservation

this category).

iii. Reservation for Persons with Disabilities

1. Those who wish to get admission under i. shall apply as
mentioned in the Admission Rules.

2. Those who wish to get admission under ii. shall apply online
through University web site and submit application to the
colleges concerned.

3. Those who wish to get admission under ii i .  and iv. 
shall apply online through University web site.

2.3. Reservation in Self financing programmes in Unaided
Colleges, Aided Colleges and IHRD Colleges.

In the case of Unaided Colleges and Self Financing programmes
conducted in Aided Colleges & IHRD’s, 50% of the total seats
shall be filled by the management from among the candidates
of their choice provided they satisfy the eligibility conditions.
The remaining seats (50%) shall be distributed and filled as
follows:

Those who wish to get admission to the 50% seats under
merit in Self Financing programmes in aided colleges shall
apply online in CAP. However, those who wish to get
admission to the management seats in Self Financing Colleges
shall register through CAP and apply directly to the colleges
concerned.

3. Open quota
For admission to seats coming under merit category, students

should apply online in CAP. The open quota seats will be filled
purely on merit basis irrespective of the category/ community
to which the candidate belongs.

IX. CLAIMS FOR MANDATORY RESERVATIONS
1. Claims for Mandatory Reservations must be made by the

candidate in the relevant column of the online application in
CAP. However, the supporting documents shall be submitted
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only at the time of admission in the colleges concerned.
The claims for mandatory reservation once made in the
Application form cannot be altered by the candidate under
any circumstance.

2. Claim for Communal reservation under ‘Socially and
Educationally Backward Classes‘ (SEBC): 

Reservation of seats to the Socially and Educationally
Backward Classes will be in accordance with the provisions
contained in G.O.(P)208/66/Edn. dated 02.05.1966 and GO(P)
2/2017BCDD dated 08.03.2017, as amended from time to
time. Candidates belonging to Ezhava, Muslim, Other
backward Hindus, Latin Catholic other than Anglo Indians and
Other backward Christian communities, claiming
reservation under SEBC Quota should invariably produce
both ‘Community’ and ‘Income Certificates’  obtained
from the Village Officer concerned. The attested copies of
the above certificates should be produced at the time of
admission. Candidates whose annual family income is above
the amount stipulated by the Government for this purpose
from time to time are not eligible for reservation. The seats
unavailed by SEBC category candidates will be allotted under
open quota.

3. Claim for Reservation under Scheduled Castes/Scheduled
Tribes Quota:

Candidates claiming reservation under Scheduled
Castes/Scheduled Tribes Quota should obtain caste/
community certificate from the Tahasildar. The seats un-
availed by the SC candidates will go to ST candidates and vice
versa. The seats reserved for SC/ST shall be re-notified twice
through print media by the colleges concerned. If such seats
are remaining vacant after re-notification, the seats shall be
filled as  detailed in 3.1 to 3.3 below.
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3.1 Government/Aided Colleges except Colleges run by aided
backward minority Communities:

The unfilled seats shall be filled up from candidates
belonging to OEC and in their absence, candidates belonging
to SEBC. The seats that further remain unfilled will go to the
open quota.

3.2 Aided Colleges run by backward minority communities:

The unfilled seats shall be filled on the basis of the merit
as per the rank list from among the applicants of the
backward minority community, which runs the college. If
seats still remain unfilled, they will be filled up from
candidates belonging to OEC and in their absence,
candidates belonging to SEBC. The seats that further remain
unfilled will go to the open quota.

3.3. Claim of OEC candidates against the un-availed seats of
SC/ST candidates: Other Eligible Community (OEC)
candidates who claim allotment to the un-availed seats, if
any, under SC/ST quota should furnish community and
income certificates obtained from the V illage Officer
concerned. Those OEC candidates whose annual family
income is up to the amount stipulated by the Government
for this purpose from time to time alone are eligible for such
seats. Candidates belonging to other eligible communities
are exempted from payment of fee at the time of allotment
to UG Degree Programmes under Government/Community
quota irrespective of annual family income as per G.O
(MS)No.36/07/SCSTDD dated 03.07.2007. They should
produce Community Certificate from the Village Officer at
the time of admission in the college concerned.

ADMISSION  PROCESS
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CENTRALIZED ADMISSION PROCESS (CAP)

1. Introduction
Admission to merit seats in the /programmes/courses

in Arts and Science colleges affiliated to the University of
Calicut (including 50% of seats set apart for Merit Admission
in the Self Financing colleges and Self Financing programmes/
courses in Aided colleges)  are being conducted through
Centralized Admission Process (CAP).

