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Dear Learner,

The Certificate Programme in Early Childhood Special Education Enabling Inclusion – Mental Retardation consists of two assignments and both of these assignments are compulsory. You are required to score 40% marks in each assignment separately. The assignments carry a weightage of 30% towards the final evaluation of theory component. In order to appear for the theory term-end examination for a particular course, you have to submit the related assignments for that Course. 

Assignment 1 is based on Course 1 - OCDF-001

Assignment 2 is based on Course 2 - OCD -002

Each assignment has two parts—Section A and Section B. Each assignment carries 100 marks; 60 marks for the Section A and 40 marks for Sections B. 
Objective: The main objective of the assignments is to assess how well you have understood the concepts explained in the Theory Blocks of each Course. The comments you receive from the counsellor will help you to know the concepts that you need to work upon further. 

Kindly note the following points before starting to write your assignments:

· Use only fool-space size paper for writing your responses. Only hand written assignments will be accepted. Typed or printed copies of assignments will not be accepted.

· Tie the pages after numbering them carefully. 

· Write the question number with each answer.

· All the questions are compulsory.

· Every assignment will be evaluated out of a full mark of 100. Weightage is indicated against each question. 

· Keep a xerox copy of the assignments sheets with you before submission for future reference. 

· Answer each assignment on separate sheet

Suggestions for writing an assignment:

Read the assignments carefully. Go through the whole material of the course; the answers for the questions may be linked within the blocks/units. Does not copy from print material initially make a rough outline of your answer in your own words. Try to support your answer from your practical experiences. Make a logical order. Then write your answer neatly and submit. Give illustrations and tables wherever necessary.

Do’s

i. When you receive the assignment booklet, check it immediately and ask for the missing page (s), if any. 

ii. Submit both the assignments to the Programme Study Centre.  The Counsellor at the Programme Study centre will evaluate the assignments and give marks. The Programme Study Centre will forward the Mark list of all the students to the Regional Director so that the marks of the students can be entered on the Grade Card.
