Union Public Service Commission releases Notification for National Defence Academy and Naval Academy Examination(I) 2013

Candidates aspiring to join in Indian Defence Forces are informed a Good News that UPSC which is a Government body Releases Notification for admissions to Army,Navy and Air forces  and 10+2 Cadet entry scheme of Indian Naval Academy of NDA for 2013 which the courses will be  commencing from 2nd Jan 2014.

UPSC is a Body which regulates the Government Organisations by recruiting the professionals required in Central or state in all Departments.It also releases the notifications for admissions to various posts. Now UPSC has released a notification for admission of candidates for National Defence Academy.Candidates are informed that they have to appear for an entrance examination for admission to NDA courses.

Eligibility Criteria for Admission to NDA & NA :

Only Unmarried male candidates who born not earlier than 2nd Jan 1995 and not later than 1st July 1997 are Eligible.

Candidates should possess 12th Class pass certificate or it’s equivalent examination certificate by their respective state boards or university.

Candidates who are going to complete their 12th class and may produce the Pass certificate before 5th Dec 2013 are also eligible.

NOTE:

Candidates should note that they must not get married untill the process of training gets completed.

If the candidates get married after the applying and before training, their candidature will be rejected.

If the candidates get married at the time of training period,they will be removed from training and the candidate is subjected to refund the allowances kept for him in the period of training.

Candidates are informed that they can apply only through online and other mode of submission is available.Applications will be available from 22nd Dec 2012 t0 21st Jan 2013.

Candidates will be issued e-Admission certificate three weeks before the Entrance Examination. Candidates should note that  E-Admit card will not be sent through post.Entrance examination will be conducted on 14th April 2013. 

Pattern of Examination is as follows:

Exam will be of   Multiple choice question type with Negative marking also.Exam includes the subjects Mathematics (300 marks) and General Ability test (900).

UPSC will announces the list of selected candidates with minimum marks mentioned by commission.Selected candidates will be called for Intelligence and Personality test conducted by Services Selection Board(SSB).

Testing by SSB includes 2 stages of testing.Stage-I includes Intelligence Test along with other tests will be conducted on the first day. Candidates who qualifies in stage-I will be subjected to Document Verification.Candidates who are found eligible will be called for Second stage of testing.Stage-II testing consisting of Psychological test and Medical test. Selected candidates should undergo Training for a period before entering into services. SSB has right to disqualify any candidate at the time of Training due to indisciplinary activities.

Candidates applied for Air Force  should appear  Pilot Aptitude Battery Test (PABT) .Candidates are informed that if candidates fails to qualify in PABT can’t be eligible for to continue in Air Force wing permanently but they can apply next for Defence forces except for Air wing.The candidates may attempt PABT once and can attend for any  interviews conducted by Air force for recruitment.
