INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE CANDIDATES

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE PAPER-SETTER

The scope of the content shall be strictly defined by the prescribed texts.


In Section A, the examiner shall set four questions in all. At least two out ofthese four questions shall be objective type and based on the exercises related to the prescribed chapters in the bookd Collins Cobuild English Grammar Exercises.
