According to Freud, all of our
experiences are stored in the unconscious
and have an effect on our minds and
behaviour. Psychoanalytic criticism
suggests that works of art resonate with
this unconscious material in our minds. It
is likely, psychoanalytic critics suggest,
that works of art send messages, in hidden
and rather mysterious ways, from the
unconscious of creative artists to the
unconscious of people who are the
audience for their works.

If the people found the idea of an
unconscious difficult, they found Freud’s
notion of the Oedipus Complex outrageous.
And it still is a very controversial matter as
scholars in many fields argue about
whether it exists or was just a fantastic
notion of Freud’s. He believed that we all
experience, when we are young children
(around the age of 3), oedipal strivings.
That is, we all desire to have the undivided
attention and love of our parent of the
opposite  sex. Freud called this
phenomenon the Oedipus Complex
because it resembled in important ways the
myth of Oedipus, the Greek hero who
unwittingly killed his father and married
his mother.

Although this theory is very
controversial, it is interesting to notice
how useful it is in dealing with works of
art. The Oedipus Complex has been used
by critics to interpret everything from
King Kong to the James Bond stories and
films.