The following programmes/courses are not included
in Centralised Admission Process.
1.  All Under Graduate programmes/courses with Entrance

Examination

2. Bachelor of Audiology and Speech Language Pathology

3. BSc Nursing

4. BSc Medical Laboratory Technology

5. BSc Medical Microbiology

6. BSc Medical Biochemistry

7. B.Voc

8. All UG/PG Programmes for which affiliation orders are issued
after the commencement of online registration

9. PG Diploma/Certificate Courses

The Centralized Admission Process (CAP) offers facility
for online submission of application to various colleges and
programmes/courses.  Students can opt as much
programmes/courses notified for each programme/course of
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their choice on priority basis from the affiliated colleges
through simple online steps available in CAP (website
www.cuonline.ac.in). The candidates can register online
through the Nodal Centres functioning in all affiliated
colleges or firms providing internet facilities.

This hassle-free process is time saving, cost effective and
ensures transparency in admission. The online allotment
process provides  the candidates, the opportunity to obtain
admission to any of the affiliated colleges/Centres and to the
programmes/courses of his/her choice on the basis of merit.
It also helps to give maximum exposure to various colleges
and programmes/courses under the jurisdiction of the
University.

2. Aims and Objectives:
The University introduced the ‘Online registration’ for

admissions to UG/PG programmes/courses in the academic
year 2013-2014 to cater to the aspirations of students who
otherwise could not pursue tendering applications, by
personally approaching various Colleges spread over 5
districts affiliated to the University for admissions.

While introducing the Online Registration for Centralised
admission the University aimed a lofty goal of extending a
hand out to the candidates from the socially backward sector
of the society and those residing in the remote areas within
the jurisdiction of Calicut University.

3.Seat Nomenclature:
The seats available in the various colleges are classified as

1.Merit
2.Mandatory reservations
3.Community
4.Management
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5.Other Reservation Category Seats

6.Special Reservation Category  seats.

3.1 Merit Seats:

The seats fi lled by the University in Teaching
Departments/Government/Aided/Un Aided (Self-financing)
and Self Financing programmes/courses in Aided colleges
shall be purely on the basis of the merit.

3.2  Mandatory Reservation seat categories:

3.2.1. SEBC (Socially and Economically Backward Community).

          a). Ezhava/Billava/Thiyya (EZ)

          b). Muslim (MU)

          c). Latin Catholic other than Anglo Indian (LC)

          d). Other Backward Christians ( OBX)

          e). Other Backward Hindus ( OBH)

The seats filled by the University in University Teaching
Departments /Government, Un Aided (Self-financing) and Self
Financing programmes/courses in Aided  colleges from
among the registered students belonging to the above
category are purely on the basis of the merit.

A community certificate along with non-creamy layer
certificate/income certificate from the revenue authorities
concerned to the effect that the annual income of all
members of family from all soucrces together is less than RS.
6 Lakhs in the case of SEBC candidates who claim reservation
under SEBC category has to be produced at the time of
admission. The validity of income certificate should be as
stipulated in the Government orders prevailing at the time
of admission.  GO(P) 2/2017BCDD dated 08.03.2017
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3.2.2 EBFC (Economically Backward among Forward
Community) (Only in Government Colleges and University
Teaching departments)

The seats filled by the University in University Teaching
departments /Government colleges from among the
registered students belonging to Economically Backward
among Forward Community.

A community certificate along with the Below Poverty
Line (BPL) certificate obtained from the Local Self
Government bodies should be produced by the candidates
who wish to avail of reservation under EBFC category at the
time of admission. The candidates should enter the number
of BPL certificate at the time of online registration.
Documents like ration card will not be accepted for availing
reservation to this category.

3.2.3 Scheduled Caste

The seats filled by the University in University Teaching
departments Government/Aided/Un Aided (Self-financing)
and Self Financing programmes /courses in Aided  colleges
from among the registered students belonging to scheduled
caste shall be purely on the basis of the merit. (The list of
Scheduled caste will be available in the website
www.cuonline.ac.in).

3.2.4 Scheduled Tribe

The seats filled by the University in University Teaching
department/Government/Aided/Un Aided (Self-financing)
and Self Financing programmes /courses in Aided  colleges
from among the registered students belonging to scheduled
tribe shall be purely on the basis of the merit. (The list of
Scheduled Tribe will be available in the website
www.cuonline.ac.in).
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Additional weightage for Scheduled Tribe students of
Palakkad and Wyanad district(applicable only for
UG).

Additional weightage will be awarded to the Scheduled
Tribe Students hailing from the tribal belt of Palakkad and
Wyanad district.

The tribal belt in Palakkad and Wyanad will be published
in the website before commencement of online registration.
While registering, the ST candidates will have options to
submit the residential area.  If the residential area submitted
belongs to tribal belt, such students will be awarded 20 marks
of additional weightage.  The ST students claiming the
additional weightage should provide residential certificate
at the time of admission.

3.3 Community Quota (Aided Colleges only)

The seats in Aided colleges are filled upon merit basis
from among the students of the community of the particular
management running the college. 20 percentage of the total
seats in the Aided colleges run by backward community
managements and 10 percentage of the total seats in the
Aided colleges run by forward community managements are
reserved for community quota.

The candidates seeking admission to the community
quota in aided colleges should opt the colleges at the time of
online registration. University will prepare a  rank list of such
candidates and the list will be forwarded to the colleges on
the date published in the notification. The colleges will admit
the candidates, based on their merit from this ranklist as per
the schedule published by the University.  The community
rank list will be published in the college login and website.
The colleges will also publish the community rank list in the
notice board. (See Rule I.3.12.(b).(i))
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3.4 Management Quota (Aided and Un aided Colleges )

        The seats in Aided, Un Aided and Self Financing
programmes/courses in Aided colleges that are filled by the
Colleges.

Candidates seeking admission to the Management
Quota in Aided/Unaided colleges should register in CAP.  In
addition to this candidates should contact the colleges he/
she intends to take admission and submit separate
application in the colleges concerned.

3.5. Other Reservation Category Seats:

3.5.1  Sports Quota

Two seats for UG and one seat for PG are reserved in all
programmes/courses in the Teaching Departments/
Government, Aided, Un Aided and Self Financing
programmes/courses in Aided colleges.

Candidates seeking admission to the Sports Quota
should register in CAP.  In addition to this candidates should
contact the colleges he/she intends to take admission and
submit separate application with the supporting documents
to prove his/her sports excellence, in the colleges concerned.
The colleges will  publish the rank list for sports quota in the
notice board. The colleges will admit the candidates, based
on their merit from this ranklist as per the schedule published
by the University.

The norms for eligibility for admission to the Sports Quota is
furnished in General Rules-III.2

3.5.2 Lakshadweep Quota

One seat each in all programmes in the University
Teaching Departments/Government, Aided, Un Aided and
Self Financing  programmes/courses in Aided colleges for the
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native students of Union Territory of Lakshadweep filled
by the College based on the recommendation by the
Director of Education Union Territory of Lakshadweep.

The candidates recommended by the Director of
Education Union Territory of Lakshadweep. and reporting for
admission shall be admitted by the colleges generating and
completing the CAP registration, without  collecting the
online registration fee. The facility for generating CAP ID for
the Lakshadweep students without online registration fee will
be provided in the Nodal login.

3.5.3 Kashmir Students

Two supernumerary seats, are reserved in all the
affiliated Institutions either for UG or PG programme, for the
the candidates recommended by the Ministry of Human
Resources Department as a part of the Special Scholarship
Scheme. The seats are common for UG and PG programmes/
courses. Therefore, admissions shall be made as per the
scholarship orders.

3.5.4 Andaman Nicobar  Islands

One seat each in all programmes in the University
Teaching Departments/Government, Aided, Un Aided and
Self Financing  programmes/courses in Aided colleges for the
native students of Andaman Nicobar Islands filled by the
College based on the recommendation by the  Director of
Education Andaman Nicobar Islands.

3.6 Special Reservation Category of seats.

3.6.1 Persons with Disabilities

The seats set apart in University Teaching Departments/
Government, Aided, Un Aided and Self Financing
programmes/courses in Aided colleges are filled upon merit
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basis from among the students registered as Persons with
Disabilities (Deaf, Blind or Physically Challenged). The seats
will be filled by the University through online allotment. The
candidates should produce the medical certificate issued by
the district medical board or higher authorities stating that
the disability is 40% or above.

The Deaf and Blind students are not eligible for
admissions to the science programmes with practicals and
Geology programme.

3.6.2 Mentally Retarded Students

The seats set apart in Government, Aided, Un Aided and
Self Financing  programmes/courses in Aided colleges are
filled upon merit basis from among the students belonging
to this quota.(applicable only for UG)

Candidates seeking admission to the  Quota should
register in CAP and in addition to this  should contact the
colleges he/she intends to take admission.

The candidates should produce the medical certificate
issued by the district medical board or higher authorities
stating that the disability is 40% or above.

3.6.3  Inmates in Juvenile Justice Centres

  One seat in a college is reserved for the inmates of
children home and firms functioning under the Juvenile
Justice Act (applicable only for UG).

The Higher Education Department issues orders based
on the recommendations of such firms and on receipt of the
orders candidates shall be admitted by the college. The
principals should ensure that the candidates possess CAP
registration.
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4.   Seat Classification in the various category of
colleges

The seat classification is envisaged in General Rules-VIII.2 to 2.3.

5.  Admission Schedule/Notification
The admission schedule will be prepared and published

in the admission notification  every year. The date of
commencement of online registration to the closing date of
admissions will be available in the admission schedule. The
dates for each allotment and admissions to all categories will
be published in the admission schedule.

6.  Mandatory Fee.
The candidates receiving allotment should remit the

Mandatory Fee  prescribed in the  admission notification. The
mandatory fee need to be remitted only once. The candidates
failing to remit mandatory fee will lose his/her current
allotment and they will be expelled from further allotments.
The candidates, thus expelled will not be reinstated in the
allotment process at any stage of the allotment.

The candidates admitted other than through allotment
should also compulsorily remit mandatory fee.

7.  Eligibility for Admission
Those candidates who are “Eligible for Higher Studies”

as per the Kerala State Higher Secondary Examination or a
pass in the equivalent examinations are the minimum criteria
for admission to degree courses, unless otherwise specified.

However, candidates who have qualified the HSE and
VHSE of the Government of Kerala under ‘SAY’ scheme and
Compartmental Examination of CBSE are also eligible for
admission to first year degree  programmes/courses in the
same academic year.
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Candidates who have passed the Higher Secondary
Examination of Tamil Nadu (Private study) will not be
admitted to any course under this University. (U.ONo.GAI/
A1/5062/2002 dated 07.07.2005).

Eligibility of each PG Programme is specified based on
the eligible UG programmes and the % marks obtained in
different Parts.  Relaxation in the requirement of minimum
marks upto 5% for OBC /OEC is applicable. SC/ST candidates
need a pass only in their qualifying examination for admission
to the Post Graduate Programmes.

 Detailed eligibility and indexing rules for various
courses/programmes will be published in the prospectus.

8.Nodal Centres.
Nodal Centres are functioning in all affiliated colleges in

connection with the admission to function as a helping hand
to the students and University.   The students can do
registration, editing, re arrangement of option,  cancellation
of higher option etc through the Nodal Centres. The students
can also utilise the Nodal Centres for clearing their doubts
and clarification regarding the Centralised Admission process
(CAP). The list of Nodal Centres is published in the
website.(www.cuonline.ac.in)

In case the higher options are not cancelled the
candidate will be considered for the higher options and will
be bound to relinquish the previous allotment and must take
admission to the allotment received to their higher options.

After third allotment all candidates who have received
allotment but not satisfied with their current allotment and
willing to be considered for higher option shall take
Temporary Admission.

15.3 Reporting

In the event of reporting for admission by the  candidates
received allotment for the first option and those candidates
are satisfied with the allotment received after first and second
allotment, may be admitted or instructed them to report on
the day earmarked in the schedule for admissions. It should
be strictly ensured that the candidates  satisfied with the
allotment received and reporting for permenant admission
have cancelled their higher options.

All the candidates who received first option and those
candidates are satisfied with the allotment received and
reporting after third allotment shall be admitted
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permenantly. The candidate willing to be considered to
their higher options and reporting for admission shall be
admitted temporarily. (See para 14.2)

 All the candidates who received first option and those
candidates are satisfied with the allotment received and
reporting after fourth allotment shall be admitted
permanently.

Vacancies arising after the fourth allotment can be filled
by the colleges from the rank list that will be provided by the
University. The candidates willing to be considered for the
admsison from the ranklist  should take permenant admission
by retaining their higher options.

15.4 Documents/Certificates to be collected from the
candidates at the time of permanent admission

 The documents/certificates to be collected from the
candidates at the time of admission are mentioned in the
rule IV of the Admission General Rules.

All the relevant documents/certificates should
thoroughly be verified  at the time of admission along with
name, index mark and photo of the candidate.

15.5 Admit Card

Admit card will be available for all candidates received
allotment and intending to take permenant admission. The college
and course to which allotted, admission date and certificates to
be produced at the time of admission will be specified in the admit
card.

All the candidates who received allotment to their first
option and those candidates are satisfied with the allotment
received can take admit card and report for permenant
admission.
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There will be “no” admit card for temporary
admission. (See 14.2). For specimen copy of the admit card
see annexure 5.

After fourth allotment the candidates received
allotment, but not satisfied with the allotment received
during first, second, third and fourth allotment, can download
admit card without cancelling their higher options for taking
permenant admission.

15.7. Indexing

 The index marks are being calculated by the software,
based on the details of marks and bonus/weightage category
opted by the candidates. The University will verify the marks
only if any anomalies in the mark entered by the candidate is
reported.
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Therefore, all  the Principals/Head of the Institutions
are instructed to verify the index marks of the candidates
before admitting him/her.

Anomalies, if any noticed , recalculate the index mark and,

a) if the index mark of the candidate does not fall below
the last candidate in that allotment list he/she shall be
admitted and the relevant documents/certificates shall be
scanned and mailed to  Directorate of Admissions (DoA) by
the Nodal Officers for corrections.

b) otherwise, the admission should be denied and  the
relevant documents/certificates shall be scanned and mailed
to  Directorate of Admissions (DoA) by the Nodal Officers for
correction.

15.8 Uploading the details of the admission in the website

The colleges should upload the details of the candidates
admitted in the website on the day of admission itself.
Admission entry after the closing date of admissions will not
be permitted. Steps to be followed (College Login-
>Admission->Allotment->Select Course (List of students will
be available on the screen)-> Click Admit Button).

The candidate allotted to a category shall be admitted
by selecting the respective category. The uploading of the
admission details shall be carried out within the prescribed
period.

Vacancy position in SC/ST/BPL in forward community
shall be uploaded in the website ( www.cuonline.ac.in) after
completing the admissions from fourth allotment scheduled.
The special allotment for SC/ST/BPL in forward community
will be conducted to such vacancies uploaded from each
college. Hence, utmost care should be taken while uploading
the vacancies.

15.10 Fine

The colleges applying for disaffiliation of course or
college after allotment will be levied a fine of  Rs.50,000
(Rupees Fifty thousand only).

The colleges failing to ensure  that all the candidates
admitted (except lakshadweep students) have remitted the
mandatory fee within the time limit prescribed will be levied
a fine of Rs.5000 (Rupees Five thousand only).

16. Special Instructions for Nodal Centres
16.1 Duties and Responsibilities of the Nodal Officers / Nodal

Centers.

1. The Nodal Centers should provide guidance to the students
to carry out online registration in accordance with the
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prospectus and instructions for Centralised Admission
Process ( CAP).

2. The Nodal Officers should not show any favouritism to any
institution during online registration.

3.  The Nodal Officers should function as a laison officer between
the students and University.

4. The Nodal Officers may redress the grievances of the
registrants as far as possible by themselves in consultation
with the DoA.

5. The Nodal Officers may forward grievances of the registrants
to Directorate of admission, which Nodal Officers can’t
redress.

6. The Nodal Centres may arrange online registration facility to
the students from the centres itself and may charge a nominal
fee not more than Rs 50/- for the service.

7. A half day awareness class will be conducted for all the Nodal
officers by the University before commencement of online
registration.

8. Verify the certificates, Fee chalans, purpose of remittance,
etc

9. Verify the application print out.

10. Upload the details of the candidate admitted in the website.

11. Maintain a register of the category wise admitted list vacancy
position for each course in the college.

12. Upload the correct seat position of seats to the University.

 16.2 Registration

 The Nodal Centres functioning in all affiliated colleges should
register the  students approaching for online registration
through CAP .
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The Nodal Centres should act for choosing programmes/courses
in accordance with the student’s ambitions.

The final submission should be done only after confirming that
the details submitted by the students are correct.

The form provided  in annexure 2 shall be obtained from the
students.

16.3 Editing

Nodal officers can select “edit” button from the Nodal Login
and enter  the CAP ID of  the student requested to edit. Then
click “UnFinalise Button”. After this, login using the students
CAP ID , register number of qualifying examination and
password in the registration link and edit the details already
submitted in each phase and “Save”.

The details of the fields to be edited shall be obtained from the
students in the form provided in annexure 3.

16.4 Rearrangement of priority of options

After the trial allotment the candidates can rearrange priority
of their options already submitted during the registration by
“drag and drop” facility. No new course or college can be
added at any stage of the allotment process.

16.5 Cancellation of all higher options

Cancellation of all higher options can only be done through
Nodal Centres. Nodal officers can select “Higher options
Cancellation” from the  Nodal Login and enter  the CAP ID of
the student requested for cancelling all higher options. The
form provided  in annexure 4 shall be obtained from the
students.
